RALLY OF THE REPUBLICANS TO RATIFY
THE NOMINATIONS.

\u25a0/.. The Republicans of Sacramento last night
held :a \u25a0 mass ;meeting on Second street, be-
tween J and X, toratify the recent nomina-
tions. A handsomely decorated stand was set
up opposite the Union and Orleans buildings
and!was surmounted by a row of

'
gas bum-

era and hung with flags. Back of the stand
hung a large portrait of George Washington.
On the rail of the stand were several large
and handsome bouquets. Across the street
stretched a large national flag, whilemany
lesser one) hung over and about the speaker's
stand. A'B oe'lock the Republican L?gion,
gome2Bo strong, left its hall led by C.N.
Poet, its commander, ''[and.bearing torches
and flags. Many of the members wore caps
and capes after the regulation style of the
Legion. Atthe head of the column was an
advance of pioneers, and then came the First
ArtilleryBand and the officers of the Legion.
The line was a very good one, and the make
up was of that character of which any party
might feel proud, embracing leading and well
known citizers and many young men. As
isusual with torchlight processions, a large
number of enthusiastic boys brought up the
rear of the procession. The proces-
sion moved from • Seventh and X to J
and Seventh streets, down J toFourth, to X,
and thence to tbe stand, where itcounter-
marched, paused in front of the stand and
gave three cheers for Garfield and Arthur.
Some 1,800 people had now assembled, and

opened the meeting witha brief, spirited ad-
dress, . which was received with warm ap

•plause. He bespoke for the orators from
abroad a hearing such as Republicans accord
to intelligence, ability and patriotism. [Ap-
plause.] He introduced as the first speaker

CHABLES N. FOX,

Of Alameda, one of the Presidential Electors
on the Republican ticket. [Applause.] The
Electors, he said, were but to do the will
of the people incasting their votes for Pres-
ident and Vice-President, but the nominees
for Congress occupy a far more important po-
sition, and offer for a trust than whichnone
other invites greater responsibilities. For
these men the people are to cast their votes
in the coming contest, which is to decide
whether James A. Garfield shall or shall not
become President of. the United States, a po-
sition for which he is fitted in the highest
degree [applause], and he would not even ex-
cept the great Lincoln from the

-
com-

parison, for we knew less of him be-
fore his election than we know of
Garfield. [Applause.] Lincoln's greatness
we found out. [Applause.] And now
our new standard-bearer we know to be one
who was true to tho principles to which Lin-
coln adhered and for which he laid down his
life. [Applause.] Shall we not confirm this
new man for the place Lincoln filled ? [Ap-
plause.] Shall we not by the same vote exalt
tothe second station in the nation that other
true Republican and friend ofLincoln, Ches-
ter A Arthur? [Applause.] Shall we not
confirm as Congressmen abo the four men
whose names were presented to you yester-
day, and from two of whom you willhear to-
night? [Applause.] One of them has made
a distinguished record in Congress, and will
go back a third time with the warmest in-
dorsement of his people. [Applause.] An-
other, not here now, has served eight years in
Congress. :[Applause.] Four times the peo-
ple ofthis district have ratified his nomina-
tion, and now shall not the people of this the
Second District send him back to
stand by the party and the nation
in these last days of the rebellion,
for. the rebellion is not yet ended? [Ap-
plause ] The rebel yell is yet beard from
rebel Brigadiers. [Applause.] For the Third
District the party presents the gallant
Knight. [Applause.] Shall not the people
this year wipe out the blot which marks the
ThirdDistrictwith the stain of Democracy?
[Applause.] For the Fourth District there
is presented Roumaldo Pacheco. [Applause.]
He who was once ousted from his seat by the
Democracy. But the people of his district
rebuked it with such a majority for Pa-
checo at the next election as that even the
Democracy could not steal away his rights.
[Applause.] And now the people will"send
him back-by a yet greater majority to do the
will of the citizens of California and stand
against the rebel host. [Applause.] But
these men are only the representatives of
ideas, and beyond the question of their fit-
ness, the only other questions are those of
idea«, and their election will declare for you
that this is a nation one and indissoluble
[applause] ; a nation not to be dissolved
at the command of Jeff Davis and his |
legions. [Applause.] The central idea of the I
campaign is that, and that alone, and with it
comes the question whether we shall yield
up the fruits of the late terrible war

grown in the blood of the best of the nation.
[Applause.] They say the Republicans
flaunt the bloody shirt. Well, ifso, it is wet
with the gore of the Union men of the
nation who died to save the Repub-
lic if we have a bloody shirt the
enemy furnished it.

Of San Francisco, nominee for Congress from
the First District. Mr.Davis begun by bear-
ing' testimony toIthe ability, industry and
vigilance of H.F. Page inCongress, where
he had watched his course closely for two
terms and marked his influence for good for
this State. He led off in "Three cheers for
Frank Page," which the audience

'
joined in

withhearty good will. Mr.Davis then said
Page would next session be better qualified
than ever to serve the people, for every year
he gained strength with Congress and the
people of the coast, and his influence con-
stantly broadened. [Applause.] IHeithen
narrated how Mr. Page and himself had
labored on the Chinese question, and followed
up committees night jand day, far and near,
and forced conviction upon them, .He said
the Democrats could have made a law
withinthe limitsof the treaty, on the Chinese
question, had they desired, but tliey wanted
to force an obnoxious measure on the Ad-
ministration for the purposes of political
c tpital. The billat itpassed the House was
within the treaty limits, as itrestricted the
immigration of Chinese to fifteen per ship,
but un in the Senate they clapped on an
amendment directing the President to give
notice that after the Ist of July, 1880,
Articles V.and VI, of the treaty should be
abrogated. Now, he knew the sentiments of
President Hayes, and he violated no con-
fidence 'in saying that he -is in hearty
sympathy with the people of Cali-
fornia on the Chinese question. . [Applause.]
Well, while there was nodifficultyin passing
the billas originally sent to the Senate, it
was found that the amendment would work
an abrogation of the whole treaty acd destroy
at once all diplomatic relations under it,and
that amendment would kill the bill,' for the
President could not in that form sign it. Mr.
Davis and Mr.Page and others then went to
the Democratic Committee in the House and
begged it to reject the amendment,

-
and

showed why it should be done, and how that
act would lifta burden from the people of
California. But no, the committee, in re-
sponse tothe bidding of a caucus, decided to
force the President to veto the bill,that they
might cast the responsibility on the Admin-
istration. The next the late session— the bill
was up again, and the Democracy _ had the
power, and it alone, to force it to
passage but it refuted. How different
was the action of the President. He set
about at once to open negotiations with the
Chinese Government with a view to settling
all this difficulty, if possible, in that way,
and hence the recent (Commission. [Ap-
plause.] Mr. Davis said he had not come
upon the stand save toutter a few words, to
urge the people to stand firm for the Repub-
lican party, to ratify the nominations of Gar-
field and Arthur and make them President
and Vice-President of the United States.
[Applause.] The audience called to Mr.
Davis to continue, but he only bowed his
thanks for their compliment.

Of Alameda, whoproceeded to review the his-
to.y of the formation of the nation, narrating
the facts which brought about the adoption of j
the Constitution of the United States and
the retention of the central idea which makes
this Union a nation, and gave a history of
the controversy which preceded the finales-
tablishment of that idea in the fundamental
law. He sketched also all the subsequent
controversies on the subject, and came down
to the final adjudication of the issue as to
whether this is or is not a nation, when Chief
Justice Grant at Appomattox Court-house
affirmed the declaration of the Constitution,
and in which decision he was aided by100,000
Associate Justices. [Applause.] What is
there inHancock to recommend him toDem-
ocrats, except that he whipped them on the
field of battle ? The speaker then narrated'
the scenes in Washington at the close of the ;
war, to show how generous and hearty and :
sincere was the spirit of forgiveness by j
the people of the North, as manifested
toward jthose who had so lately been inI
rebellion against the nation, and declared
that the cry that the North hates the South
is as false as it is ungenerous. [Applause]
Had the South accepted —would it now ac-
cept that forgiveness in the spirit it was ex-
tended there would be no sectional parties.
[Applause.] If the Democracy may, how-
ever, boast of and offer to General Hancock
a solid South, why may not the Republican
party pledge a solid .North to James A. Gar-
field [Applause.] With a review of the
politicalcharacters of Garfield and Hancock,
the speaker concluded.

Appeal says :
A mechanic of this city has made a dis-

covery which willrender woven fabrics in-
destructible.

~
Yesterday an Appeal re-

porter witnessed some tests which fully
demonstrated .the practicability of the in-
vention. He hung an ordinary piece of
cloth against a board and tired six shots
from a revolver at it at ten paces. The
balls penetrated the board and carried the
cloth in withthem, .but when the \u25a0 board
was split bo that the bullets could be taken
out, the cloth had not suffered the slight-
est injury. He claims that an ordinary
musket ballwill net penetrate cotton or
other cloth which has boen submitted to
his process. He also soaked a twine inhis
preparation and it sustained a weight of
300 pounds before, breaking. A piece of
sewing thread was made tosustain a weight
of fifty pounds. By this means he pro-
poses to so strengthen ropes that it will
only be necessary to use the smallest size.
He estimates that suspension bridges can
be built ofropes, ofsay three inches thick,
which willtake the place of the iion cables
now in use, and be far. less expensive. He
immerses the fabric or rope in a liquid
preparation, which he claims effects a
chemical change in the ;fabric. . This he
willnot at present disclose untilhispatent
