CAPTAIN EADS AND THE SBHIP RAILWAY.

Captain Eads delivered an address to
he San Francisco Chamber of Commerce
on Wednesday, explanatory of his scheme
for a ship railway across the Isthmus., It
was a very lucid and interesting statement,
and it must have removed many previously
existing misapprehensions and prejudices
from the minds of his hearers. The plan
proposed by Captain Eads is for a twelve-
rail track, On this a cradle would be
placed to receive the vessel. This cradle
would be lowered down an incline plane
into the sea unkil the ship was placed
directly over it. Then it would be drawn
up so that the ship could be securely
shored up, and when this was effected two
powerful engines would be attached, and
cradle and ship be drawn over the Isthmus,
and launched into the water again on the
other side. A cradle for a ship and cargo
weighing 6,000 tons would be about 350
feet long, and would rest on twelve rails,
4 feet apart. On each of the twelve
rails there would be 115 whedls,
so that each rail would carry 500
tons, or about four and one-third tons
to the wheel. As the drivers of g4 arge
freight engine bear with a weight of six
tons on the rail, it is evident that the
roadbed and rails and ties would not re-
quire to be heavier than those of an ordi-
nary well built railroad. To avoid curves
in the road it is proposed to erect turn-
tables whenever it is necessary to leave
the straig};t course. The Captain is confi-
dent that this method of transporting ships
and cargoes is entirely practicable. He
however frankly meets the staple objec-
tion, namely, that the vessels would be
liable to strain themselves, and shows
that it has no force, the fact being that a
well constructed ship would sustain far
less strain in the cradle than every

ship is subjected to at sea in a
gale of wind. He also points out
that ‘‘should it be necessary to

¢ give any additional strength to the sides
‘““of a vessel, almost any numter of
¢ supports may be employed. These can
‘“ be made to extend from the sides or
¢ galleries of the cradle, and could be so
¢ applied that injury to the vessel would
““ be simply impossible.” He adds that
‘“gsome of the ablest engineers in this
“ country and abroad have decided un-
“ hesitatingly that loaded vessels may be
¢ thus carried in perfect safety. Among
‘“ those who have so decided is Hon. E. J.
‘ Reed, late Chief Constructor of the
¢ British Navy, an engineer of the highest
“ reputation, whose knowledge and ex-
¢ perience of shipbuilding are second per-
“ haps to that of no man living. Indeed
“1 may safely assert that since I first
‘ broached the subject of a ship railway I
‘“ have not found a single engineer who has
‘““ expressed a doubt as to the prac-
“ ticability of the project.” The first
alleged advantage of the ship railway is
its superior economy. Captain Eads esti-
mates that it can be built for hfty millions
of dollars, while the Nicaragua Canal
would cost at least a hundred millions,
and the Lesseps Canal probably three times
that amount. The ship railway is also
alleged to be far less subject to accident
and blockade. Captain Eads believes that
ordinary tide-water or lock canals would
 often be injured by vessels running into

THE BANKERS IN COUNCIL.

The Convention of the American Bank-
ers’ Association is an interesting meeting,
and it is to be hoped that it may be able to
devise some way of averting the danger-
ous results which the steady coinage of

Here we see
that both the great parties have allowed a
process to go on which if not stopped
must result in debasing the currency hope-
lessly, because they were both afraid of
alienating the vote of the mest ignorant
and stupid element. At present the sta-
bility of the currency depends entirely
upon the goodness of the crops. Let these
fail for a single year, and a gold drain will
set in which must result in the forcing of
silver into the place of gold as the standard
of value, and the consequent depreciation
of every dollar in circulation, from ten to
twelve or fifteen per cent. The immediate
effect of that would be the destruction of
more capital than the whole of that portion
of the public debt paid since the close of
the rebellion amounts to. This too would
be only the beginning of disaster. But the
blind peliticians obstinately close their
ears to warnings and remonstrances, and
daily imperil the well-being of the whole
nation rather than run the risk of offend-
ing a small minority whose opinions are
not entitled to respect, because founded
on ignorance.

THE WOCRK OF THE SrATE CON-
VENTION.

The Republican State Convention fin-
ished its work quickly. The nominations
for Electors are judicious and popular.
The Congressional nominations are fully
up to the average. Messrs. Page, Davis
and Pacheco have already been tested, and
their fidelity and industry need no demon-
stration. Mr. Knight bears a high reputa-
tion in his district, and will doubtless
make a strong canvass. The fight in the
First and Fourth Districts appear at this
juncture to be the most serious, the latter
being normally a Democratic district, and
the former being chronically doubtful.
The unquestionable merits of Mr. Davis,
however, insure him the strongest support
his party can give him, and it is on the
cards that the opposition vote may be di-
vided. The platform adopted by the Con-
vention is not as comprehensive as it should
have been. It appears, however, to have
been thought that in indorsing the Chicago
platform all necessity for a separate
expression of ideas, save on the Chinese
question, wasremoved. Thz Convention did
not adopt a special plank on the currency
question, but it did the next best thing in
indorsing the Chicago currency resolu-
tions. These are so plain that nobody
can play fast and loose with them, and
they are as far removed from Greenback-
ism as anything can be.

The West Jersey Railroad Accident.

PHILADELPHIA, August 12th.—As far as
can be learned, only one passenger, James
McSweeney, of this city, was killed outright
by the accident on the Atlantic City road at
May’s Landing, but 41 are injured, some
fatally. All seemed to be scalded or burned,
very few being smashed or” bruised. There
were nearly 2,000 people from Philadelphia
on the excursion. Following is a description
of the collision and the scene that ensued:
Of the persons on the rear platform of the
first train, some jumped to the ground and
then rushed panic-stricken back into the
cars. The locomotive came bounding on and
crashed into the rear car, still standing upon
the bridge, and with such force that the en-
gine fairly plowed a furrow half way into the
car, and lifting the roof of the car over the
smokestack. The shock broke one of the
‘cylinders of the boiler, and instantly scalding
water was poured out ugon the affrighted
and helpless occupants of the car. Rain had
been pouring down, and all the windows of
the car were down, and, steam filling it in-
stantly, added to the horror of the occasion
and the sufferings of the victims, for out of
the concealing vapor came the shrieks of
women, the wails of children and the yells of
men. Peopls on the first train ran pelimell
from the cars or jumped through the win-
dows, and it was some time before they be-
came sufficiently composed to make earnest
efforts to rescue the injured and relieve their
sufferings.

THE DEAD AND INJURED,

May's Laspise (N. J.), August 12th.—
The Union Hotel is a hospital, and in the
parlors are several dead and dying victims of
the disaster, Mrs, David M. C, Cristal, with
her face and body frightfully scalded, lies in
one room, and by her side her husband, also
badly scalded. In an adjoining room lies
Mrs, Boodle, badly scalded about the head
and face. Near her, and covered with a
cloth, is the dead body of Katie Welsh, aged
11 years. Near by is Lillie Grace, who
suffers internally. At the neighboring cot-
tages are other victims.

The Bankers' Convention.

Resolutions
in favor of a general bankruptey law, in-
dorsed by the Executive Council, were lai
on the table.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]

SARATOGA, August 12th.—In his letter
read before the Association, Secretary Sher-
man gives a history of the connection of the
national bavks with the General Govern-
ment, He said the only limit of national bank
issues was the demand for them. With the
depression resulting from the panic of 1873 the
circulation of national bank notes decrea:
from $355,485,578 in 1875 to $316,396,840 in
1877, when it reached its minimum, and
with the return of prosperity has already in-
creased to $344,150,813. With such elasticity
there can hardly be for any considerable
period in this country either of inflation or
stringency in the circulating medium, and re-
lief in such cases is fortunately afforded with-
out any special act on the part of the Gov-
ernment. By the refunding of the public
debt, already accomplished, an annual saving
of $19,907,607 has been effected without
withdrawing the currency from circulation
excepting for small balances adjusted at the
Sub-Treasury, and the bauks have also at all
times and in various ways strengthened the
hands of the Government in ifs efforts to
bring about specie payments. He called
attention to the value which such banks have
been to the Government in coruparison with
that of the banks organized under State laws.
He disavowed any desire to express a prefer-
ence for depository banks as against the Sub-
Treasury system.

A. L. Snowden, Superintendent of the
Philadelphia Mint, read papers opposing bi-
metallism, and urging a repeal of the Act
remonetizing silver.

baby was killed. All the passengers were,
however, more or less injured.

Nine cars were thrown trom
the track. Three boys living at Mineral
Poles, named Peter Martin, John Ervine and
George Adams, who were stowed away in a
freight car to steal a ride, were killed.

Railroad Building—-Lines Completed and
Projected.

NEw Yorg, August 12th,—The Tribune,
commenting on the report of the President
of the Texas-Pacific, says: The report dis-
closed in the far Southwest a new field of
almost boundless activity in railroad building
and internal development. Here is one com-
pany expecting to finish in eighteen months a
road 325 miles long, from Shreveport, via
Baton Rouge, to New Orleans—a road open-
ing, as they have never been opened before,
the resources of Louisiana, Here is another
eompany, already operating 443 miles of road,
and making a net profit last year of overa
million dollars, which is stretching out west-
ward to El Paso, 600 miles away, under re-
sponsible contracts to be there by the end
of 1882. Since the 1st of March 70 miles
have been constructed. Over in Arizona
another company is coming eastward from
California at the rate of more than a mile
a day, and is sure to be at El Paso as soon
as any road is there to meet it, From El
Paso all Mexico opens up, with its popula-
tion of ten times our Pacific coast, while the
lines already stretching northward bring
Northern and Western Texas, the Indian
Territory, Kansas and Missouriinto relations
with the same system. In a word, we have
here a new Pacific Railroad, stretching from
San Franciseo and the Gulf of California to
New Orleans and St. Louis, the whole so far
advanced that the experienced builders now
confidently expect to run through trains over
it by the end of 1882, We shall then cele-
brate the centennial of the recognition of our
independence with bands across the scuth-
west, holding the Pacific coast as firmly to
the gulf as durirg the war of the rebellion it
was fastened to the Atlantic.

Exciting Scene on the Rio Grande.

LAREDO {Texas), August 12th.—At noon
to day the prisoners confined here broke jail
and made a dash for the Rio Grande. An
alarm being given the Sheriff, his deputies
and police ran to the river and kept up a
fusilade on the fugitives, two of whom were
killed in the water and several wounded.
Mexicans gathered on the opposite shore in
large numbers, and one fired several shots at
the Americans on this side.

A Town in New Mexico Turned Into a

Gold Miue.

Santa FE (N. M.), August 12th.—A sen-
sation was created here yesterday by the an-
nouncement of a rich mining strike in the
Mexican village of Las Placitas, about thirty
miles distant.
