tweenVidua and the United States. The
Secretary, speaking on the subject, said
there was mora (significance in this growth

-of progressive ideas in China than
might be supposed. To-day nearly nine--
tenths of • the commerce of China is
carried on by American and European
houses and ships on Chinese account. By re-
leasing Chinese merchants from the restric-
tions and penalties of the imperial degree
hitherto in vogue, compelling them to use
foreign houses as intermediaries between the
authorities at Pekin and native merchants
at treaty ports, this enormous trade willat
once fall exclusively into native hands, and
will break up the lucrative commercial
operations of foreign houses. Its significance
diplomatically may also be important and
.may introduce some unexpected problems of
-commerce and diplomacy for the United
:States Commissioners, now on their way to
Pekin, tosolve. The Secretary admits that,
with her cheap labor, an enormous maritime
population along the great line of coast from
the Corea to the confines of Cochin China,
and the remarkable shrewdness of her mer-
chants, in time the commerce of the world
may "be severely affected by this new com-
petitor forcargoes at cheap rates.
