OMaHA, August 1ith,—It is reliably re-
ported that the Democrats and Greenbackers
of Nebraska are formius a fusion combination,
and will make a united effort to defeat the
Republicans this Fall. This agreement is
that the electoral ticket shall consist of four
Democratic aud three Greenback candidates.
The Greenbackers are allowed to name the
candidates for Governor and Auditor, and the
Democrats are to have the remaining positions
on the ticket. TheSenatorial and Represent-
ative candidates for the Legislature are to
come from both parties, the places to be dis-
tributed as equitably as possible. The Green-
backers’ State Convention, which was to meet
at Wahoo on the first Wednesday in Septem-
ber, has been postponed to meet at the same
time and place with the Democratic State
Convention. .

A CONGRESSICNAL PEADLCCK,

OMAHA, August 14th.—The Republican
Congressional Convention for the Eighth Dis-
tiict of Iowa, after a two days’ session at
Council Bluffs, and after casting 170 ballots
without making a nomination, adjourned this
afternoon until 2 p. M. next Tuesday. Colonel
W. F. Sapp, of Council Bluffs, the present in-
cumbent, received 5% votes all through, re-
quiring ocly three more to be nominated.
Major Anderson received 364, W, P, Hepburn
134, and John Y. Stone 9.

THE TAMMANY DEMOCRATS.

New York, August 14:h.—The Tammany
Democratic State Committee, of which John
H. Colby is Chairman,:has issued an address
to the Democracy and called a Convention of
the party to assemble at Albany on Septem-
ber 8th, for the parpose of nominating a Dem-
ocratic State ticket.

THE INDIANA CAMPAIGN,

InpiaNaproL1s (Ind.), August 14th.—The
Democratic State Central Committee opened
the campaign to-day. Over two hundred
speakers will deliver addresses in the various
cities and towns of the State.

Crooked Census Returns,

CHIcAGO, August 14th.— The Tribune’s
Washington special, respecting Southern cen-
sus frauds, says: The editor of the Washing-
ton Republican, who was banished from South
Carolina, on account of his Republicanism,
and who is familiar with every county in the
State, in analyzing the returns from counties
which show an iucrease, says : ‘“Take, for
instance, the county of Kershaw. TIts in-
crease from 1870 to 1880 is 9,427, or about 80
per cent. in ten years. Only one railroad
touches this county, and that until recently
ran one passenger coach every day. There
is no factory or mine in the county. Itis
Fure)y agricultural in its industries, and its

argest town, Camden, is a place of about
1,000 inhabitants, half of them white. I¢is,
perhaps, the sleepiest place on the continent.
The growth of the county in the past fifty
years has been backward instead of forward.
In 1829 it contained 13,645 persons, and in
1870, fifty years after, it had but 11,754—a
loss of 1,791. But from 1870 to 1880 it
springs so 21,181. If these figures do not ex-
cite General Walker’s suspicions, they will
certainly excite those of the country, We
would Jika to rest our case upon Kershaw
county. If General Walker will furnish the
men and means, we will undertake to prove
that the census of Kershaw is a fraud within
ten days. If this was a Western State, this
phenomenal increase coull easily be ex-
plained by the influx of emigrants from the
older States and from abroad ; but in South
Carolina no such explanations are applicabla,
There are not probably 1,000 more foreigners
in the State than there were in 1860, and she
has lost more than she has gained Ly the
movement of her native population,”
Colorado Raliroad Station Blown

Splinters,

Denver (Col.), August 14th.—A Times
special from Como gives s brief account of
au accident which occurred at Red Hill, &
small station on the Ssuth Park Road, last
night. About 12 o’clock a fire broke out in
the depot, which caunsed the explosion of
about 1,000 pounds of powder, which blew
the depot and every buildizg in the place to
atoms. The agent, F. E. Collyer, was badly
injured by burns and cuts, and is not expect-
ed tolive, His assistant, Charley Hilton,
was killed, and two other men badly injured.

Further particulars of the explosion are to
the effect that Frank E. Collyer, agent; T.
J. Conway, assistant agent, and Chas. Glenn,
freighter, were sitting in the depot awaiting
the down train when the explosion occurred.
When the Fair Play coach reached the scene
of the disaster soon after, the passengers
found Charles Hilton, an employe, feartully
mangled, not a stitch of clothing save one
sock being found on him. Collyer was
severely wounded about the head, and it is
feared his skull is broken. Conway was in-
ternally injured but not fatally. Glenn was
wounded about the body, but not seriously.
His coat was split from the neck down. The
ground on which the depot, freight house,
eating house, saloon and forwarding house
stood, is now bare. The buildings were
blown into splinters from the size of a tooth-
pick to that of fine kindlind wood. Not one
stick on another remains of the five buildings,
It is said that twelve cases of giant powder
were in the freight house, but this is a mere
rumor, and there is some mystery about the
affair. Agent Collyer, who bas recovered
consciousness, says that there was no powder
about the place. The wounded were re-
moved to Fairplay. Itissaid that the stage
driver cnn$ht a scoundrel breaking in the
safe after the explosion. :

Mex'can Border Affairs,

WASHINGTON, August 14th.—A thorough
investigation of the recent vielation of the
neutrality laws by Mexico, in giving protec-
tion to prisoners escaped from New Laredo,
Texas, has been begun by the State Depart-
ment. The first thing was to call upon the
United States Consul at New Laredo to in-
vestigate the matter and report, and also to
obtain from the War Department any reports
which army officers may have made, The
Secretary of War gave the necessary instruc-
tions, and the military report is expected in a
few days. It is known that the Mexican
Government has assured United States Minis-
ter Morgan that the protection given to the
escaped prisoners was not by the Mexican
authorities, nor with their sanction, and the
Mexican Government had nothing to do with
the matter. The American officials are in-
clined to adopt this view, and to believe that
there is nothing in the facts to indicate that
the Mexican Government hss violated the
Guadalupe Hidalgo treaty, The State De-
partment officials says there is no ill feeling
on the Mexican border between the two
nationalities, and that there is not likely to
be any trouble.

Accldent on a Wharf.

Farr River (Mass.), August 14th.—The
wharf at Mount Hope, upon which was a
large crowd of excursionists, broke down at
twenty minutes before nine o’clock this even-
ing. There must have been a number lost,
but it is impossible to ascertain to-night how
many. The affair is exaggerated, but, owing
to the darkness, there being no lights on the
wharf, it cannot be ascertained to-night
whether or not any person was drowned.
The wharf parted in the middle, precipitat-
ing from ftifty to seventy five persons into
the trough. Many of them clung to the
wharf, and others plunged into the water.
Many were taken out unconscious and almost
lifeless, but were resuscitated. The news of
the accident to a portion of the spinners’ ex-
cursion party at Mount Hope occasioned
great anxiety in the city, and hundreds of

OMAHA, August 14th,—The California ex-
cursion train of ten Pullman coaches, having
on board one hundred and fifty Kuights Tem-
}:lsr, one h_undred ladies and the Second Cali-

ornia Regimental Band of twenty-one pieces,

arrived here this afternoon. There were fif-
teen Commanderies from California in five
divisions, one Commandery from Oregon, one
from Nevada, one from Montana and one
from Utab. At Council Bluffs they were
met by a delegation from St. Bernard Com-
mandery of Chicago, They went to Chicago
over the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy in
two special trains, elaborately decorated with
flowers, banners, etc. The Nebraska Kuights
leave by special train over the Chicago and
Rock Island to-morrow morning., The Wyo-
ming delegation passed through this after-
noon. The Colorado delegation will pass
through to-morrow afternoon.

CHicagd, Angust 14th.—Most of the Com-
manderies will be here to-morrow, and all
will reach town on Monday. The streets
already show the influx, and delegations of
visitors are now coming by special and extra
large regular trains. From eight to ten
thousand are expected from St. Louia.

An Ex-Hu band's Revenge.

Bate (N. Y.), August 14th.—About 5
o'clock this afternooo, K. E. Parkhurst, a
{oung lawyer of this village, shot and killed

fannie Howell, the daughter of a prominent
merchant here, and killed himself, They
were married about four years ago, butim-
mediately divorced. They were in a room in
a hotel when the tragedy occurred. The
young man and woman belonged to the best
families in the place, and quite a romance is
connected with their lives. Six or seven
years ago they were married at a pienic, but
their parents interfered, and the Courts de-
clared the marriage null and void. Since ar-
riving at age Parkhurst desired remarriage,
but the girl’s parents objected, and ill feeling
was engendered. To-day Parkhurst again
tried to persuade the girl to live with him,
and upon her refusal he drew a revolver,
shooting her and then himself.

A Fierce Storm.

JASTROVILLE (Tex.), Augnst 14th.—Hando
Mills was washed away last night. T'he Me-
dina river is exceedingly high and still rising.
The water has reached the seeond story of
Cannon’s mills, At Indianola, on Thursday
evening, the water of the Guif rose to the
depth of three feet throughout the town.
The wind was forty-eizht miles an hour. A
number of people left the city by railroad for
Lavara. On the morning of the 13th the
water rose very rapidly. The wind reached
the rate of seventy-five milesan hour. The
track and ties of the Morgan Railroad were
literally lifted from the bed and carried half
a mile by the wind. No lives lost, The
water and wind have entirely subsided.

Shooting at Creedmoor.

NEw YORE, August 14th.—A long-range
rifle match between Canada and the United
States teams took place to-day at Creedmoor.
The shooting began at 10:15. The firing was
rapid, and in about an hour each side had
finished work at the 300 yards range. Fol-
lowing is the score: Americans, 439; Cana-
dians, 427. At 900 yards the score was:
Anmericang, 416 ; Canadians, 407. Wind and
rain prevailed. At 1,000 yards the Ameri-
cans made 418 ; Canadians, 401. The grand
total was 1,273 out of a possible 1,350 fer the
Ammericans, or an average of 212in a possi-
ble 225. Pleasant speeches were made at the
conclusion of the shooting.

Items from Denver.

DENVER, August 14th.—Dan. Linehan, a
whisky dealer at Buena Vista, last night
fatally shot Deputy Sheriff Murray Farns-
worth, and slightly wounded Rath Eastman,
another officer.

FOREIGN NEWs.
General News from London.

LoxpoN, August 14th.—Mr. Gladstone's
recovery has been rapid, and it is expected
that he will attend the House of Commons
next week., ke was present to-day at the
Cabinet Council, which had much important
business to consider,

France is resolved to withdraw from the
combined European movement against Tur-
key if any steps are proposed beyond moral
suasion. Gambetta's speech at Cherburg
shows why she pursnes this course. The
German prees manifests considerable anxisty.
The attitude of France disappoints many
Liberals, though the close relations of Sir
Charles Dilke and Gambetta enables the
Foreign Office to understand the French ex-
Dictator’s real motivea. The attitude of
France behooves Mr. Gladstove to move cir-
cumspectly, If too impetuons he may leave
the other powers behind and precipitate a
conflict. At present nothing but a naval
promenade has been agreed to, and that will
prove ineffective,

The seizwye of arms at Cork is generally
regarded as a melo-drama performance for
effect in New York, Only 67 old smooth-
bore muskets were stolen, and 20 hav: been
recovered, The fact thgt 50 men suddenly
assembled, nearly all with revolvers, on hear-
ing that the ship posscssed arms, is very sig-
pificant. Secret societies have developed
lately, and it is alleged that many Irsh-
Americans have arrived. The agrarian mur-
der at New Ross is not attributed to the re-
jection of the Compensation bill, The plots
against the victims are of older date, The
projected popular demonstrations have not
been successful. The Clonmel meeting wasa
notable failure. Many Dublin correspond-
ents assert, notwithstanding the agitation in
a few places, that there is an unmistakable
improvement in public opinion ia Ireland.

The Chinese Embassador’s journey to St.
Petershurg creates some interest. Before
leaviug London he talked of issuning letters of
marque. Many FEuropeans have been en-
gaged for the Chinese forces,

According to reports from Bucharest, 45, -
000 Russians are concentrating near the bor-
der, so as to be ready in the event of the
action of Bulgaria. Transportation of muni-
tions, horses, commissary stores and troops,
is continually going on near the Roumauian
frontier. A eteamer arrived at Galatz re.
cently with Russian artillery and ambulances
destined for Bulgaria. It is also stated that
the Russians are concentrating at Radeuloff
on the Austrian frontier,

The trial by Court-martial of Sergeant
Marshman for false marking at Wimbiedon
hegan at Gesport yesterday. The charges
include offenses in 1873 and 1879, Onther.
opening of the Court, to-day, the prosecution
stated that one of his principal witnesses had
been knocked down and kicked by persons
who had profited by Marshman’s practices.

The Afghanistan Situation.

Loxpoy, August l4th.—Following is a
verbatim copy of a dispatch received by the
Daily News from 1ts correspondent at St
Petersburg last nizht: *“I have grave rea
gons to believe that Ayoob Khan has been
acting in concert with, and has been assisted
by, Abdurrahman Khan, and that the worst
suspicions are not without some foundation
I would assuredly not send such disconcert-
ing intelligence except on the most sevious
grounds.” The expression ‘‘worst sus-
picions” is interpreted to refer to Russian
intriguers, or possibly to rumors of actual
Russian co-operation with Ayocob Khan.

A dispatch from Quettah says: Fresk
native reports state that Ayeob Khan in-
tends to attack Candahar, His hesitation to
attack does not arise from lack of confidence
in his capacity, but because he is uncertain
whether to attack by escalade or to sap and
mine,

BEerLIN, August 14th.—The dead Afghan
mentioned on the 12th as having been found
in the road from Samaricand to Russia is
supposed to be an emissary to Russia. He
was an Afghan chief,o who was attached to
Abdurrahman before the latter left Turkistan.
He was the bearer of dispatches from Ab-
durrakman to General Kauffinan,

The Penalty of Having Opinions.

KirrrF (Russia), Angust 14th.—The Mili-
tary District-Courl has just tried twenty-one
individuals charged with forming a society
for forcibly overthrowing the existing order
of the State. Two were sentenced to death,
three to twenty years penal servitude and six-
teen to hard labor for terms varying from ten
to fifteen years.

Trying a Cable.

Paris, August 14th. — Experiments with
the submarine cable from Brest to Penzance
were made yeaterday in the presence of the
Director of the French cabie and others. A
new system, invented by Dr. Herz, was very

successful. The Bell and Phelps system
governed the experiments. Edison’s system
failed.

Belligerent Bulgaria.

BucHAREST, Augnst 14th. —Bulgaria posi-
tively refuses to cede Arab Tobia to Rou-
mania, and there are large armed bands of
Bnulgariavs in that vicinity. Ronmania has
taken measures to cccupy a position immedi-
ately on the receipt of notification from the
Powers.

Pams, August 14th.—Diamont, manager
of the newspaper G'tl Blas, has been sentenced
to a month’s imprisonmeant, and to pay a fine
of 500 franes for indecent publication.

Horses for the Grecian Army.

ATHENS, Aungust 14th.—A vessel arrived
to-day from Trieste with 280 horses, the first
instalment of 1,400 purchased in Hungary
for the army.
