IS CHINA WAKING UP?

A Washington dispatch says the Chi-
nese Minister has informed the Secretary
of State that the Emperor of China has
removed all restrictions upon the partici-
pation of Chinese merchants in foreign
commerce, and that henceforward they
willendeavor to take their share in the

;trade of the world. The significance of
Ithis change of policy is somewhat lessened
by the statement that itwas caused by the
discovery that Chinese capital has in fact

| been for some time engaged in foreign
'\u25a0 commerce, under the convenient screen of
:American and European firms, but it is
Inone the less likely to exercise a marked
jinfluence upon American and European
jtrade with China. The removal of these
restrictions willenable the Chinese mer-

Ichants to conduct their foreign trade them-
iselves, and as they are extremely enter-
iprising, shrewd, and possessed of large
capital, it would not surprise us if in a
short time they monopolized the bulk of

Ithe commerce in their own ports. What
ieffect the • new policy is destined
to have \u25a0' upon the negotiations be-
tween the Commission which has

Ijust reached Khanghae, . and the
!Chinese Government, remains to be seen,
;but in the absence of fuller explanations
,it wouldseem to threaten the creation of

Ifresh difficulties insome respects. Should
our merchants inChina discover that they

Iare being ousted by the native capitalists,
Iit is indeed possible that the commercial
:influences which have been so potent in

!checking all efforts to abrogate the Bur-
Ilingame treaty may be removed. On the
|other hand, the Chinese Government may
jfeci dispose el to take a more independent
'position than heretofore, anel if this is the
:ease it willnot be likely to receive -with
!favor any propositions looking to a restric-
tion of trade and other facilities in re-
gard to its subjects abroad. China awake
and free to followher commercial bent is,
however, .a formidable object. There is
no nation on the earth more fitted for com-
mercial enterprises, and she would unques-

Itionably bring an element of vigorous
competition into the field, to meet which
it is extremely questionable whether the
Western people are pr?I?JTJ'i.

PROF. ROBERTSON SMITH'S HERESY.

. Professor Robertson - Smith, who was
tried some time ago by the Scotch Church
on charges of heresy because of some ex-

pressions in articles on- scriptural subjects
contributed by him to the

"
Encyclopaedia"

Britannica," has again drawn down upon
himself the wrath of the sectarians by his
articles inthe latest volume of that work.
In his essay on the

''
Hebrew Language

"and Literature" the Professor has said
dreadful things about Moses and the Pen-
tateuch, as for instance, that it is doubtful
whether Moses ever wrote anything but
the commandments ;that the history of tho
Jews down to the time of Daniel rests
upon mere oral traditions ;that the Song of
Solomon is an .erotic.poem, without
spiritual significance of any kind ;and so
forth. The Edinburgh Presbytery has for
these utterances once more declared war
upon the Professor, fnotwithstanding his
declaration that the present article was

writtenand in the hands of the publishers
before the first trial for heresy. The Pres-
bytery is ruthless, willaccept no explana-
tion, but is .being spurred on:by certain
rampant bigots who look upon this oppor-
tunity to persecute the Professor as a

special Providence sent to compensate for
the disappointment \u25a0his former

"

acquittal
caused them.

'

Itis edifying to watch this
case, for it shows very plainly that the
bigotry, intolerance, ]and .disregard .-_ of
Truth as an object of reverence, which a

couple of centuries ago would have lighted
the fagots under Professor Smith, are .is

rife to-day, and as ready to proceed to any
extremity. We do not think it can be
seriously doubted \ that the *Edinburgh
Presbytery would|burn the Professor if
it could. Certainly itwould cause his
articles to be expunged from

the En-

cyclopedia did it possess the authority
to do so. And yet it is perfectly evi-
dent that the Presbytery cannot demon-
strate the existence of any inaccuracy in
the Professor's statements, and that itseeks
to punish him for endeavoring to tell j
the truth about the literature of the
Hebrews, in an educational work, jNow
either the truth ought to be reverenced
above all things, or \ religion.and morals
and philosophy are chimeras together, for
they all teach this as the fundamental

Chicago, August loth.— Ititer-Ocean's
Washington special says :The only informa-
tionthe State .Department has received of
the Chinese jnew departure in allowing her
subjects to engage in foreign commerce was
contained in a letter received by the Secre-
tary of State on Tuesday last, the substance
of which was immediately communicated to
the {Treasury Department, The letter of

;On the 12th Secretary Sherman \acknowl- |
edged the receipt of the letter and replied j
that the Collector of the Port of San jFran- j
cisco had been directed, on the arrival of the |

Wo Chung, to carry out the instructions con- j
tamed in the revised regulations of the Treas-
ury Department, and exact \ an alien tonnage j
tax at the rate of $1 per ton in addition to a |
tax of thirty cents ;' per ton. This is all the j
information the Government possesses in re-
gard to the new departure. The Department |
of State has not |received any circular, and
further action by the Government willhave
to be deferred until the arrival of the Wo
Chung at San Francisco. :The note of the
Chinese Minister does not state whether the
vessel is from one of the closed ports of China
or from a port open to foreigners. In the
event, that the Wo Chung hails J from a
port we are not allowed to trade
with, she will have to pay $2 80
per ton every time she enters the United
States from such port. The payment of the
alien tax will entitle her to entry into our
port for12 '\u25a0 months. In any event she will
have to pay in addition to the tonnage tax
ten per cent, ad valorem on the value of her j
cargo every time she enters a port of the j
United States, so that the new departure, so
far as iteffects the import and carrying trade
of the United States, willnot be as profit- ,
able as at first appeared. So fir as Chinese
merchantmen may affect the .carrying trade
of the world, the United States has the least
to lose. -The statistics of our commerce with
China during the last fiscal year show but
eleven American vessels, of 9,331 tons, were j
engaged in it, while foreign bottoms coming
to the United States aggregated 29,923 tons.
These figures do not include vessels plying
between Hong Kong and the United States.
Inorder lor China merchants to enjoy the
privilege of American merchants in the
United States, a treaty of commerce giving
them reciprocal rights willbe necessary, and
which alljother nations would then expect
from China. The only thing of importance,
so far as the Treasury officials can discover,
in the' new departure, is that itallows China-
men to trade withoutside nations ;but as for
competition of any serious character, that is

Another Letter from the Elk Grove Skagit
* * Ixcusrionists.

:- . The followingletter, dated Hope, B. C,
August 4th, gives the experiences in the
Skagit country of two former residents of
Elk|Grove, Sacramento county— G. \E.
Bates and 11. B. Ulman :

Since our last adventure,' related inour
letter to the Record-Union', we have made
some changes in:our opinion of Skagit.
We:have visited that place and willtell
you what we think of it, and the facts are
just as yon will here get them. We left
Hope on the 15th of July and on the 24th
we were at the

on Skagit a town called Ruby City,con-
taining ten or eleven cabins, one saloon, and
about twenty-five men to occupy the same.'
