The officer is sworn to secrecy except as
against hissuperiorofficers. The object isto as-

certain such facts relative to manufactures in
Sacramento as will be useful in the compila-
tion of the Tenth Census. These blanks are
to be lett with proprietors, agents or persons
in charge of establishments of productive in-
dustry, with the request to fill them out after
a careful study of the requirements of the
blanks. The blanks call for filling under
these heads : Name of corporation, compauy
or individual producing to the value of $500
annuailly ; name of business, manufacture or
product ; capital (real and personal) invested
in the business ; average number of hands
employed ; greatest number of hands em-
ployed at any one time during the year,
males above 16 years, females above
15 years, children and youth; num-
ber of hoursin the ordinary day of labor,
Msay to November, November to May;
average day's wages for a skilled mechanic;
average for an ordinary laborer ; total amount
paid in wages during the year; months in
operation, on full time, on three-quarter
time only, on two-thirds time only, on half
time only, idle; value of material (including
mill supplies and fuel ; omitting fractions of
a dellar); value of product (including job-
bing and repairing ; omitting fractions of a
dollar); power used in manufacture; on
what river or stream ; if water-power, hight
of fall, number and kind of wheels, etc. ; if
steain-power, number of boilers and engines,
and total horse-power., The term *‘ produc-
tive industry” is to be understood in its
largest significance to include not only all
factories and large works but also the me-
chanical trades, as blacksmithing, coopering,
carpentering, etc. The smallest shop is not
to be omitted, provided the production reach-
es $500 annually, including the cost of ma-
terials,

APPARENTLY CANDID PEOPLE

Who had visited him during his imprison-
meunt, some had done him justice in reporting
his conversation perfectly, while cthers had
lied about it and misrepresented him almost
without exception.

In response to questions he said: *‘I am
allowed to see visitors freely, and believe it is
the intention of the Sheriff that all shall be
accommodated. None are turned away ex-
cept, perhaps, such as call at unseasonable
tours.

Jesse Jones, who pro-
fessed to turn State’s evidence, recanted after
the trial was all over. They rearrested him,
but had to discharge him. 1t wasfor perjury,
arson and wurder, I hear heisin Arizona.
In regard to Hickerson, a witness who soon
expected to die, and who testified that I con-
fessed the murder to him, I can show abso-
lutely that he was offered 81,000 by a lawyer
to testify against me and make the testimony
satisfactory to the prosecution. When he ob-

Sprague—In regard to that dispatch, you
know as much abont it as I do. The man
may know all abeut it, as he pretends to, and
then again he may be a crazy *‘galoot ” that
don’t know what he is talking abont., It may
be semething like the alleged Benders, who
have just been discharged. Some very strange
things are done sometimes? I remember read-
ing the case ¢f a man murdered in the China
seas, No clue to the murderer was obtained.
A long time afterwards six sailors gave them-
selves up and coofesed to be the murderers,
and it was supposed to be only a matter of
form to go through to convict and execute
them. It was discovered afterward that the
confession was false and they were set at
liberty.

The conderuned man thenfproceeded to re-
cite instances from Barrill and other legal
writers, to illustrate the deceptive nature of
circumstantial evidence, showed that he had
made the subject a study.
