THE CURRECNCY IN GERMANY.

An irresponsible and anonymous state-
ment appears inthe dispatches, to the effect
that "the agitatation against an exclusive
*'gold currency is daily gaining ground

"

in Germany ;that "the entire question of
"the currency willba reopened" at the
next session of the Reichstag, and that'"

the President of the Imperial Bank has,
*;in a remarkable treatise, exposed the
"

mistake made in abolishing the silver
"standard." We shall take leave to de-
cline credence to these statements, one and
all, until they receive more authoritative
confirmation. The official and semi-official
utterances of (lie German Government arc
..it to be trustworthy, in th: first place.

There has occurred, nothing to warrant the
belief that any change of views on the sil-
ver question has taken place, nor has any-
thing taken place tending to encourage
such a change of view. Inshort the dispatch
reads suspiciously like these which. Mr.
•Kelly sent from Berlin last year when ho
was there on his mission to convert Bis-
marck to bimetallism and pig-iron finance
generally. The probability of a change iv
the status of the German currency is, in
fact, too remote fur the American silver
lunatics to repose any faith upon. They

have tried several times to make believe
that Germany was coining round to their
views, but disappointment has attended
.illtheir efforts in that direction thus far.
Germany has had no reason whatever for
regretting her action in regard to silver,
and she is less likely to have such reason
now that the United States seems almost
committed to a rpolicy which, if persisted
in, rust bring this unfortunate country to

• the degradation of a .silver standard.

MAKING MISCHIEF.

WHPT'hcre is evidently something wrong at
the bottom of the incident of the publica-
tie>n of Gambetta's letter in the Verile. It
turns out that t!ic latter v. as actually writ-
ten by Gambetta, anil printed all over
France, in 1871. Its tone is such as to
make this explanation quite seasonable,
for it contains outspoken remarks about
the need of preparations for another con-
test with Germany for the recovery of Al-
sace and Lorraine, altogether out of the
politicallatitude of 1880. Gambetta wrote
and said a good many things of this kind
in 1871. In fa?t his most conspicuous
fault at that time was a tendency to brag-
gadocio which appeared painfull; out of
place under the circumstances. But for
what purpose did La Verite resurrect this
compromising letter, aud print it now?
Assuredly not out of friendliness to Gam-
betta. It is said that the letter caused
much anxiety at Berlin, and this can
readily be understood, for in the absence
o: an explanation itreally looked as though
Gfctnbetta as preparing for a repetition of
Louis Napoleon's role at Eni3 and else-
where. Itis no doubt true that the senti-
ment cf the letter still finds a response in
French hearts, but Fiance as a whole is for
peace, an.l it is probable that no Minister
-could remain inpower whost this juncture
counseled any other than a peaceful policy.

SOUTHERN VERSUS NORTHERN PRO-
GRESS.

gress. 7 Fortunately this isa question which
can be determined '. in the most conclusive
manner, since the United States Bureau of j
Statistics has gathered allthe data requi- i

site for a critical comparison between the j
two sections. jIn this enumeration of the
relative business of the North and South,'
the latter is made to include the States of
Virginia, Wrest Virginia,'North Carolina,

South Carolina, Georgia, Florida, Alabama,

Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas, Arkansas,

Tennessee and Kentucky. ) The researches
which have been made by the Chief of the j
Bureau of - Statistics show that of the j
total exports of the country only 22J ,

per cent, were shipped from Southern j
ports, and less than 2t per cent,

of imports were received at these
ports. Ninety per cent, of all the
interna! trade of the country is now done
by railroad, but of this the South has only
74 per

'
cent, r Of the entire amount of

tonnage only9 per cent, is owned at the
South. Of the entire amount of revenues
derived from customs duties the South
pays only IJ per cent., and only 17 per
cent, of the internal revenues, while 95
per cent, of what it does pay is on whisky
and tobacco. Further evidence of the
comparative backwardness of the South in
material growth is shown in the fact that
only 17 per cent, of the total

-
weight of

mails is carried in that region. 'According
to the latest statistics the South can claim
no more than (U per cent, of the manu-

factures of the country, and but3iper cent,

of the mining products. Itissues less than
~h per cent, of the entire paper currency.
ItLas less than 1 per cent, of the entire
savings banks deposits, and employs only
5 per cent, of the full line;of bank dis-
counts. It has paid but 13 per cent, of
the cost of the railroad system of the
country, and it contributes no more than
10 per cent, to the entire cost of support-
ing the public schools. These are facts
which can neither be denied nor explained
away. They prove the absolute justice
and truth of what this journal has said in
regard to the material condition of the
South, aud they fully warrant the infer-
ences we have drawn as to the causes of
this remarkable state of backward-
ness and stagnation. It is perfectly
evident that the South has kept pace
with the North in nothing. In indus-
try, in manufactures, in agriculture, in
commerce of every kind, ineducation, in
thrift, in enterprise, it is far behind.
And in the face of these facts the country
is asked to accept the assertions of such
pipers as the Courier-Journal that this
sluggish and decaying section has by some
mysterious process gained an increase of 40
per cent, in population, though without
having bettered its condition in any other
respect. An increase of -10 per cent, in
population would involve a proportionate
growth incommerce and production and all
the factors of progress ;but these inevita-
ble accompaniments and consequences of
such a growth of population are allwanting
at the South, and that alone must dis-
credit the pretended results of the new
census enumeration.

It cannot be doubted by any thinking
man that the South has willfully de-
stroyed and flung away itsown opportuni-
lies, by abandoning itself to that intense

sectional spirit which dominates itso com-
pletely. Elsewhere politics are only inci-
dental matters, but at the South they arc
the first consideration and the last, autl
they permeate and control every transac-

tionin life. There was a time when, un-

der the delusion that all past animosity
had been buried, Northern enterprise and
capital proposed to exploit the South.
But a very few experiments demonstrated
the fallacy of the idea that the peo-
ple of that region had undergone
tinychange, and the result was that they
were deserted by those who would and
could hive helped them, and that they
lave been more confirmed than ever in

their suicidal prejudices since. The fact
that the South has so small a share and in-
terest in the business of the country,
however, suggests the danger which would
be incurred by allowingthat section to ob-
tain control of the Government. Anex-
ample of what might happen in such an

event was supplied recently by Alexander
H. Stephens, when in a speech to his
Georgia constituents he proposed as

one of the measures the Democracy

would support, the abolition of the entire
internal revenue tax. This would be
popular in the South, because whisky and
tobacco arc the chief articles liable to tax-

ation there. But the entire internal reve-
nue tax amounts to $120,000,000 annually,

and the abolition of it would impose on
the North fresh and oppressive taxes, and
compel a asp rsion in the reduction of the
national debt. Allthis would be done to
relievo a section which even now onlypays
17 per cent, of the internal revenue duties,
but the plan is a fair specimen of what
commerce .•.mild have to expect from the
preponderance of Southern counsels inGov-
ernmental affairs. The educational statistics
of the South are almost as significant as the
commercial, but we must at present leave
our readers to draw their own conclusions
from the fact that 00 per cent, of the en-

tire cost of supporting public schools inthe
United States is raised and expended
outside the South. These figures leave no
ground for surprise that tho Southern
States should not have made more progress,
but they render it impossible to make a
plausible showing in support cf the im-
possible population gains which itis sought
to impose upon the country in the interest
ofDemocratic Congressional representation.

THE NEW CHINESE COMMERCIALPOLICY.

In these days everything is rapidly dis-
counted, and one result is that the popular
apprehension of industrial changes often
forestalls them completely. Tho recently
announced removal of restrictions from the
external commerce of China has been

henceforth /. be r enabled to dispense
with -middlemen, and -to transact this
business themselves. But it by no means

; follows that they willinstantly avail them-
selves of the privilege,and

'

it is not cer- -.
tain that they willregard it as an unmixed
boon. . There was one great :advantage in
the oldplan.V.The foreign agents of= the
Chinese capitalists were beyond ".the rea
iof Chinese governmental tyranny.' {.The
!change is calculated to force the Chinese
1 merchants to discard their protection in
!this particular. Henceforth 1 they must do

business openly, :' and ;take all
'

the .risks
which not seldom attach to the reputation
of wealth inChina. Again, it is probable
that for some time to come

'
the Chinese

merchants will be content ,to secure for
themselves the enormous coast and river

! trade of the Empire, which they willhave
'no difficultyinmonopolizing. In this they
Imay injure the resident foreign merchants

of the treaty ports, but itdoes not follow
that any wide-spread harm will result
from the change. .As ,time passes .they

may establish foreign trading lines, but
such enterprises are not arranged on the
spur of the moment, and we > arc dis-
posed to doubt whether the Chinese
merchants will for a long time place
sufficient confidence in the seamanship of
their own countrymen to prefer vessels
sailed by them to European or American
ones. The Chinese are not first-rate sail-
ors, and there are very few of them who
understand navigation. They are likely,
therefore, to be very slow in adopting any

important changes in this direction, and
the advent of the Wo Chung cannot be
regarded as marking the opening of a new
era. . Itis an experiment, merely, and itis
not at all certain that it willbe so suc-
cessful as to invite a repetition. The Chi-
nese willproceed cautiously and step by
step, no matter what privileges their
Government may give them. •It is even
possible that when allthe facts arc before
us we shall find that the scope of the new
Imperial decree has been exaggerated. In
any event, however, it is safe to predict
that China is not about to amaze the world
with any sudden metamorphosis, and that
no serious or far-reaching consequences are

likelyto result from any present change in
the commercial policy of her Government,
save inthe most gradual way.

PROFESSOR MOMMSEN'S MISFORTUNE.

The burning of Professor Mommscn's
library is one of those irreparable misfor-
tunes which suggest no sense of consola-
tion, and it threatens to be a disaster, not
only for the Professor, but for the entire
literary world. We do not refer to the
fact that several precious and unique man-

uscripts from the Vatican Library, and
from the national libraries of Paris, Vienna
and Berlin, were destroyed, though this
is a sufficiently serious loss ;but to the
litter annihilation of Mommsen's almost
completed work on the Roman Emperors,
which was a monumental production, and
which itis greatly to be feared willnever
be rewritten. The Professor had been en-

gaged for years on this, his last great
work. It was to hive supplemented his
history "of Rome, which is only
brought down to the time of Julius
Cicsar. He had been working late
at night, and it seems fell asleep
over some old Latin inscriptions.
Awaking about 3 inthe morning he lighted
his candle and went to bed, and it is sup-
posed that in doing this he must have
thrown the lighted match on the carpet.
The tiro had been smoldering forsome time
when it was discovered, and when itbroke
out there was uo longer any possibility of
saving anything. The library contained
between forty and fifty thousand books, or
nearly as many as there are in our State

Library,ami among them were many abso-
lutely priceless works which can never be
duplicated. Itis said that the unfortunate
owner of the library was almost distracted
by his misfortune. He tried to.rush
into the burning library to save the
precious manuscripts withwhichhehadbeeu
intrusted, and whenhe found that itwas im-
possible to save them he completely col-
lapsed. The destruction of these man-
scripts willno doubt tend to the refusal of
allrequests for the loan of such treasures
hereafter, for it has been made apparent
that no private enterprise can afford suffi-
cient guarantees for their security. Ithas

been suggested that the important docu-
ments which lie in the great libraries, and
which are required by historians for con-

sultation and comparison, might be copied
by some chemical process. Itappears to us
that it wouldbe fareasier to print copies of
these manuscripts. This could be done
with such precautious that entire accuracy
would be guaranteed, and as to secrcsy,

there are few or no documents now in ex-
istence which all the world might not

read without danger, to anyone. If
necessary, however, but one or two cop-
ies of the rarest manuscripts need be
printed. The advantage of this plan
would be that it would then be unneces-
sary ever to remove the originals from their
place of deposit. It is to be hoped that
Professor Mommscn may recover the sense
of his great loss sufficiently to resume his
historical labors, but he is already an old
man, and it seems scarcely probable that
he willbe able torecommence his long and
arduous labors at this stage and under so
heavy discouragements.

THE SIEGE OF CANDAHAR.

The latest dispatches state that Ayoob
Khan has begun a regular sie?e of Canda-
har, and that his troops are rapidly ap-
proaching the wallsunder cover of trenches.
This would seem to indicate the presence
of European military men in Ayoob's staff.
The Afghans have themselves scarcely any
knowledge of military science, and it is
extremely doubtful whether their officers
could plan regular approaches to a fortified
place. The rumor that Russian officers

had been seen in his army receives fresh
confirmation from the character of the
siege works. IfAyoob has any heavy ar-
tillery he may be able to give the defend-
ers of the city a difficult task, but itis
hardly conceivable that his wild and un-
disciplined host should be capable of ef-

THE SUNDAY-SCHOOL SYSTEM.

Lord Russell, inIS3'J, wrote a letter to
Lord Lansdowne, then Lord President of
the Council, proposing a scheme ofnational-
education, and he tells us that for this let-
ter he had the express sanction of the
Queen, whose father, the Duke of Kent,
had been a warm supporter of the British
schools. The House of Lords, on the mo-
tionof the Archbishop of Canterbury "

cf
that day, adopted an address against the
scheme ;and in the Commons the grant
was only carried by a majority of two.
The system afterward established was a
compromise between the friends and the
opponents of popular education ; and it
was not till1870, withinten years of the
centenary of the founding of Sunday-
schools that School Boards were set up.
The Sunday-school system was there-
fore the pioneer of the national system.
By its means two or three generations
of the poor received almost the only edu-
cation they could get. While many among
the ruling classes inEngland were resisting
the education of the people, the members
of religious congregations all over the
country were stepping in and themselves
doing the work. Itwas of [course imper-
fectly done, as teaching must be which
crowds everything into a couple of hours
in the week. But it was good as far as it
went, and it jprepared the way for better
things. For a hundred years the Sunday
schools have been a great civilizingand
educating influence inthis country ;and,
now that their educational work is taken
out of their hands, they are only left the
more free to be the means of that lay in-
struction of the people in religion which
ought to frustrate every effort to lead the
nation back to any

-
form of ecclesiastical
