Temperature of THERiver Water.—The
keeper of the Sacramento railroad bridge in
this cityat the afternoon of each day takes
the temperature of the water in the river,
and at the close of each month sends a report
of his daily memoranda to the railroad head-
quarters at San Francisco. . He takes two
observations each day, taking them always
from tbe same locality, near the center of the
channel. 'One is to ascertain the temper-
ature at the top of the water and the other
at the bottom of the river. At this season of
the year there is generally no appreciative
difference, but in the winter there is often as
much as 2

'
variation in tho temperature be-

tween the upper portion of the current and
the lower. Yesterday the temperature of
the water was 77° at both upper and lower
positions. The highest it has been this sea-
son is 79', which was reached once or twice
only, and following three or four hot days.
The lowest reached this summer waa 73", but
generally since the warm weather became
settled it has ranged from 75° to 77". The
tests are" made by submerging an oblong tin
cylinder, in which.a thermometer is at-
tached.
