Full Particulars of the Disastrous
Conflagration.

HEART OF THE TOWN DESTROYED.

Three Hundred Buildings, Covering
Fifty Acres, Burned.

PARTIAL LIST OF LOSSES AND INSURANCE,

A Scene of Excitement Beggaring De-
gcription.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THE RRCORD-UNION.]

EvregA (Nev.), August 18th.—At about
10 o'clock A. M. yesterday an alarm of fire
was sounded, and the entire population was
soon in motiou, A dense cloud of smoks was
seen to issue from the rear of Mrs. Poplin’s
fruit and vegetable store on Main street, just
south of UOdd Fellows’ Hall. In two minutes
several wooden buildirgs in the immediate
vicinity were envelopéd in flames, The fire
seemed to make

UNPRECEDENTED HEADWAY

From the very atart. The firemen were
promptly on hand, and two streams were ap-
plied, but witaout visible effect. The wind
was blowing a gale from the southward, and
continued to blow as ouly it can blow in these
mountain canyons until the flames had run
their course. It would have been an awful
sight at night. It was terrible even in the
broad glare of day. The fire backed up
against the wind on the southward to Gold
street, crossing Buel, and in turn reaching to
Spring and Paul streets, its course and scope
being almost identical with the great confla-
gration of April, 1879, differing only in these
particuiars: It went a little farther south,
and stopped a little short of the old mark on
the north. DPossibly 500 houses, many of
them business establishments, were destroyed.
Also, scme of the finest and most costly pri-
vate residences in town were consumed. A
space equal to fifty acres of

THE VERY HEART OF THE TOWN

Was swept. In this vast area only a half

dozen buildings remain to relieve the wide-

spread ruin and desolation. Jack Perry's

corner, Tommy Douglass’ building, the Foley

Rickard block, Paxton & Co.’s bank, Jake

Cohn’s store, Dr. Schneider’s drug store,

Kayser's clothing store and C. Lautenschls-

ger’s corner saloon are the only buildings left,

All else was literally licked up. The Leader

oftice, Odd Fellow’s Hall, Theater, Interna-

tional Hotel, A, M. Hillhouse’s vlegant resi-

dence and the Methodist Church were amonz

the prominent buvildings destroyed. The
Jackson House was gutted, but still stands. -
The International is melted away level with
the ground. It was due to the most heroic
efforts that the fire was confined to the east
side of Main street. The entire line of build-
ings on the west side are charred, and many of
them badly damaged. The exact origzin of
the fire i3 not known. The first any one
knew the flames were far advanced in the
rear of the premises noted.

AN INDESCRIBABLE SCENE,

When the fire had got beyond control &
scene ensued which beggars all attempts at
description. Hundreds of men, women and
children, totally panicstricken, frenzied in
fact with fear, were fleeing in all directions
for safety, some of the cooler ones bearing
with them cherished articles of personal cr
household goods. Those on the lines of
Spring and Paul streets scaled the rugged
mountain to theeastward, while personsfurther
down the flat sought refuge in the direction of
Nob Hill, In the meantime draysand wagons
were dashing hither and yon in the utmost
haste to bear away valuables from the
doomed district, Above all the shouts of the
firemen mingled, as they heroically battled
unsuccessfully with the devouring element.
Finally the sun went down on a stricken and
exhausted people.

'The Sentinel ronghly estimales the loszes
at three-quarters of a million, covered by
about 8150,000 insurance. It thinks there
must be suffering among the poor families,
and calls for a meeting at noon to-day to

Tre WHITSTANLEY RADIOMETER. —The
Whitstanley radiometer is a differential
thermometer with one black bulb, and a
circular stem having the lower part filled
with mercury, and the upper branches
with sulphuric acid and water. The tube
ia mounted on a brass wheel, so that when
the black bulb is exposed to the sun's
rays the diffcrential motion of the mer-
cury causes the wheel to turn.  This wheel
nas a marker which traverses a vertical
cylivder coated with lampblack, and makes
apon it & white track, thus automatically
wmd graphically registering the tempera-
ture. One very curious fact has been shown
by this instrument. Half an hour after
sunset the index falls and remains low
til witkin a few manutes of nidnight.
