Advices from Alaska—Indian Troubles—
Miscellancous Items.

Poxr Towxsesp, August 19th. — The
steamship California arrived here last even-
ing. When she~arrived at Sitka she found
the Nocthwestern Trading Company’ssteamer
Favorite at anchor,

A report had reached Commander Beards-
lee, of the Jamestown, that a large number
of canoes, manned by Indians from British
Columbia, were on the sea otter grounds in

Cress Sound engaged in killing these
animals with firearms, and that the
Indians were becoming very

much excited in consequence, and. were
threatening to kill the British Columbia Indi-
ans. Commander Beardslee referred the mat-
ter to Major W. Governeur Morriz, Special
Agent of the, Treasury Department, who,
with his wife, is on hoard the Jamestown,

the gunests of Commander Beards] :
guests of Commander Beardslee and wife 'get a chance to run for President somo |

Major Morris considered it better to proceed
imme liately to the locality named, and for

that purpose chartered the steamer Favorite,
there being no revenue vessel nearer than
Port Townsend, and was to leave Sitka on
the 11th instant, the same day on which the
California left for this place. The Favorite
was equipped as a miniature gunboat, carrying
two howitzers and a Gatling gun. Captain
Beardslee accompanied Major Morris, taking
him with a suitable force of officers, blue jack-
ets and marines from the Jamestown, which,
being a sailing vessel, was unfit for such an
expedition. Itis also charged by the Hoonah
Indians that the British Columbia Indians
have been smuggling goods into Alaska as
well as killing the sea otter out of season,
and that these Canadian Indians come from
Fort Simpson, and the Hoonahs further say
that if these Indians are not expelled by our
Government they will undertake similar
action on their side, which will result in war-
fare and much bloodsh:d in Alaskan

waters, The expedition will probably
be absent ome month, Depredations
of this kind have been constantly

committed from time to time, and unless our
Government now interferes to put a stop to
it and protect the sea otter grounds, the ani-
mal will not only become extinct, but the
consequences will probably be very disastrous
to both nations, involving as it probably will
some pational questions of importance.

The California brought down a valuable
cargo of furs belonging to the Northwest
Trading Company, which have been disposed
of at Victoria, B, C. This company has met
with great success, and continues to establish

new trading posts, -~
also brought $30,000 in

The California
treasure.

After leaxing Sitka she went into Klaoock
on the 12th, and took aboard 2,000
cases and 50 barrels of salmon. The cannery
so far has 5,500 cases of salmon put up.

There are about 1,000 Indians at Klaoock.
The California laid over one day at Wrangel
to enable Judge Deady and party to visit the
great glacier on the Stickeen river.

Everything was quiet at Wrangel.

No news from Cassiar,

Arrival of Russian Nihilist Prisoners at
the Mouth of Amoor River.

Porr Townsexp, August 19th, — The
schooner Frithiof, Captain Matten, arrived
here to-day from the Amoor river, She re-
ports the arrival at Nicolofsky of the Danish
steamer Asia, from Odessa, with a cargo of
Russian flour ; also that three Russian war
vessels had arrived there, one of which had
700 Nihilist prisoners for confinement on
Saghalien Island, near the mouth of the
Amoor, The Danish steamer and one of the
war vessels made the passage via the Suez
canal.

HEROIC CONDUCT.
Brave Work by a Brave Man-Christian
Charity by a
[San Francisco Bulletin, August 18th. ]

The recent holocaust in Oakland brought
to light at least one brave spirit and an-
other Mary Magdalen, the one braving
death to rescue the inmates of the burning
house and the other—a woman of the town
—binding the wounds of one of the burned
women, while her strong sisters shrank
from the performance of that Christian and
humane suty, overcome by the horrible
sight and frightful sufferings of the unfor-
tunate. The heroic and humane perform-
ances of these two persons have escaped
the notice of the observant newspaper re-
porter, and have thus far gone unrecorded.
As an act of common justice, both are
worthy of an honorable place in the galaxy
of local heroes. The former is a German
named B. Bennett. He is a junk dealer
by occupation, dealing in such commercial
trifles as bottles, rags, sacks, etc., and re-
sides with his family on the corner of Jack-
son and Second streets, Oakland. He was
one of the first to reach the scene of the
fire after the alarm was given, and hearing
the cries and screams of human beings in-
side the burning shanty he broke in to res-
cue them. When he entered the Kalaher
house tongues of living flame stretched all
over the room, licking up everything com-
bustible within their reach, and in one cor-
ner, screaming and jumping about, were
two children. Mr. Bennett at once took
one child under each arm and rushed out.
One of the two was the surviving child
and was unhurt. The other child died
from the effects of its burns the day after
the fire. Leaving the childrenin the street
and without a thought of the consequences
to himself, the brave man rushed again
into the burning building. The room was
then surrounded with flame, and the door
closing behind him. The dense smoke al-
most suffocated him. He was compelled
to open the door and go outside before at-
tempting to rescue any of the other in-
mates of the building. After getting a
mouthful of fresh air he agaiu entered the
burning house, and this time succeeded in
dragging Mrs. Kalaher toward the door.
While thus engaged, a gentleman named
Mitchell came to his assistance, and be-
tween the two the woman was dragged out.
Believing that all the inmates of the Kala-
her shanty had been rescued, Bennett and
Mitchell turned their attention to the
Green house adjoining, which had also
taken fire. They first carried out the four
children and then pulled out the drunken
parents. None of the members of this
family were hurt and the house was saved.
During the various times he entered the
Kalaher house, Bennett was unconscious
of the fact that he was himself in imminent
danger. It was not until after he came out
the last time that he found that he had not
escaped unscathed. But the action of the
cold night air soon told upon his wounds.
After the fire was over and the attention of
those present was directed to the sufferers,
it was found that Bennett was badly
burned about the head, and his neck, face
and lips were badly scorched. His hands
and arms were also badly burned. He is
now confined to his bed, and, it is repre-
sented, is not likely to recover for several
weeks. Neither Bennett nor Mitchell knew
that there were two other children in the
Kalaher house. If either of the women
rescued had been in a condition to tell
them in time, the unfortunate little ones
might have been saved. Mrs. Fenton, who,
although frightfully burned, is still living
and in a fair way of recovery, was carried
into a stable adjacent to the burning build-
ing. Thisstable contained three stalls, one
was occupied by a goat, the other by a
horse, and the middle one vacant. In the
latter the woman was placed. The fire had
burned what little clothes she bad on. Her
limbs were burned and .blackened. Her
hands and arms were scarcely in a better
condition. From a cut across her breast,
caused probably by broken glass, the blood
flowed freely, covering her body. The
suffering woman writhed in pain and raved
under its influence and the strong drink
which she so freely indulged in during the
day. It was a loathsome sight, and the
women of the neighborhood who had flocked
to the scene to render what aasistance the
circumstances seemed to require, shrank
from such a shocking and unsightly object.
No medical assistance had yet arrived.
The crowd of men present were at a loss
what to do, and looked on helpless. All
appeals to the women who passed in and
out to assist the sufferer were unheeded.
Finally, one gentleman went to a grocery
store in the vicinity and procured several
bottles of olive oil and a quantity of linen,
and he and another gentleman from the
crowd proceceded to wrap the woman's
limbs with oil-soaked bandages. During
the time these simple remedies were being
procured, some misguided person poured a
quantity of mustang liniment on the wo-
man’s wounds.

While the twe men were engaged in
their merciful work, an elegantly-dressed
woman worked her way through the crowd
to their side. She was recognized by those
present as a frail and unfortunate woman
of the town. MWhat her stronger sisters
bhad shrank from performing she at once
proceeded quietly to do. She at once
cleared the building of the gaping crowd
of men who were looking at the miserable
woman in the stall and depriving her of
the fresh air she needed. She then took
off her gloves, rolled up her sleeves, and
kneeling on the dirty straw by the suffer-
ing woman’s side, went heroically to work

~ MINING NOTES.

On the Comstock two crosscuts hav
been started east of the 2,500-foot level of
Union, and new switches and timbers are
going in. The work will take two or three
days, so that not much will be done in the
crosscuts this week.

The Pacific mine on the Klamath, Siski-
you county, at the mouth of Humbug, has
been yielding good pay lately, some 40
ounces having been received by the com-
pany’s Secretary last week, and the bed-
rock not yet reached.

At Lookout, Moduc county, there is
considerable excitement caused by the dis-
covery of a gold bearing quartz ledge. It
was found by W. W. Bedford and Arthur
Barnes of Adin, and nearly a score of
claims have since been located.

The Lyon county (Nev.) Times says that
work at the Qainn mine has been sus-
pended until money arrives with which to
pay the men. The pumps are kept run-
ning, as funds are expected from New
York. When it comes it is the intention
to pay off and resume operations.

Jesse Franklin, who had between 60 and
70 tons of quartz crushed at Turk’s mill,
taken from his ledge on Rattlesnake Creek,
Scott Valley, Siskiyou county, has cleared
up $2,000, or an average of about $33 per
ton. His ledge looks as extensive as when
first opened, and he will immediately com-
mence taking out another lot for crushing.

Some Chinamen lately robbed the large
dump of the Bald Mountain mine at Forest
City. The bottom is double-planked, and
the process of robbing consisted of taking
up the upper layer of boards and taking
the gold that had lodged in the cracks.
Several nights had bLeen devoted to this
business before it was discovered, and fully
several thousand dollars was taken.

George Tompkins has discovered a very
rich ledge of quartz at Oro Fino, Siskiyou
county, on the Mugginsville side, which is
about 14 inches thick, and looks like a per-
marent ledge as far as prospected. From
a picce of rock about as large asa hen's
egg upwards of $40 was realized. The
discoverer is an expert in quartz mining,
and feels confident that the ledge will
prove extensive. ; :
