the plea of soon to have a situation at Hunt-
ington ft Hopkins, but without anything to
eat, he obtained a donation of fifty cents,

which he would return as soon as ha com-

menced work. He next made his appear-
ance at the International Hotel, where he
registered himself and wife as Meagher, rep-
resenting that he had been at work outside
the city for a man named Coyle, who had
some trouble with his wife, whereupon he
left there. He wormed himself in_i

the proprietor's good grace and confi-
dence by heartily congratulating him upon
his nomination for the office of Sheriff, and
promised to ' stand in and do all
in hia power for him. With thia close
relation acquired he and his wife removed to
the International until arrested under pres-
ent charges, meanwhile operating around the
city, obtaining money through various repre-
sentations. On the evening before his arrest
he applied to Mr. Dale for aid from the
Howards. He gave his name as Graham,

and represented that he was a skilled me-
chanic ;that he had been for several weeks
waiting under promise of work from the
railroad shops. Root & Neilson and other
places, and thathe could not waitany longer ;
that he was living down at the corner of
Fifthand O streets ; had expended his last
cent and only asked of the Howards
that they would help himself and wife to
something for supper, and give them trans-
portation to San Francisco for the next morn-
ing. As a precaution against imposition a
memorandum was made of his case tor inves-
tigation. That was hia fatal night. It was
onthat evening that he got boozy from the

next morning, he learned that a man answer-
ing the description, but different name, had
been arrested for an offense, and upon going
to the police headquarters found Graham
figuring out a new game of swindle, with his
nose through the city jailgrates, and booked
under the more familiar name of Wallace
.McPherson. He was yesterday bound over
to the Superior Court, and sent to the
county jail, with bail fixed at 81,000,
which there is no danger of his procuring.

Such unconscionable villains are now so
painfully plentiful that those who bestow j
charities in answer to promiscuous appeals j
of traveling applicants are not at all likely to
acquire credits. on the ledger of the Great
