A SWINDLER'S DEVICE.

A few days ago it was stated that Dr.
Buchanan, a resident of Philadelphia, who
has recently been successfully prosecuted
for his connection with a, bogus medical
diploma factory which has for years been a

disgrace to that city, had committed sui-
cide by jumping from a ferry-boat. As one-

of the deck-hands who saw him go over
testified that he was swimming strongly as
long a3 he could followhis movements, the
theory of suicide did not obtain much
credence. The police kept on the watch,
and now they have been rewarded for their
vigilance by capturing the sharp swindler
in his hiding-place. The idea of simulating
death to evade the law or to get ridof a

bad reputation is by no means a new one.
Ithas been tried often by rogues of vari-
ous degrees, but somehow it very seldom
seems to work well. A live man leaves
many traces behind him, whether he will
or no, and he finds it very difficult to de-
stroy his identity. Itis to be hoped that
Dr. Buchanan will lie sent to the peni-
tentiary, there to serve as a warning to
quacks for the future, against , the dangers
of manufacturing licenses to commit mur-

der and calling them medical diplomas.

THE CREW OF THE MATHILDE.

The. schooner Freda, dispatched by the
Government in search cf the missing mem-
bers of the shipwrecked crew if the Ma-
thilde, has returned to San Francisco from
the Socorro Islands, but without having dis-
covered any traces of the castaways. She
made several landings, but could find no

evidence that anyone had been there. The
Lancashire Witch, which was sent down
by her owner, Sir Thomas Hesketh, on the
same humane mission, has not returned
from her search, nor did the Freda see or
hear anything of her. It is now believed
that she has gone to examine some other
islands, about sixty miles from the Socorro
group, and itis surmised that the crew of
the captain's boat must have perished in

the storm during which the mate's boat
parted company with and lost sight of

them. The chances that they made their
way to any other islands seems indeed
very poor, and itis to be feared that they
willnever be beard of again. Nevertheless
it is some relief to know that so thorough
a search has been made for them that ifby
any fortune they had escaped the tempest

their rescue willbe effected.

THE LIBERAL VOTE.

lican vote. At the time referred to this |

"vote constituted a very annoying, if not

"formidable, element of the opposition;
"not only because it refused to support

the nominations, but because its entire
" strength was drawn from its ranks.

"There iBnothing of this kind to trouble"
the party now, and with here and there

"
a few exceptions, the entire liberal vote

"
willbe cast for Garfield and Arthur."

This is perfectly true, and it is a fact
whichmust be recognized. The liberal or

independent vote may be regarded as the
conscience of the Republican party. When-
ever the party has gone wrong, whenever
the spoilsmen have acquired undue influ-
ence init councils, whenever there has been
a disposition to wink at corruption, when-
ever in short symptoms of demoralization
have appeared inthe organization, the inde-
pendent vote has been withdrawn trom the
nominees of the party, and has gone over

to the opposition. It is this scrupulous
and conscientious element which has really

enforced a higher plane of morals upon the
party repeatedly, and which has preserved
it from that decadence which continued
power

'
too commonly brings to par-

ties. Four and eight years ago the
liberal vote was cast for the Democratic
candidates to a great extent. \u0084 It was this
vote which so shattered the Republican
columns throughout the West during the
closing years of Grant's second adminis-
tration. It was owing to the defection of
a large part of this vote that the last Pres-
idential election was so close. The Demo-
crats have flattered themselves with the
delusion that the vote which helped them
on those occasions was evidence of the tri-
umph of their doctrines.' They were never

more mistaken. Every victory they have
won since the close of the rebellion they

have owed to the blunders and faults of

their opponents. The independent vote is

not of a character to affiliate permanently
or through conviction with the Democracy.
Itis only necessary to analyze its, constit-
uents to make this clear. It is composed
of men who above all desire good and hon-
est and efficient government ;who have no

selfish interest in politics ; who are in-
telligent beyond the average, and .who
insist upon pure methods in politics.
These' men were for the most part orig-
inal, Republicans. . Many of them were
old-line Abolitionists. They were among
the firmest supporters of the Union during
the rebellion. \u25a0 They were among the most
resolute champions of the Constitutional
Amendments. They are \u0084 all. National-
ists upon conviction. The principles of the
Republican party are their principles. Its
triumphs have been their triumphs.: And
they have only sought to separate them-
selves from its errors. Being first of all
patriots, they could not be brought to put
faction before country, and therefore when
itappeared to them that corrupt men were
controlling the party they had supported,
they withdrew from that party. "Their"
scope of action was limited in the emer-

gency. They believed that the only way
to save the Republican party was to humble
it, and to do that it was necessary to drive
it out of power. To that end the inde-
pendents ranged themselves temporarily
under the Democratic colors, and testified
their disapproval of the scandals which
were disgracing the administration, by
voting for the opposition candidates.

The result was that the Republican party
appeared to be on the verge of collapse,
but the Democrats had neither the sense

nor the patriotism to mike a good use of
their opportunities, and allthey did was to

render it doubtful whether even a bad Re-
publican administration was not preferable
to the best Democratic government attain-
able. The sharp lesson meantime didthe Re-
publican party good. The bad elements in it
were forced to the rear, and better ones
succeeded to the control. The ad-
ministration of President Hayes has been
free from scandals, and it has been demon-
strated that the reform spirit is not
dead. With the collapse of the Grant
movement at Chicago the most serious
cause of discord that could have existed,
was removed, and the nomination of Gen-
eral Garfield at once united all elements of
the party beyond the possibility of further
disagreement. With that event the
liberal or independent element ceased
to have a separate existence. It
returned to the bosom of the Repub-
lican party in fullconfidence and content.

That party is to-day more harmonious, and
stronger, than ithai been before since the
campaign which resulted in the first elec-
tion of Grant. When so united the Re-
publican party has always been much more
than a match for the Democracy, and it
willbe this year. The Democrats have to
rely altogether upon the elements which
can always be counted upon to vote the

Straight ticket, and upon whatever assist-

ance can be gained from bulldozing and
fraudulent counting at the South. No
liberalvotes willbe cast for Hancock and
English. No votes willbe cast for them
which would not have been cast for any
Democratic candidates. The liberals are

back in the arms of their first love, and
there they will stay. There is no motive
for them to go astray. They have gainetl
their point. They intended to nominate a

thirdcandidate had Grant been the choice
of... the Chicago Convention, but
when Garfield was nominated they
instantly abandoned their separate
organization, and made it known
that they were completely satisfied.
The Democrats need not therefore count

upon any of that kind of votes. The lib-

erals have no Democratic proclivities, and
could not have. They have never yet
voted a Democratic ticket because they be-
lieved in Democratic doctrines, nor have
they ever ceased to believe in Republican
principles. The prospect of the Republi-
can party this year is better than ithas
ever been, and as the campaign progresses

this willbe seen more clearly. A larger
Republican vote will bo cast allthrough
the country than probably ever before, and
ti.e Democrats willdiscover in November
how much they owed in 1S7*> to the sup-
port of an elcme. t which has no real sym-

[ pathy withthem, and which has • now left
them, itis to be hoped, finally.

SPRAGUE'S GUILT AFFIRMED.'

Governor Perkins .yesterday
-

rendered
his decision in the Sprague case, commut-
ing the death sentence to imprisonment
for life. This is of course an affirmation
of the guilt of the defendant, which was
so conclusively established by the evidence
that itwas impossible for the defense to

shake the demonstration. The position of
the Governor in this case has been an ex-

ceedingly difficult and . painful one, and
considering all the circumstances we are
of opinion that he could hardly have
reached any other decision. The respon-
sibility that devolved upon him was the

heaviest that can ever rest upon the shoul-
ders of a conscientious and humane Execu-
tive officer. • Though convinced -•of the
guilt of the defendant, as every unbiased
and clear-headed student of the case must
be, he was compelled to face the most
powerful pressure that could be brought
to bear upon his judgment in the interest
of an undeserved clemency, and at '.the
same time he was called upon to determine
a question of life and death, under ithe
consciousness which must ever be present
to a sensitive mind 'at -such a juncture,
that even•;"in

'
the strongest human

testimony there will always be the
possibility •of ; fallibility. '•He could
not accede to the prayer of his petitioners,' ;

and -pardon _ Sprague. 'To 'have
-

done j
this would have been to.undermine the
very foundations of justice throughout
the State, and to have emboldened
the lawless crew who..look Upon the
shedding of human blood, as a venial of-
fense. But, on the other hand, to have re-'
fused to stay the execution of the jdeath
sentence would Lave been to accept what-
ever responsibility might attach to'-the de-
liberate launching of a fellow being into
eternity. Thenceforward Governor Per-
kins, ami no other man, would have had to
carry the burden of all possible develop-
ments in the case. That the Governor
should have sought to relieve himself from
this weight of responsibility was natural,
nor does it detract in any way from his
conscientiousness or devotion to his i
duty as he sees it. He has chosen
a course which at once proves his j
conviction of the guilt 'of Spr.gue j
to be unalterable, yet spares the life of the :
convict. The sentence of imprisonment
for life is a full penalty for the crime of
murder in the first degree. To many it ;
may appear even a more severe doom than
that of death. But there is no ground for
question as to the justice of the punish-
ment. Itmust be realized clearly that the
strongest incentive to insistance upon capi-
tal punishment in the past haa consisted
in the tendency to make lighter sentences
mere pretenses of administering justice, by
granting pardons to those who had been
deservedly doomed to life imprisonment.
The repetition of such displays of week-
ness has compelled the defenders of law

and order to demand the sternest methods
in dealing with murderers.====
