Forgot His Board Bill.— Monday
last J. W. Stoddard, who has been employed
ia the railroad repair shops iv this city,
quietly slipped out of town on the Kit*tern
overland emigrant train with a ticket for
Boston, and leaving behind in a very careless
manner an unpaid board bill of $10, at the
Crescent City Hotel. To add interest to the
situation, as soon as he had parsed the Slate
line into Nevada, he sent a letter back to the
proprietor of the hotel, indicating tint he
was now* out of his reach, and insultingly
advising him what to do with the bill. Upon
receipt of the letter yesterday morning the
proprietor at once took uptheimpudcntjel.al-
lenge, and went tothe Chief ofPolice toprocure
his being overhauled and returned upon
charge of fleeing the State to defraud cieiit-
ora. Othcer Atwood was detailed to look up
the facts and, ifhe cold properly do si, take
steps for his right-about-face

and return

to Sacramento. By applying for information
at the depot, it was soon ascertained from the
ticket stub book that his ticket was for li-s-
ton. and that he left on the Monday train, as
before stated. This, by referring to the .-,.•\u25a0

table, would leave him stillin Nevada, this
side of Wells. A telegram was accordingly
sent at once to Deputy Sheriff Conger, at
Wells, giving name nnd description of the
jibilant fugitive, and requesting his arrest
upon arrival, and to rejiort the fact by tele-
graph, when a requisition from the
Governor would be forwarded for him.
Upon his arrival at Wells he was immedi-
ately arrested and taken from the train, and
all of a sudden came to a realizing sense that
although he was in the State of Nevada,
Sacramento and his board bill through the
telegraph and arm of the law still had an
unpleasant and embarrassing nearness. Find-
ing there was noalternative but tube brought
back and face the music he had kicked upby
his letter, which would also cancel his lim-
ited time railroad ticket, an honest streak at
once struck him and he was Immediately
anxious to pay his bill. Anotice of that fact
was sent by telegraph to police headquarters
here and a reply returned that if the priso-
ner w.mld pay the $10 and the arresting offi-
cer's fees, to release him from arrest.

Concerning a
portion of the report the committee disagreed.

'he report was very long and involved ex-
plicit instructions for teachers, a large num-
ber of rules and regulation! for conducting
monthly and other examinations, the methods
0 such examinations and the manner of. in-

ruction. The Board agreed that the reports
were excellent and embodied many of the
principles of the Quincy system. The report
was finally adopted, the Board deciding upon
the whole of the majority report. The re-
port was sent toprint and may be yet some-
what amended. > . . . :-:•-..;

The Board discussed the question, and by
general consent agreed that bookkeeping need
not be taught to such children as the parents
desire not topursue that study.

Mr.Roweli, of the Sacramento .Grammar
School, astonished the Board by an oral re-
port, in which he stated that he found a rule
io existence by which pupils who have been
two years in any given grade shall be ad-
vanced to the next higher grade.' \ Under this
rule he found ten scholars in his school who
are ingrades for which they are unfitted and
in which tkey cannot keep place. Oae of
these, a boy,' in the first grade, has not had a
solitary lesson. Insome cases this is the re-
sult of want of capacity ;in others,

'
want of

formation. Out of his 521scholars there are
41 that ought to go into lower grades than
those in which they now . are, .and 104
that cannot, he thinks, ,possibly .pass and
should remain over in the grades where they
now are. The presence of the two-year

hilars that are unable to go on withthe
rade demoralizes the other scholars and re-

tards their progress. Such scholars, knowing
of the rule, have no incentive to advance, as
they know that they will be advanced in
grades any how. He asked for a rule by
which, under examinations, such scholars
may be placed iv the proper grade.

Mr. Hornblower opposed the proposition
because under the lew the children of the
people are entitled to be instructed. The
board can not furnish them brains. ', Itis no
fault of Board, system or teachers that the

nd of children mentioned ciniiot do the
work required of other children. The pro-_
posed rule, also, will incline teachers todrop
dullscholars, in order to make good records
or their classes. He called attention to the
fact that teachers had lately been blamed for
failure of scholars to pass, anti held responsi-
ble for failure, and some such had been ad-
vanced thereafter under the rule.

Mr. Tracy held that the greatest good to
the greatest number should be the rule ;that
the m__3 of the children do the work of the
grades and ought not to be hindered by those
lacking ability to go on,

Mr. Griffitts thought it might be a good
idea to get all such scholars into classes by
themselves, where the competition will be
equal. _B__-__WQ
