THE DECISION oF THE GQVERNOR.

| The Governor here (3 P. M.) announced that
| his mind was made up, but he preferred to
| put hLis thoughts on paper. In one hour he
{ wonld read his views. Heinstantly, and evi-
| dently in great agitation, retired to his private
| office and locked himself mm. The crowd
| melted into the halls and in knots and groups
| talked over the case. At 4 P. M. the Gov-
| ernor returned to the main office. His coun-
| tenance indicated the great struggle going on
| in his mind. He retained his composure with
| great difficulty, and as he read the last lines
| of his manuscript, commuting the sentence to
| imprisonment for life, his voice faltered,
1 he choked up and was scarcely able to
| enunciate. Instantly on pronouncing the last
| word he threw down the paper and rushed
| from the room shaken with emotion. He
| came back in about five minutes, however,
| somewhkat composed, and began to open
| and attend to his private correspondence.

Mr. Haymond went up to him and stated
that he was entirely satisfied. It was all
he had desired—time—for the truth to be
| made known. Had he been Governor, he

should have done exactly what Governor

Perkins had done. He made the same ex-

pression to friends of Sprague, and reminded
them that he had told them beforehand
| that suek a commutation would be satis-
tactory.

The Governot’s decision on the application
{ was in these words :

The history of the case under considera-
tion has been familiar to me since the com-
mission of the atrocious crime; and I, with

: all other good citizens, desired that law and
order should prevail, and crime receive its
just punishment.

At the time of the trial of Sprague, Curlee,
Lord and Churchill, I watched it with much
i interest, and feel that if one was guilty they

all were, and that all who took part in the
! fiendish murder should receive the punish-
ment it deserves,

That all of the parties accused have been
acquitted or discharged, excepting Sprague,

| should not, I think, have any influence with
the Governor in determining if this is a
proper case for Executive clemency.

The charge of counsel that the defendant

| has been deprived of his legal rights through
the prejudice or bias of the Judge who pre-

i

| sided at the trial, if true, I think there must

be a way to correct, by a proper petition
addressed, or affidavit presentzd to a higher
legal tribunal, as I cannot believe that jus-
tice in any Court of this commonwealth can
be so far shorn of its robes of honor and
richt, that a legal technicality can be per-
mitted to deprive a citizen of his life,

The great question then presented to my
mind to aid me in arriving at a just deter-
mipation of the case is, Has there been any
impeachment of the witnesses, or new evidence
developed since the trial that would, in my
judgment, have induced the jury to render a
different verdict had the facts been shown to
them at that time ?

The three most important witnesses on the

| part of the State were Brown, Hickerson

i

' and Jones. The acticn of Brown and Hick-
erson and their testimony appears somewhat

' jnconsistent as reviewed at this time. But
as it has not been fully impeached, and is the
same as it went to the jury, we cannot doubt
but they gava it all the consideration their
oath demanded. The testimony, however, of
Jones has since been declared by kim to have
been suborned and false in every particular.
Counsel on behalf of the State have endeav-
ored to show that Jones’ first statement about
the Spragne case was true, and that he re-
canted only when his own personal safety
was assured, and then it was done for the
purpose of saving his associates in crime.

Je this as it may, I believe it iy duty to
coasider what effect his conflicting testimony
would have had upon the jury haa it been
presented to them, Five members of the
jury who tried the case signed a petition
praying for Executive clemency in the case;

srwards nine of the jury signed another
mnemorial saying that those of them who had
signed the petition did so because of an ap-
peal made by the friends of the prisoner to
their sympathies, and they now wished to re-

| tract their recommendation and reaffirm their

verdict. The other three members who were
upon the jury have either remained silent or
have stated ‘‘ that without the testimony of
Jores the jury conld not have arrived at the
conclusion they did, and had Jones’ true char-
acter been known to the jury his statements
would not have had the weight of a feather
in their deliberations, and the probabilities
are that Spragne would have been to-day a
f ee man."”

The detective who worked up the case and

materially aided in procuring the affidavit of

fickerson, states that since it has come to his
knowledge that while Hickerson was a mem-
ber of the Grand Jury he was in the posses-
sion of the alleged confession of Sprague to
him, he now questions the truthfulness of
Hickerson’s statement, and has grave doubts
as to the guilt of S>rague.

Prominent citizens of the State and per
sonal fiiends have called upon me, and many
letvors have been received urging that I do
not interfere in the case, but let the law take
itsa course, Otherwise they fear it will en-
couragze others to commit similar crimes, with
the hope they may escape its just punish-
ment.

Petitions have also been received from
many thousands, including nine-tenths of the
names of those upon the Great Register of
the county where the crime was committed,
asking for a pardon of the defendant ; or at
jeast a commnutation of the sentence that has
been proncunced against him,

While 1 have given all of these petitions a
respectiul hearing and careful consideration,
I have endeavored to be guided in my con-
clusions by the evidence on transcript before
me. Although it has been admitted by some,
who urge that the sentence of the Court as
pronounced should be executed, that at this
time they very much doubt if a new trial
were granted that it would be possible to con-
vict defendant, I have not considered the
asgertion but have endeavored to confine my-
self to the eviderce as presented at tha trial.

And not here considering the question if
the defendant through any cause has been
deprived of a reiew of his trial by the Su-
preme Court, I can but believe that had all
of the couflicting statements made by Jones
at subsequent trials, and his own confession,
that he had been a suborned witness and had
sworn falsely, been presented to the jury in
this case, there would have been such a
shadow cast upon all of the testimony, that
had the jury found him guilty of murder,
they would, as in the case of Curlee, have
given Sprague the benefit of the doubt, and
affixed the penalty to imprisonment for life,
instead of death.

Deeply impressed as I am with the great
power that for the time has been delegated
to me by the people, and fully realizing the
responsibility of this case, I am convinced it
is my duty to commute the sentence of F. A,
Spragne from death to imprisonment during
his life in the State Prison.
