WADE HAMPTON'S STAUNTON SPEECH,

An attempt having been made to pro-
duce the impression that Wade Hampton
did not really say what was ascribed to
him in the report of his Staunton speech,
the New York Zribune has been at the
pains of printing side by side the speech as
indorsed by him, and the speech originally
published. A reference to this shows con-
clusively that the first report was the cor-
rect one, since it corresponds word for word
with the emasculated version, proving that
the latter has merely been pruned to suit
the emergency. In addition to this evi-
dence may be cited the statement of the
Staunton Valley Virginian, the journal
which reported the speech when it was de-
livered. It says: ‘ Wedo not know what
*“ was in General Hampton’s mind when be
‘“ delivered his speech in Staunton, but we
‘“do know what his language meant.
“ He declared that the Democratic party,
““under Hancock’s lead, was fighting for
*“ the same principles that Lee and Jack-
¢ son fought for, and for which the South-
“ern soldiers died. There was no quali-
“fication in the terms used. His appeal
‘““was for harmony in the Democratic
‘¢ party in Virginia, and to make it effect-
*‘ive he brought up the war remembrance
‘““to touch the feelings of the audience,

the uniform experience of the world since
the invention of paper money. It isnota
mere matter ot opinion whether a paper

| currency could be maintained at par with-

out any coin reserve. It is on the con-
trary an ascertained fact that such a feat
is impracticable. ‘It has been tried re-
peatedly, from the days of XKublai
Khan down to the present time, and it
has invariably ended in disastrous fail-
ure. We must therefore assume as
a certainty the depreciation of the
currency in case the cash balance in the
Treasury was expended as proposed, and
with this result the exploitation of
the Greenbacker scheme is completed.
For it is perfectly clear that no saving
whatever, but, on the contrary, infinite
loss and injury, must result to the coun-
try from the depreciation of the currency,
and that therefore any scheme which neces-
sarily involves such a depreciation is hope-
lessly vicious and mischievous. All ideas
of saving interest throngh such a process
are delusive and vain. It would break
down the public credit, stop refunding
altogether, diminish the value of all the
currency and securities in the country, im-
poverish the working classes, and plunge
the nation hopelessly into the bottomless
pit of irredeemable and depreciated paper
currency. Whether such propositions are
urged from ignorance or perversity they
are equaily mischievous ¥nd foolish, and

The deaf-mutes of to-day,
thanks to well organized public beneficence
and the progress of scientific reeearch, are
enabled to participate in many pleasures
which were entirely shut out from their
predecessors in affliction. It may be said
that their burdens have been made as
tolerable as possible to them, and so great
have been the advances that as we now
perceive they are able to hold their own
in the world, and even to gather in mass
convention for sccial purposes, after the

The Sherman-Hancock Correspondence,

New YoRK, August 26th.—The new cam-
paign biography of Hancock, just published,
contains the Sherman-Hancock correspond-
ence, from which the following are extracts:

December 4, 1876, Sherman, in granting
Hancock’s application for a leave of absence
to go to Carondelet, Mo., hopes soon that
events will admit of the return of the
companies detached and in the South, add-
ing: *‘ But every time I make a move in that
direction I am met by unsurmountable ob-
jections. The political orders to Ruger from
the President, sent through the Secretary of
War, were not military. I would lilze much
not to have our soldiers used in connection
with a legislative body, but orders coming
from the President have to be obeyed. They
form a bad precedent, but thus far ltave pre-
vented a collision of arms between two in-
flamed partisans.”

In another letter, dated December 17th,
Sherman assures Hancock that his nind
may rest at peace about being ordered from

New York., *‘There is not a word of truth
in it. No serious changes in the command

are contemplated. Wkhen they are you may
be sure I will give you the earliest notice.
There are men on mischief intent, who
would gladly sow the seed of dissension
among us of the army.”

To this Hancock replies in the Carondelet
letter of December 28th—already printed.

Sherman’s reply to this acknowledges the
receipt of his mest interesting letter. *“‘I
am very glad to have your views in extenso
upon subjects of such vital importance. Our
standard of opinions are mostly formed on
the practice of our predecessors, but a great
change was made after the close of the civil
war by the amendments of the Constitution,
giving to the freed slaves certain civil and
political rights, and empo wering Congress to
make the laws necessary to enforce these
rights. This power is new and absolute, and
Congress has enacted laws with which
we are not yet familiar aud accustomed.
As a matter of fact, I deslike to have our
army used in these civil actions, but the
President has the lawful right to use the
army and navy, and has exercised the right,
as_ he believes, lawfully and rightfully, and
our duty has been, and is, to sustain him
with soul and sincerity. As to the Presi-
dent’s election, we are in no manner required
to take the least action, but to recognize him
as Presicent whom the lawfully appointed
officers declare to be such person, 1 hope
and pray that Congress will agree on some
method before the day and hour arrives, but
in case of failure to elect by or before the 4th
of March, there will be a vacancy in both
offices of President and Vice-President, in
which event the President of the Senate be-
comes President pro tempore, and a new elec-
tion will have to be held under the law of
792, Tt is well that we should compare and

Hancock sgain writes that he wishes to
notice in a brief way your (Sherman’s) refer-
ences to the Revised Statutes, and will do so,
but not to-day. ‘‘The proposition for tho
Joint Commiszicn insures a peaceful solution
of the Presidential question if it becomes a
| law, and in my opinion gives to General
| Hayes chances ge did not have before, 1
have considered that Mr, Tilden's <hances
were impregnable.” [Here follows a blank
denoting the omission of something.] *‘ Not

“The paseage of the bill for counting the
electoral votes, approved by the President,
ends, ip my judgment, all possible dangers of
contusion or disorder in connection with the
Presidential imbrogiio. 1 feel certain that
the dual governments in South Carolina and
Louisiana will be decided by some means
which will determine who i3 to be the next
President of the United States, Therefore,
with the eonsent and approval of the Secre-
tary of War, now absent, I want to return
the troops temporarily detached back assoon
as possible to the posts occupied before the
election, with this exception, that 12 com-
panies, or the equivalent of a regiment, re-
main here in Washipgten for a time.”

Here ends all that is given of the corre-
spondence.

New Yorxk, August 26th.—General Han-
cock, writing to General Sherman January
8, 1877, inclosed the following letter which he
had addressed to the New York World :

NEw YoRk, January 8, 1877,

My Dear Sir: Iiuclose & slip cut from theg¥orld
of yesterday—a special dispatch to Washington,
headed ‘‘ A Rescinded Order—Did General Hancock
Refuse to be Trausferred to the Pacific Coast ¥” As
no authority is given for the communication, it
seems that I should publicly notice the same. and it
would gratify me if you would, in the manner you
may deem best, make such correction as would
be most likely to remove any misapprchension on
the subject.

Foreign Gold In the New York Assay Gflice.
Niw YoORE, Auxmrh 26th.—The Herald
says: Thomas C. Acton, Superintendent of
the Assay Office, is receiving by each
European steamer large quantities of gold.
This specie is deposited by the importing
bankers, and consists of twenty-franc pieces,
marks, Japanese, English coin and bar gold.
The vaults already contain about $25,000,000
in gold bought by the Government during
the past year, and not as yet taken out for
coinage. The importations the present year
began on the 2d of August, and already
foot up $6,000,000, including about $1,700,-

000 in American, which were alone
deposited in the Sub-Treasury. Ad-
vices have been received of enough

gold in transit to swell the figure to $10,000,-
000 before the end of the present month.
Last vear, when the importations began on
the 12th of August, the season’s total raa up
to the unprecedented sum of $75,000,000, and
then it was only checked by the importation
of large quantities of iron, hundreds of thou-
sands of tons of the baser metal coming as a
substitute for gold in exchange for American
provisions, In the Assay Office about three
days is consumed in meilting up and deter-
minieg the value of a lot of gold offered for
purchase before the seller gets his check for
the value of the metal. Among the large im-
porting houses dealing heavily in gold the
opinion is very much divided as to the amount
which will come over. Some thick the total
influx of gold will run far above last year,
and point to the fact that it is already in ad-
vance of the figures for the corresponding pe-
riod of last year. Other bankers think the
total will not run above £30,000,000,
Colorade Eepublican State Convention.
