THE COMING OF PRESIDENT HAYES,

Concerning the coming of President Hayes,
to which reference was made yesterday, it
has been ascertained through semi-official
sources that General McDowell, as Com-
mander of the Military Division of the Pa-
cific, will proceed from San Francisco on the
7th of September with members of his staff |
and others, and meet President Hayes at|
Reno on the 8th, welcome him and party
and escort them to San Francisco, On the

Oth the President and party will be in Oak-
land and attend the ‘* Admission Day ” cele-
bration, when Governor Perkins and staff |
will also be present, and the First Artillery
Regiment, Colonel Haymond, will form part
of the escort. On the 10th the party will
rest. On the 11th they will be the special
guests of General McDowell, enjoy a sail
about San Francisco Bay, and be entertained |
by the General at his quarters at Black |
Point. After that the President and party |
will proceed upon one of the tours to points
of interest on the coast, two or three of which
are in contemplation. It is the intention and
expectation that the President and party will
be present at the State Fair, which begins on
the 20th of September, invitations extended
by the State Board of Agriculture having |
been accepted. Regarding the visit of the
President to the Capitol, which is to occur at
such an auspicious time—the recurrence of
the annual exposition of the industry and
production of the State—there has, since yes-
terday, been much public comment. It is
generally expressed that the State Fair pro-
gramme will, in itself, make up in a large
degree fitting exercises for the entertainment
of the party ; but that it is meet and proper
that other details shall be arranged,
and that the capital city should
join in the formal welcome, and send
a delegation to the State line to greet him, as
the State Board of Agriculture will also
probably do. At that time also, it is said,
the delegation can make definite arrange-
men$s with the party concerning the more
detailed reception here, about the 21st or 22d,
and the hour of its arrival, that the people

may have timely information of the

THE GRAPE CROP OF 1880.

A gentleman of this city, who has

given the matter of grape-growing especial
attention, replies to inquiries made of him
relative to the grape crop of 1880 as fol-
lows: *‘The largest crop of grapes ever
grown in this State is now on the vines, All
vineyardists are in fine spirit over the pros-
pects ; and like the wheat growers want and
hope to realize big prices. "It is encourag-
ing to grape-growers, and many calculations
are now being made by the owners of vine-
yards to extend and increase their vineyards,
while a few years ago many pulled out the
vines and putin grain. The improvement in
prices of wine and brandy has caused this
reaction to a great extent, together with the
reported failure of the grape crop in Europe,
which, however, has been greatly over-stated,
as the importation of French and German
wine during the last year in the port of New
York has increased in 1879 20 per cent. over
the year 1878, as shown by the Custom-house
reports for the year ending July 1, 1880,
The last three years crop of grapes in
this State has been light, owing mostly
to the fact that grape-growers became dis-
couraged in not realizing large prices for their
grapes, which average from $12 to’§16 per
ton. The present crop prospect in this State
will naturally make grape-buyers hold back
and not contract for grapes at advance prices
over last year. The wine business of Cali-
fornia is beginning only to get on a good
business basis. The grape-growers are be-
ginning to realize the fact that their business
1s to raise grapes only, and to sell them to
experienced wine-makers and brandy distillers
who have the capital, facilities and knowledge
of the business. This tends to throw the
business into fewer hands, and the result is a
better grade of wine and brandy is being pro-
duced, and hence the increased demand for
our native wines and brandies. Grape-buy-
ers are willing to pay fair prices, but they
will be governed greatly by the prices they
can realize for the wine and brandy in the
market, which at this time appears flat, and
low prices now are the ruling rates for all
character of wine, particularly the dry wine.
As yet no prices for grapes have been fixed,
and the grape-growers will probably be dis-
appointed in realizing high prices.”

The Truckee Blue Gravel Company, Mo-
hawk valley, Sierra county, are said to
have 25 feet of gravel, prospecting $3 50
to the car load.

has suspended operations for a short time
for necessary repairs on machinery. Three
silver bricks, weighing respectively 1,881,
$1,331 and $1,382, were sent in to Pendle-
ton from the mine last week.

Some large specimens of free gold ore
from the Rocky Bar mine are on exhibiticn
at the Citizens’ Bank, Nevada City, and
hundreds of people flocked there Monday
to see them. A thousand dollars was of-
fered for one piece of quartz and refused.

- The Satro /ndependent says that owing
‘to the extreme hot and foul air in the
header of the south lateral branch of the
Sutro tunnel, all work there has been sus-

ended for the present, and it is hard to
say just when and how air will be procured
$o allow the resumption of said work.

The Calumet and Hecla Copper Com-
pany, of Michigan, paid a dividend of $5
per share, equal to £500,000, in Boston on
the 1Gth.” This is a Iarger dividend than
is now paid by any other min‘ng incorpo-
rationin the United States, The company
have paid $17,650,000 since work was com-
menced.

McMurry & Hupp finished cleaning up
for the season last week, says the Chico
Hntérprise, and, as usual with this claim,
the yield was immense.

A wagon load of rock from the Salmon
mine, near Custer, Dakota, was lately
taken to Deadwood. The Black Hills Pio-
neer says: There is from 1,200 to 1,800
pounds of the rock ; some of it a hard white
quartz, some of it white flecked with black,
and some of it as black as manganese, but
all of it is literally gleaming with gold.
Every piece of it is veined and seamed and
dotted with glistening yellow metal, so
that the ore itself would almost do to pol-
ish up for jewelry. Some of it assays
518,000 to the ton, and all of it far np into
the hundreds. The one drawback about it
is that it is refractory ore, and will not
yield its gold to any of the processes mow
in use in the Hills. It isto be shipped to
Omaha for working. There is a l4-inch
vein of this rich ore, and a 16-foot vein
that will run into the hundreds to the ton.
