River.

OuaHA, August 27th.—The new railroad
bridge over the Missouri river at Platts-
mouth, eighteen miles below Omaha, was
completed to-day, and will be tested on Mon-
day.

FOREIGN NEWS.

House of Commons,

Loxpox, August 27th,—In the House of
Commons this evening, the Marquis of Hart-
ington, Secretary of State for India, said the
Viceroy of India has under consideration the
advisability of mzintaining the frontier pre-
scribed by the treaty of Gundamuk. Lord
Hartington also stated that he had received
no confirmation of the alarmiog Afghan news
of this morning, He had a telegraph from
the Viceroy, dated to-day, which makes no
reference to that news.

The Viceroy’s decision in regard to the
frontier line would be iufluenced by the mere
fact of certain territory having been acquired
by the treaty of Gundamuk. In the present
consideration of the question that treaty may
be regarded as having ceased to exist. The
Viceroy is taking the best advice he can get,
and on his report the Government will act.
Lord Hartington was not now prepared,
therefore, to state what posts of the Afghan
frontier her Majesty’s forces will occupy.

Sir Charles Dilke, Under Secretary for the
Foreign Department, in reply to a guestion,
said that before Sir Austin Layard left Con-
stantinople a seditious paver, called Dok
M Islam, was printed in the Imperial Turkish
printing office, said to be subsidized by per-
sous connected with the Turkish Govern-
ment for distribution in India, but before the
steps which her Majesty’s Government had
ordered her representatives to take conld be
taken, he was informed that the subsidy had
been stopped and the paper would not again
appear,

The kare and rabbit bill was passed by a
vote of 148 to 70, and the bill was sent to the
House of Lords, where it was read the first
time.

The British Government and the Irish
Troubles,

LoNDoN, August 27th.—The debate in the
House of Commons which began last night
continued until 1 p. M, Lord Hartington re-
spectfully urged Irish members to proceed to
the consideration of & vote of supply, assur-
ing them that they are mistaken if they
thonght to wring pledges from the Govern-
ment by obstructing Government supply.
Notwithstanding this appeal, the discussion
was kept up. A motion to report progress
was mnegatived by 142 to 29, The O’Don-
noughe then moved an adjournment; also
negatived. At 4 p. M, Parnell renewed his
motion for adjournment. Lord Hartington
objected, and szid a vote on the Irish con-
stabulary bill had been down for three nights.
Irish members, instead of proceeding with it,
had raised discussion on other matters. At5H
o'clock Alexander Sullivan was speaking in
justification of the procedure of Irish mem-
bers. Sullivan spoke for nearly an hour.

Parnell then suggested adjournment, and
said the present state of affairs is the result of
Lord Hartington’s headstrong course.

At 12:50 p, M, Lord Hartington accepted
the proposal of Parnell that the Irish esti-
mates be voted to-night, and the constabu-
lary estimates Monday.

Adjourned to meet again at 2 o’clock this
afternoon.
