SOUTHERN DEMOCRATIC GOVERNMENT.

A campaign document has been prepared,
showing the results of Democratic govern-
ment at the South. We presume that it
does not exhibit the results of Carpetbag-
ism in that region, for campaign documents
are not usually remarkable for their
dispassionate character. Yet we are dis-
posed tobelieve that an. exhibit showing
plainly the entire results of both Repub-
lican and Democratic rule at the South
would be very instructive and con-
vincing at this time. For while it would
make the corruption of the Carpetbagger
manifest, it would also demonstrate the
insincerity of the pretenses put forward at
the time, that the Southern whites were
prepired to restore honest and efficient
government if they had the oppor-
tunity. The truth is that since
the whole section fell into their hands
the corruption and abuses have
increased a hundredfold, and the
principal tendency developed has been
a fondness for repudiation. The ostensible
plea for this form of swindling was orig
inally the alleged dishonesty and illegit-
imacy of the methods by which State and
local debts were contracted. But as the
repudiators have shown the same spirit
towards obligations incurred before and
daring the rebellion, when there were no

Carpet-baggers in the country, itia evident
that that excuse is not valid. Southern
Democracy has in fact tended strongly
towards a' modern spoiling of the Egypt-
ians, the latter being represented by all
their creditors. As the South controls the
Northern Democracy, it is of no littleim.
portance to consider what bearing this love
of repudiation would have upon national
affairs, should the Democratic party carry
the country.

WADE HAMPTON'S EXPLANATION.
Wade Hampton's endeavor to explain

away his Staunton speech is not convincing.
The comments of the editor cf the Valley
Virginian ujion his statement bear the

marks of candor and conviction. He is
very positive that General Hampton said
what he is reported to have said about the
principles of Leo and Jackson. Hampton
himself indeed admits that he said in sub-
stance the same thing, and he only asserts
that the reporter somehow increased the
force of his remarks. Itis perfectly clear
that pressure has been brought to bear
upon the General to induce him to deny
his utterances. His Northern allies find
his frankness altogether too embarrassing.
But it is equally clear that the journal
which first published his speech is deter-
mined not to be "bluffed," no matter
whose corns are to lie trodden upon, and
that General Hampton willhave to be
careful in his recantation if he does not ".
want to entangle himself indamaging con-

tradictions. Itmust be a very humiliating ]
position forhim to occupy. Of course he
knows that every man who heard the I
speech is a witness against him.and though I
they may pardon his duplicity in view of
its motive, which is to pull wool over i
Northern eyes, they can scarcely think so
highly as before of his conscientiousness. \u25a0

THE SAN FRANCISCO CHARTER.

The discussion of the new charter which
is to be voted upon by the people of San
Francisco on the Bth September" has long i

since reached the stage of mutually in-
jurious imputation. .

-
Both sides :deal:in

angry accusations of impure motives, and
the general result is of course to feed
partisan acrimony without convincing the
doubters. . For any dispassionate and ]
profitable consideration of the main points i

of difference it is desirable to assume that
the contending factions are equallysincere, i

and equally disposed to seek the best good
of the community. There is plenty of
roomfor honest difference of opinion on the
character of the charter, and to an un-
biassed observer it appears quite conceiv-
able that both the opponents and advocates
of the instrunwit may be inspired by the
same public spirit and the same earnest

conviction. The dispute, which at first
was diffusive, and embraced a _ sharp
skirmishing over details, has now
settled down principally upon the veryim-
portant question of the powers proposed to
be conferred upon the Mayor. The framers
of the charter have proceeded on the the-'
ory that itwas safest to

'
give that officer

extended powers, especially in regard to
appointments, and to exact from him .the
fullest responsibility. They have :sought
to impose a check upon him by requiring
the indorsement of the Board of Aldermen
for allhis appointments, and they point to

the alleged success of this method in other

large American cities, as a sufficient war-

rant for its introduction. The opponents
of the charter apprehend the failure of the
proposed system through the election of
unfit candidates for the Mayoralty,and they
assert that since there can be no guarantee
against the election of bad men to the
office, neither can there

'

be any security
against the . complete, prostitution of
the appointing power sought to be

vested in him. The advocates of
-

the
charter reply to this objection that the in-
crease of responsibility and power in the
office of Mayor willimpose upon nomina-
tingconventions the obligation of making
more careful selections ;willthus practi-
callyexclude objectionable men from can-
didature ; and willalso cause voters to
look more sharply after the character of
the nominee.". Itis evident from this out-
-1ne of some of the staple positions of the
disputants that the question is a grave one,
and that there is very much to be said on

both sides. It.must be admitted that
when an elective officer is given a
wide appointing power, the admin-
istration of his. office will , de-
pend largely, if not altogether, upon
the character and motives of the
bodies which select. the candidates.

'
The

theory that the people can be trusted to
make wise selections in such cases is hardly
relevant, the fact being that as a rule the
people do not make selections at all, and
are only allowed the opportunity to choose
between the twoor perhaps three men who
have been put forward by anything but
open methods. 1 Bat it must' be pointed
out that if this is an objection it applies
alike to all elective offices, and that there-
fore it must apply to the substitution of
elections for appointments in the offices
now proposed to be put under the Mayor's
authority. The difficultyin the case, in
fact, seems to grow out ot the nature of
partisan machinery, which as things are
must take the precedence in controlling
force of whatever arrangements the fram-
ers of a charter can devise.

Inother words, itdoes not appear pos-
-1 sible to invent a municipal system which

may not be maladrainistered through the
dominance of corrupt political factions
outside of it. Suppose that the powers of

, the Mayor had been restricted, as they
\u25a0 now are, and all the officers of the local
', government had been made elective,

\u25a0 would that have given the taxpayers any
i additional security ! We cannot perceive I
' that it would have done so. The rule :

which can alone guarantee honest admin-
: iatration has been declared to Le the with- ;

drawal of ail opportunities for wrong- i

doing from public officials. According j
to this theory the law must j
consist of an elaborate schema of checks
and balances, and no power that can possi-

; bly be withheld must be allowed to any
man. Bat in this case there must be
power lodged somewhere, and the real
question is, where it can be safely lodged.
Itis urged by the opponents of the char- I
ter that under it a bad Mayor would I

be enabled to do a great deal of mischief.
Itseems to us that a bad Board of Alder-
men would be required also inorder to free
him from restraint. But if a faction
intent onlyon plunder, such as that which
supported the Tweed King in New York,
held the nominating machinery, it is diffi-
cult tosee what hope of good government
there would be, whether the Mayor held
the appointing power or whether all the
officers were elected. It may, again, be
granted that in many respects appoint-
ment is preferable to election, always pro-
vided that there is any guarantee
for the character of the appoint-
ments. With \u25a0 given candidate that
guarantee might exist, but here we are
dealing with an abstract consideration,
and itis impossible to foretell what man- !
ncr of candidates may be put forward.
There is therefore at bottom no impassable
gulf between the contestants on this point.
Bath possess strong positions, but neither j
are nearly so strong as they think them- j
selves. It is always possible that. bad government may supervene upon

Ithe best plans, bo long as all
iplans arc ultimately dependent upon'
partisan political machinery. The Mayor
who has the appointing power may be
an admirable officer. The Government all
whose members are elected may be satu-
rated withcorruption. The people of San
Francisco may ratify or reject the new
charter, but whatever decision they come

:to they will not really have settled the
character of their Government definitively,
since it is clear that the agencies which de-

. termine that in the long run are beyond
the reach of a popular vote, and can neither

ibe controlled nor settled by the deposition
of ballots.

THE NUDE IN ART, AND OUT OF ART.

A curious thing has just happened inSan
!Francisco. In the art exhibit at the Me-
chanics' Fair was a painting called

"
The

"Awakening," by a French artist. It
jrepresented a naked woman extended on a
conch, and it was a very faithfulstudy in
form and coloring. Objection wa3 made

jto this picture on tho ground that it was'indecent, and the Managers of the Fair
jtherefore caused it to be covered witha
curtain, but did not remove it. On Satur-
day night they resorted to the seemingly
practical test of taking a public vote on the
question whether itshould remain and be
exhibited, or lie temoved; and the vote .
resulted in a large majority for the reten- !
tion of the painting. So the picture of j
this naked woman is tobe exhibited hence- ;
forward without scruple, and the Man- j
agers are enabled to say that public opin- I
ion demanded the exhibition. Nevertheless

Wo
are called upon to.consider the effect of
such a picture upon _ common people, and
especially upon young people. Inorder to
ascertain the nature of this effect we must
learn what it is common people sec in
such a picture. And in the case under dis-
cussion this is not difficult, since there is,
for subject, simply and only a woman,
stark naked, lying"on a couch. 1 If
the nudity of the woman weie

subordinate ; "if it were but
''

a
necessity of some dramatic situation, or a
faithful rendering of some historical or

legendary episode ;or ifthe naked woman

were but an incident in a picture crowded
with other objects andifigures ;no doubt
itwould be possible to assume the exist-
ence inthe average spectator of some other
emotion than that which is excited by the
mere exhibition of female nudity. But
here there is nudity and nothing else. For
all:of technical and artistic gratification
which such a painting bestows is reserved
for the cultured few. The many see, and
can see, in it,neither more nor less than a

vividly,real . representation of a naked
woman in abed. We have no doubt at all
that it would bo easy to procure a very
largo vote inany considerable city,infavor
of such art exhibitions. Most men find a
pleasure in pictures of the kind, what-
they may pretend to the contrary. But
this is not the question. The question is
whether the managers of the Mechanics'
Fair do right in exhibiting such a
picture, and whether the exhibition
is morally defensible. To us it appears
that only injurious consequences can flow
from ruck an open recognition of the las-
civious tendencies of poor human nature.
For a picture of this kind speaks to those
tendencies alone, and we cannot believe
that they stand inany need of further
encouragement. We may say further
that a picture like this is not a fair illus-
tration of the legitimate use of

-
the nude

in art. Reliance upon nudity alone for
the attraction of a painting is not only bad
inmorals but in art. Its employment is
only admissible when it is redeemed by
the theme, and here there is no loftier
theme than M. /.da presents in the
kennel-photographs ofL'Assommoir. From
the study of such a painting there can
come only lewd imaginings and nasty sug-
gestions, and no matter how many people
approve its exhibition we must express
the opinion that the managers of the
Mechanics' Fair made a mistake in allow-
ing it to remain ; and a mistake the
greater in that they themselves had really
condemned it,by causing it to be covered

THE DEATH OF OURAY.

The death of Chief Ouray has apparently
occurred .very unseasonably for the con-
clusion of the treaty with the Utes. He
had a great influence over that tribe of
Indians, and hia exertions alone had pre-
vented the failure of all the negotiations
with them. But forhim they would have
gone to war long since, and it would have
coat a great expenditure to subdue them.
Ouray has, fortunately for himself, died in
time to avoid enduring the mortification
which the matter-of-course violation of
his treaty must have coat him. For itwould
be unreasonable to anticipate any better
faith on the part of the Government inthis
than inpreceding cases, and if the Utes,
notwithstanding Ouray's death, sign the
treaty, itmay be regarded as a foregone con-
clusion that it willbe trampled under foot
before ten years have passed.

THE SOUTHERN PACIFIC.

Progress of the New Transcontinental
Railway.

On the 23d instant the builders of the
Southern Pacific Railroad bad successfully
surmounted all the obstacles met in the
Dragoon mountains, and on the 2-lth com-
menced a livelyrace for XlPaso, over 200
miles from the end of the track, which itis
intended to reach in 100 working days, or
possibly a few days over. On the 14th
instant there were 12,200 feet of steel rails
laid; on the 2otb, 11.000; on the '-'(ith,
12,80 C—over two miles/and the greatest
distance ever laid inone day by the South-
ern Pacific— and on the 27th, 12,000 feett
At this rate the company will reach Xl
Paso with its road by Christmas. | The
road isnow completed and in running order
111.J, miles from Tucson, or 65} miles from
Benson. It is now 24] miles from the
boundary lineofNew Mexico,which willbe
reached in twelve days. Since January 26,
18S0, the company has built and put in
