VICTORIA, August 21»th.— The Indians from
Bella 'Bella, a village on the coast SIX) miles
north of this viae, bring particulars of the
probable total loss of the Hudson Buy Com-
pany's Kteamship Otter. The dispatches
state that the v»sel i-truck at half-past '2 A.
v.onthe morning of the 2l«t instant, on a
rock about five miles from llella Bella. The
shock was heavy, the occupants of the berths
being thrown violently out. The Captain
was lying down, and the mate bad the deck
at the time. The passengers and mails were
landed immediately. There were four passen-
gers on board, viz.: Mr.Duncan, ___£, Schultz
and daughter, Mr. Orfut and a white man
whose name is not given. Word was sent Mr.
Clayton, the company's agent at Bella Bella,
for assistance, which arrived promptly, and
allhands proceeded to laud the freight. The
vessel having gone on at high tide, slid offthe
rock as the tide receded, and immediately
filled with water. The cargo was heavy, con-
sisting of canned salmon from Inverness and
Aberdeen, and itis supposed .-aim. 'i; in bar-
rels from the Coras Dales fishery on Is'aas
river, besides furs and oil from the com-
pany's station on the coast. About 1,000
cases of salmon had been got out when the
steamer slid offthe rock. At high tide she
is entirely covered, but at low tide the main
deck is dry. The Captain hopes to get the
remainder of the cargo out ina damaged state
ifthe weather holds good, but he adds that
the position is one of great peril. Mr. Clay-
ton writes that the Bella Bella Indians
have stolen many . articles from the
steairer, and that they threaten to seize
allthe cargo that has been or may be sal-
vaged.
