Nothing can be plainer, from these two
hostile reports, than that he must have
said in substance what has been attributed
to him. The Democrats can take their
choice of the two speeches, but we do not
think they will find cue easier to explain
than the other. Wade Hampton told his
audience that the principles for which Lee
and Jackson died ars again on trial to-day.
What did he mean bythis ? What didhis
asdience understand him to mean ? They
did not see anything startling in]
what he said. It was merely a plain state-
ment of what they knew to be the fact so
far as they were concerned. The real i
question to be considered is not the phra-
seology in which Wade Hampton clothed !
his ideas on this occasion, but it is the I

THE HOME OF REPUDIATION.

The Democratic national platform adopt- ;
ed at Cincinnati, pledged the party, among ;

of the public faith, State and National.". j

As the only sure way to ascertain the ;

trustworthiness of professions is to find j
out how those who make them have acted |

inthe past, it is inorder to inquire what j
kindof a record the controlling elements of
the Democratic party -have :in this con-
nection. The controlling elements of ;the

Democracy are ths Southern elements ;and
itistherefore of the utmost importance to

allpractical men toknow how the South has
acted in regard to the maintenance of tlie
public faith, so far as it has had the op-
portunity to exhibit its disposition and
tendencies. Itis well known

*
that there

has been a tidal wave of repudiation inthe

Southern States during the past five or six
years, but the Southern press and speakers
have sought to justify this recourse by al-
leging that the Carpetbaggers plunged these
States into debt illegitimately, and that
the people were forced to choose between
repudiation and ruin. Fortunately.: for
the cause of truth the LouisvilleCourier-

Journal has recently undertaken to fortify

this view of the case by a series of auda-
ciously garbled statistical articles, the pur-

pose being to convey the impression that
the Southern repudiation had been con-
cerned with carpet

-
bagging fraudulent

debts alone. This has given the Boston
Advertiser an opportunity to analyze the
whole subject of Southern debts, and the
result is a showing which completely over-
throws the Courier-Journal's position, and
proves that by far the larger part of the
Southern repudiations have been resorted
to in the absence of any excuse,
good, bad or indifferent, and that
they can only be regarded as

wholly dishonest refusals to discharge
just and legitimate obligations. The total
amount of Southern repudiation thus far
aggregates the enormous amount of $250,-
--000,000. That immense sum has been
sponged off the slate arbitrarily. The most
solemn covenants have been disregarded,
the most binding pledges have been bro-
ken, ineffecting this process. No distinc-
tion has been made between debts incurred
prior to the war or during the war, and
those incurred subsequently. Repudiation
has been applied to the old debts as wellas
to the new, and it is perfectly apparent
that the sole motive for the shameful
measures resorted to was the desire of get-
ting free fromhonorable obligations. Take
the case of Virginia for example. At the
close of the war that State owed in round
numbers §35,000,000, together with a
large amount of interest arrearage, which
being funded in IS6G brought the total

debt up to §13,353,G79. The whole of this
debt was incurred by the people of Vir-
ginia, without any interference from out- I

side. No Carpetbaggers can be saddled
withthe responsibility for it. But never-
theless it is now proposed to repudiate at

least half of it, whilea powerful faction
demands that it shall all be repudiated.
In 1865 the debt of North Carolina was

over $14,000,000. Arrearage and funding
processes raised it to £22,000,000. Since
ISOS about $12,000,000 have been added.
But the repudiators have made no distinc-
tion between old and new liabilities.
North Carolina now pays interest on no |
more than $1,850,000.

The extent of -.the repudiation in the
South may be gathered from the follow-
ing exhibit of the amount of debts
in ISOo, and the amount, interest is
now paid on, in several States. Virginia
owed in ISO") $32,000,000 ; she pays inter-
est now on 012,000. Tennessee in1805
owed $20,000,000 ; she pays interest now
on §1,305,000. Alabama in 1805 owed

--500. In Louisiana bonds were issued at 8
per cent. They are now being paid on at
the rate of '2 per cent. In North
Carolina C per cent, was promised,
and 4 per cent, is paid. In Alabama
S per cent, was promised, and 2 per
cent, is paid. Out of a total indebtedness
of 51U0.000.000 the South has in fact repu-
diated $252,000,000, and on the remaining
$58,000,000 it is paying from 1to 4 per
cent, interest, having pledged itself origin-
allyto pay from li to 8 per cent. Making
every allowance for C'arpctbaggism, it is
only too plain that there has been and still
is a dominant desire to escape all the
Southern State debts by repudiation, and
that this desire is not the offspring cf dis-
gust at corruption, but that it has its ;
origin in a strong popular disinclina- |
tion to face the legitimate respon- j
sibilities of life, and to maintain
community credit honorably. No country
has ever given to the world such a specta- I
cle of dishonored obligations as the South i
has presented. Ithas shown itself to be i

entirely wanting in that sense of responsi-
bilitywhich is one of the surest accom-
paniments of progressive civilization. Even
its plea of Carpetbaggism is a shuffling
one. New York was plundered by the
Tweed Ring far more mercilessly than any
Southern State was ever robbed by Car-
petbaggers, but New York has never
dreamed of repudiation. Her people are
not less sensitive than those of the South,
but they know that any burden is more
tolerable than that of community dishonor,
and so they bear their losses with courage
rather than get rid of them at the sacrifice
of their credit and good name. The point
to be most seriously considered, however,
is the claim of the South to control the
national finances. It is this repudiating
section which asks to be intrusted with
the obligations of the United States. It
is this repudiating section which coolly
pledges itself to

"
the strict maintenance

"of the public faith. State as wellas na-"tional," and which thinks the Northern
people willshut their eyes to it3financial
history, and take it at its word.

WHAT ARE THEIR PRINCIPLES ?

Does any man know what rational or
iacceptable principles the Democrats advo-
cate to-day! So far as can be ascertained
from the course of their press their entire

stock in trade consists in personal slander
against the Republican candidates. No
measures of statesmanship are advocated
by them, nor have any such measures been
urged by the Democrats in Congress. If
wo turn to them to see what their party
stands for, vve shall find that they have
done nothing since they went into power
but endeavor to remove all impediments to
the perpetration of election frauds.

They have neither lightened'
the public burden, nor done anything to

!revive 2national prosperity. All their
plausible professions have been professions
only. Alltheir positive actions have been
at war with their professions. There is no
genuine principle of any salutary kind in,

support of which Democratic action can be
shown. On the contrary, the party has
without shame openly repudiated its own'
avowed doctrines whenever by so doing
it could gain a little political favor.
At this moment, though it^.is
pledged by its national platform to strict
maintenance of the public faith, and to

honest money, it is making alliances
right and left with the wildest currency

fanatics, repudiators and avowed ene-
mies to the public credit. Nor is this
at all new in the Democratic history,
but ithas been exhibiting the same hypoc-
risy, the same callous indifference to prin-
ciple, for years. Its adoption of Han-

cock has no more significance as indicating
any change of heart than ;its adoption of
Greeley had. In both cases it stultified
itself for the sake of political capital. No
Democrat can tell to-day what his party
exists for, beyond the lust for office. The
truth is that it is the tail to the Southern
kite, ami has no other mission than to fill
the mouths of its votaries with public pap,
and to fulfillthe behests of the Southern
hierarchy.

AN ILLUSTRATION OF STATES RIGHTS.

A Virginian named Fond was arrested
for selling whisky without a license. A
colored man named Davis was summoned
as a witness, and testified to the fact.
Thereupon Pond sued out a summons
against Davis, and had the case transferred
to another county. The charge was so
flimsy that the Justice of the Peace dis-
missed it. Then Pond had Davis arrested
again, this time on an equally groundless
charge of petit larceny, and haling him
before a reliable Bourbon justice of the
Peace, the latter convicted him, and forth-
with sentenced him to be imprisoned six
months, and to receive thirty-nine lashes.
The animus of the sentence was shown by
the statement of the Justice of the Peace
that he proposed to teach defendjfct a les-
son for reporting White Democrats to the
United States authorities. Davis is said
to have been far gone in consumption when
he received his flogging. His imprison-
ment was evidently arranged to prevent
him from appearing before the United
States Commissioner when Pond's case
comes up. Thus we find a man perse-
cuted, flogged and imprisoned in Virginia,
nominally one of the States of the Union,
for having testified in a United States
Court. This is a good illustration of the
vindication of States Bights, but we would
like to know what the United States pro-
pose to do about it. Obviously to tolerate
such outrages -passively is to encourage
those who are already only too willingto

Iperpetrate them.

rulers. - There are so many of thees that
anything likea formidable collapse ofBritish
power in Afghanistan might encourage
quite extensive insurrection, and though
it is hardly possible that such an uprising
could be successful it might cost many
trillions sterling to suppress it. The speed ]
with which any important news is sent
from tribe to tribe and even from country
to country inIndia has often perplexed the
officials. The people have a system of
native telegraphy something similarto that
employed by the Indians, and their intelli-
gence is both sure and quick. They are
always on the watch, and the vast
population of India is kept in peace far
more by the prestige of the British than by
the force actually capable of being em-

ployed in the repression of insurrections.
For this reason a serious reverse to the
Government arms menaces the peace of
the whole Empire.

DOMESTIC NEWS.

New ll.ttlroad Bridge Over Ihe Missouri—
formal Test of Ihe Mrurture.

-Omaha; August 80th.
—

A formal test of !
the new railroad bridge joining the Chicago, j
Burlington and CJnincy and U. and M.rail- j
roads at Plattsmouth, IS miles below Omaha, j
took place this morning, and was witnessed I
by a large crowd of farmers, who turned out
with teams and families, and over 2,000 per- i

sons were present. At 1* o'clock a special
train, containing prominent officials of the
C, B. and Q. frbm Chicago arrived at
Pacific Junction, and shortly afterwards
crossed over the bridge -to the Nebraska
side. It was followed by a B. and M. spe-
cial, with the B. and M. officials from Oma-
ha, which crossed the bridge early this morn-
ing, aud met tho officers of the Burlington
road. As the trains t'nished crossing, eight
heavy engines of the 0., B. and Q. road ap-
proached the eastern span of the bridge, and
crossing slowly to tho . east .span .tin sec-
tions of four, waited for the word to couple.
At

'
a given isignal all of the eight

engines joined themselves on the -100 foot
eastern span, making a teat weight of 440
tons, distributed over 320 feet of the span.
The result waa a magnificent proof of the
solidity of the structure. The engineers then
measured the deflection, and a photograph
was taken of the bridge at the moment the
teat was taken. The engines then moved to
the second span, where the trial proved
equally satisfactory, and the all-steel bridge
across the Missouri river at Plattsmouth was j
declared open. The test was more satisfac- j
tory than was anticipated. The deflection
from a level, when the immense weight of j

j 410 tons waa placed upon the span, was only
three inches, and when the engines were re-

!moved the bridge resumed its original posi- j
tion. The bridge ia built of iron and steel,
and is 3,000 feet long. Itconsists of1,440 feet
of an iron viaduct joined to

'
three-deck

spans 200 feet inlength, and west of that, to-
ward the Nebraska shore and over the river
proper, are two spans of 400 feet each, all
steel trusses. There is a cut through the
bank on the Nebraska Bide of, in some places.
60 feet deep. The piers of the bridge rise 80
feet above the low-water mark, and sink 30
feet below the level of the river. The bridge
was constructed by the Keystone Bridge
Company of Philadelphia' George S. Mor-
rison. was the chief engineer, H.W. Park- .
hurst first assistant, and C. B. Schneider in
charge of the construction.' The coat of the

; bridge was 8000,000, and a year's time was
consumed in its construction.

ket value of this huge mass of ventures is
thus 8 per cent, of their capitalization. Tho
stocks are celling, on an average, at 92 per
cent, below par. .Such a method of financing
a large branch of enterprise puts the men who
are engaged in itin a most ludicrous aspect
before the public. Itis inevery sense a fail-
ure. If those engaged in milling ventures
imagine they can come here and repeat the
frauds which arc driving mining capital out
of San Francisco, they must expect to retire
withdisgust anil disappointment.
