RicaMoxD (Va.), August 31lst.—This city

! was visited last night by one of the fiercest

storms ever known in this section. For two
hours rain fell in torremts, accompanied by
almost incessant thunder and lightning.
The rush of water in the streets was so great
that Sheock’s Creek, in the lower part of the
city, was swolien to an angry torreut, which
overflowed its banks and flooded the whole
vicinity. Many cellars were filled, and the
buildings bordering on the c¢reek inundated,
The occupants, mostly colored, were awak-
ened by the rush of water into their houses,
and the scene in the neighborhood of the
swollen stream was terrible. Women and
children were at the windows holding lamps
and screaming for help. The night was
pitchy dark, and often cries were heard from
points where no one could be seen. Men
waded about in the water saving the lives of
members of their families, while their prop-
erty was being washed away. Merchants
also sustain a considerable loss by the flood-
ing of their cellars. In other parts of the
city the streets were badly washed and sev-
eral bridges in the suburbs swept away.
Ligltning struck in several places, but no
serious damage was done. No loss of life is
yet reported. The storm covered an exten-

| sive area of country, and did some damage.
