THAT NAVAL DEMONSTRATION.
There is renewed talk of the naval de-

monstration which has been threatened so

vaguely during the past two months by the
European Powers, as a means of compel-
ling the Porto to fulfill the provisions of
the Treaty of Berlin. The most curious
circumstance about it is that nobody ap-
pears to have any definite idea concerning
the nature of the proposed demonstration.
Apparently itis believed that ifa number
of ships of war sail up tothe Dardanelles,
and there go through certain naval ma-
neuvers, at the same firingblank cartridges
and displaying a great quantity of parti-
colored bunting, the Sultan and his advisers
willat once perceive the follyof further
resistance, the Albanians willrecognize the
futilityof objecting to the cession of Dul-
cigno, and everything willgo smoothly. It
is true that naval demonstrations do not
always end so peaceably. The last one on

record resulted in the famous battle
of Navarino, and the destruction of the
Turkish fleet. Precisely what justification
existed for that very high-handed act his-
tory has never succeeded in showing with
complete clearness. It seems, however,
that tho present demonstration is at least
intended to be purely pacific, and because
of this intention skeptical people insist on

asking what possible good it can effect.
The Saltan of course knows very wellthat
the formidable-looking ironclads willnot
fireshot and shell, and that they are only
meant to make a show of force. Perhaps
ho also knows that there is not enough
accord between the Powers to unite them
on any scheme of actual coercion. That
the demonstration may take place we hope,
simply because we have a natural curiosity
to see how itwiilbe arranged, but that it
willhave any practical effect upon the
events now transpiring in Turkey we do
not believe.

A TRANSPARENT FRAUD.

On Tuesday last some fourteen men

assembled in this city and went through
the mock forms of holding a convention
for the purpose of nominating a candidate
for Congress. The so-called convention
styled itself a

"
Workingmen's Congres-

sional Convention," and the littlesquad
of Democrats styled themselves "dele-
gates." They held no credentials from
conventions nor from primary elections,
but they met with all the solemnity possi-
ble to delegates with live oonstitaencies
behind them. After mature deliberation
they hatched a platform full of very ordi-
nary greenback imbecility, and nominated \u25a0

WHAT THE SOUTH WANTS.

The solid South, aided iby the Northern
Democracy, seeks to gain control of: the
National Government.' Those who imagine
that if this :ambition was gratified there
would be nothing to apprehend from the
change, have studied :the situation with
littlecare. Itis not onlythe establishment
of the State Rights doctrine that issought,
though that implies the destruction of free
institutions inlten States of , tbe Union.
There are pecuniary claims of the most ex-
travagant kind lurkingbehind the present
Democratic positions, and itwouldbe fatu-
ous to take it for granted that these would
not or could not be pressed ifa Democratic
Administration were inpower to ratifythe

measures of a Democratic Congress. Itis
notorious that scores of millions :of
dollars are already claimed by South-
ern people on various pretenses growing
out of the rebellion, but it is not so
generally known that an intention to

demand payment* for every slave set free

by Lincoln's emancipation proclamation
exists at the South. That this is no vague
fancy is proved by documentary evidence
of the strongest kind. Years ago the ex-
slave owners took the precaution to file
withtheir County Clerks affidavits setting
forth the number and description of the
human chattel which they possessed at

the time of the emancipation. The New
York Tribune has just printed one of
these documents, taken from the official
records of Chatham count)', Georgia. . It
deposes that one Isaac M.Marsh, a resi-
dent of Savannah, Georgia, was inposses-
sion of sixteen slaves, whose names and
descriptions are appended, "at the time

they were Emancipated and made
"free by the United States Gov-
"ernment." The purpose of such
records is obvious, and it is well
ascertained that they have been filed all
through the South. Nor is this all. Mr.
Edward McPher3on writes to the Tribune
saying that "even in Maryland the con-
"tiagencyof a possible payment by the"

United States for the loss of slave proper-
"ty has been carefully provided for. In
"the present constitution (adopted mISG7
"by a convention unanimously 'Conser-"'

vative
'

and Democratic) two important
"sections forecast the future." He then

quotes the sections, which are as follows:
"Sec. 37. The General Assembly shall
"pass no law providing for payment by"

this State for slaves emancipated from
"servitude in this State; but they shall

adopt such measures as they may deem"expedient to obtain from the United"
States compensation for such slaves, and"
to receive and distribute the same equita-"
b.y to the persons entitled. Sec.

"46. The General Assembly • shall have"
power to receive from the United States

"any grant or donation of land, money or"
securities, for any purpose designated by"
the United States, and shall administer i

"and distribute the same according to the
"conditions of the said grant." As this j
provision was made after the adoption of j
the Fourteenth Constitutional Amendment,
itis evident that the Maryland Constitu-
tional Convention did not regard that
amendment as an insuperable obstacle to
the securing of compensation for the
liberated slaves. And in fact evidence is not
wanting ofa matured scheme for breaking
down that barrier, which only- needs a

Democratic administration to give it
operative force.

The Northern peoplo are perhaps too
prone to regard tho constitutional amend-
ments as absolutely impregnable. It is

necessary, however, to point out that
there has alway3 been a considerable body
of Democratic lawyers who refused to
recognize or admit their validity, and it
is perfectly clear that if at any time the
character of the United States Supreme
Court was changed by the addition to that

body of a preponderating Democratic ele-
ment, the nullification of the amendments
would at once become not onlypossible but
probable. But itis demonstrable that such
an alteration in the Supreme Court has
already been not merely contemplated, but j
proposed. A billnow pending before one j
of the House committees provides for the j
addition of twelve new Judges to the

Supreme Bench. If Hancock is elected I
President he willhave the appointment of
these Judges, and being, as he certainly
willbe, under the control of the Southern I
politicians, no doubt can be entertained of !
his willingness to put on the bench men I
who could be relied upon to clear the

way for the Southern Claims. Here
then we have a perfectly consistent and
well-defined plan to secure payment for
the slaves. The latter numbered some
four millions, and were valued on an aver-
age at $500 each. The sum would there-
fore equal the war debt, and yet that is
but one of the Southern claims. That

it willbe urged in the event of Democratic
success we do not think any sane man can
doubt. The idea of abandoning it has
never been entertained by the South. The
record cited above was filed as long ago as

1674, and many similar records antedate
that. The South has looked forward
steadily to the time when this claim
could be brought forward. It has, as
we have shown, been provided for in at
least one State Constitution. The proposed
reorganization of the Supreme Court indi-
cates the persistency with which the
purpose is being followed up. It is one
of tho influences which have made the
South solid. No doubt the Northern
Democratic leaders expect to share the
plunder, but they can be trusted not to
raise any objections to the scheme. The
evidence for this intended raid upon the
Treasury is as clear and strong as anything

can possibly be, and we do not see how
thinkingmen, in the light of tho facts we
have here advanced, can doubt the reality
of the danger which is involved in the pos-
sibility of a Democratic success at the
polls.

THE WHISKY RING FRAUDS.

An account of tho whisky ring frauds
by the ex-convict McDonald, one of the
perpetrators of them, has been '

prepared
for use as a Democratic campaign docu-
ment. Itdoes not require much reflection
to perceive that it is totally irrelevant.
The whisky ring frauds were condemned
when they were discovered, by the Repub-
lican party.

'
The leading press of that

party was the first to denounce them, and
most insistent in demanding the punish-
ment of the culprits. The whole mass of
corruption connected with them was in-
dignantly repudiated by the party. The
rank and file showed their disgust by vot-
ing the Democratic ticket in the succeed-
ing elections. Itwas through that reac-
tion, and not through any merit of their
own, that the Democrats made the only
gains they have achieved since the rebell-
ion. Ths Republican party shook itself
clear of the thieves, and proceeded to elect
men whose conduct of the jGovernment
has been absolutely unimpeachable. The
character of.the present Administration is
the best answer that can be made toDemo-'
cratic talk about tho whisky frauds. No
Republican will defend. or excuse \u25a0 these

frauds, but
'
every intelligent jRepublican j

will point ;;to the ;- self-evident \u25a0\u25a0 proof
that his:party has shown the capacity ,to

purify. itself, - and that it has since then
given the country the most honest and
efficient Administrationithas ever enjoyed.
Assuredly the Democrats can' produce no

such ".certificate of the capacity of. their
party for reform within itself. Since they
have held control of Congress their course
has been marked by a series of scandals,

each more outrageous than the last. The
attempts to repeal the election laws, the
Garcelon fraud, the .tis3ue ballots, have
shown how little they were capable .of

!purifying themselves, and :how hopelessly
they were dominated by their worst ele-
ments." The Whisky Ring frauds can be
used for all they are worth, but they are

worth nothing. They onlyrecall wrongs
which have been "- redressed, : corruption
which has been eliminated, rascality which
has been banished. Ifthe Democrats expect
to make a point against their opponents
they willhave to discover something wrong
in the Administration now in office, and
that they have vain'y endeavored to do.

M. LESSEPS TO THE FRONT AGAIN.

M. Lesseps appears tobe a natural Dem-

Thus far all his efforts to float his canal
scheme have failed, and this fact is as well
known in San Francisco as inLondon or
Paris. Yet we find him or his agents in-
ditingairy dispatches to the effect that a
"syndicate" of bankers in \u25a0San Francisco
and New York has taken up the project,
and that it is now an assured financial suc-
cess. We cannot perceive the utilityof
this kind of canard. It is not true that
any bankers of San Francisco have sub-
scribed to his canal scheme. We do not

believe that any New Yorkbankers have
done so. . It is notorious that tho capital-
ists of Paris and Yicnna and Berlin and
London and other continental money-
centers have refused to have anything to

do with the enterprise, and certainly it is

very unlikely that any of them willbe
drawn into it against their judgment by

the publication of statements whoso reck-
less inaccuracy cannot be concealed more

than a few days. No doubt itisvery diffi-
cult forM. Lessep3 to admit even to him-

self that his interoceanic canal threatens to

be a failure ;but that is the aspect the
affair wears at present, and the world fully
realizes the true nature of the situation.
Itis to be feared that the Count has very

imprudent advisers, or that he is too
prone to put confidence in the talent for
exaggeration and romancing whichhe un-

doubtedly possesses.

JUDGE FAWCETT VINDICATED.

fullyindorsed by those who knew Judge
Fawcett best.

Massachusetts Democratic Stale Conven-
tion.

Worcester, September Ist.—The Demo-
cratic State Convention was called to order
to-day by Colonel John H. French, who
made a brief speech, congratulating the
Democratic party on its unity. The Demo-
cratic party of Massachusetts," here and now,
turned its back on allpast dissensions, which
should disappear. He congratulated them
upon the unblemished character of the Cin-
cinnati nominees. SfcF*

Mayor MoCafferty, of Worcester, was
chosen temporary Chairman.

General Butler here entered the hall,
whereupon the Convention sprang to its feet
and cheered continuously, for which token of
respect Gen. Butler bowed an acknowledg-
ment.

As the Mayor was conducted to the chair
the bark of a dog joined in the plaudits, and
caused him to remark that geese cackled
when Rome was saved, and that this might
be a good omen, lie congratulated the
Democrats that the day had come to redeem
the country from the blunders of the Repub-
lican party.

The usual committees were appointed, and
the Convention called for a speech from But-
ler, and was greatly disappointed when the
Chairman objected.

The Committee on Permanent Organiza-
tion reported P. A. Collins for Chairman of
the Convention, and he •was i chosen. _ He
made a twenty minutes' speech, amid great
applause. :.0.;?

Tarbox offered a resolution that a joint
committee of thirty, from Fanueil Hall and
Mechanics' Hall Conventions, be appointed,
to constitute the Democratic State Commit-
tee until January Ist, and that they take the
place of the committees of those two Conven-
tions.

Adelegate protested against the resolution,
but it was overwhelmingly adopted.

There are 425 delegates present, and no
contests.

Arecess was taken.
Upon reassembling ex-Governor William

Gaston was named as a candidate for Gov-
ernor.

Mr. Allen opposed the nomination, and
much confusion ensued, during which Allen
was choked off. j

Amotion of Tarbox was adopted to proceed
at once to ballot. ...

Brady moved as an amendment that Butler
be nominated by acclamation. [Loud cheers
and confusion.]

The Chairman introduced General Butler,
who made an emphatic statement, (hat he
would not be a candidate. 'He said :

"
This

is my position before the country :First, I
have come tut from the Republican party,
and Ihave stated my reasons for it. Ifthose
reasons wouldhave any weight with the pub-
lic, they should have been the result of ear.
ful thought and nol a bid for office. Second,
ifIdid stand as a candidate, men would talk
about my changing ideas, and the remit
would be injurious to the united party. L»t
me fight one year in the ranks, or three,
four or five years, if necessary. One
other reason Iwillstate to you, for you have
sought by the aid of the Democratic party to
reform abuses in the State. A portion of the
Democrat^, for honest reasons, have opposed
this use of the Democratic party,' but Itrust
they have done so with no considerable
amount of bitterness. Ihave learned that it
is impossible to accomplish the work in view
witha united Democracy until that party,
moved by the principles of Jefferson and
Hancock, presents a solid front to the oppo-
sition. There were some feelings in those
contests, but they hive paired away frommy
mind, and Ihope they willpass away from
others." f'-v.

After a short and noisy discussion as to
whether General Butler should have time to
address the Convention on other than busi-
ness questions before the voting ior the nomi-
nee began, the Chairman called for a vote on
suspending the rules and allowing Butler to
speak. Z'ffifi.

The vote was nearly unanimous.for it.
General Butler then made a ppeech, pre-

senting the superior advantages to the coun-
try of a Democratic over a Republican Ad-
ministration.

To this
proposition Korster, Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, replied that he was willingto make the
registration billa Government measure next
year, but that he could not adopt Parnell's
suggestion, which could only be resorted to
in " extreme cases. Parneli, therefore, ob-
jected to the second reading of the appropria-
tion bill, which objection, according to the
forms of procedure, postpones the billuntil
to-morrow, thus adding a day to the session.
Germany Going Itack to Silver Currency.

London, September lit.—The Timet says :
The Imperial Bank of Germany is still pay-
ing gold for its notes in Berlin, but not in
Bremen or Hamburg. This stoppage of gold
payments is sufficiently significant. It
need surprise nobody should Germany be
forced to resort to silver everywhere as a legal
tender. Gild and silver in Imperial Ger-
many are not distinguished in the weekly re-
turns, but it is currently reported that the
stock of gold is really verysmall.

A Berlin dispatch to tho Post says appre-
hensions of impending charge in the German
currency are increasing. Itis said Bismarck
fan rs the re-introduction of bimetallic cur-
rency.
