
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
En Routs to Folsom.— Yesterday Charles

Sprout, alias Michael MoCarty, and Charles
15. Wood*, of this city, passed through from
Woodland, en route for the Folsom State
Prison, in charge of Sheriff Kahm, under

sentence of one year each for burglar}' com-

mitted up the river in Yolocounty by steal-
ing 1,000 sacks out of a building and a boat,
with which they got away with their plun-
der. The owner of the property at the time
of the burglary followed up the trail con-
necting them with it and found the property
secreted ia the brush by thu river, where it
had been carried from the boat. The parties
were soon after discovered, and Woods de-
clared he could not be taken, and started to
diaw a revolver, when the owner of the
etoleu property struck him with his fist in
the auricular region, leveling him with the
ground in the vicinity, and it was thought at
first had saved the expense of a trial by hav-
ing broken his neck. He soon, however, dis-
appointed bis pursuer by unnecessarily re-
suming life, but adjourned all further resist-
ance. They wero taken to Woodland, when
Ihey pleaded guilty and were sentenced as
above stated. Sprout gave the name of Mike
McCarty. and it was not known to be an
alias until the Sheriff reached this city with
him yesterday en route to FoUom, when he
was at once recognized by the police as
Charles Sprout, of this city. They are both
well-known to the jtolice, having been pre-
viously sent up for a term in San Quentin
from this county.

The Bbabos Why.

The proclamation of
Governor Perkins, declaring September Oth
a legal holiday, gives these reasons for the

action taken :
"

Whereas petitions have been
received by me from the cities of San Fran-
cisco, Sacramento and Oakland, signed by
the leading citizens thereof, and personal re-
quests have been made to me by citizens
from different portions of the State, asking
that Thursday, the Oth day of September, be
declared a legal holiday, itbeing the thirtieth
anniversary ot the admission of California
into tho Union ; and, whereas, the law re-
quires the State troops to parade on that
day, and as stated by the petitioners, most of
the young men who are members of com-
panies are so employed that unless the occa-
sion is made a legal holiday they cannot par-
ticipate in the parade; and, whereas, his
Excellency, the President of the United
States, iiexpected to arrive on that date, a
just senna of propriety and respect to the
Chief Magistrate of tlie nation would seem
to demand from us some such recognition ;
now, therefore, I, George C. Perkins, Gov-
ernor of the State of California, by authority
of the poorer vested in me, do hereby appoint
Thursday, the 9:h day of September, 1689, a
public holiday, and earnestly request that all
riusiness he suspended on that day throughout
the Slate, and that ths citizens thereof de-
vote themselves to rational pleasures and en-
joyments.

low are given figures of assessment val-

ues for 18S0, as appear in reports on file with

the State Board of Equalization. About all
the Assessors have filedtheir reports. Buthe Assessors have filedtheir reports. Bat

very few have been found correct, and the

Auditors' reports sent in subsequently have

been taken as the basis of calculations. Even"
these reports were as full of errors as those

of the Assessors, and ithas been only with
the greatest difficulty that the Board and its

clerk have been able tomake county officers
understand what itwas necessary for the As-
sessors and Auditors to report, inorder toar-
rive at the facts desired by the

inorder
Theset the facts desired by the Board. These

facts are not all required by the law to be re-
ported, and some of the officers, aware of this,
have sent back in response to the requests
of the Board letters which are not to
be characterized as otherwise than unman-
nerly. In a few cases absolute refusal has
been made to give the statistical returns
asked fir. Very few of the calculations
made by Assessors and Auditors have been
found correct, the errors amounting to from
$300,000 to $1,000,000 in several reports.
These errors arise mainly from misapprehen-
sion inregard to the return of mortgage and
trust deed value.", the deductions from really
and personalty, the deductions fur unse-

cured debts, and the proper return of the
assessed value of solvent credits. The
following table presents the totals of five
counties inwhich accurate and full, or .very
nearly full,reports, as desired, have been ob-
tained. Part of the table is drawn from Au-
ditors' and part from Assessors' reports, and
itembraces all the reports, the calculations
of which have been proven by experts. Of the
remainder, publication will be made from
day to day, as completed. The exhibit will
be found to be oneof much value to reflecting

taxpayers. There is given, wherever compari-
son is possible, the figures from the reports
for 1870, that such comparative value as they
possess may be availed of. In those columns
where no date appears, itis to be understood
that the report is of this year :

RECEPTION OF THE PRESIDENT.

The Citizens' Committee, appointed to ar-
:range for the .reception of the President of
the United States, met at the Court-house
last evening, Mayor Turner presiding. Pres-
ent—Senator Newton Booth, George ;Cad-
walader, O.H. Cummings, A. P. C.itlin, T.
M.Lindley, I.N. Hoag, J. H. Carroll, W.
A.Henry, Albert Gallitin,James I.Felter,
D.Lubin, C. H. Hubbard, Wm. H.Mills,
H. M. Larue, James McClatehy, Trustee
Jerome C. Davis. Adjutant-General Backus,
Superintendent Pratt, Supervisor Wilson. ,

Inbehalf of Fred. Cox, one of the com-
mittee, it was announced that illness pre-
vented his attendance, but that he wouldact
cordially with the committee.
In behalf of \V. C. Hopping, one of the

commit it waa stated that he was absent
because of temporary indisposition, but
would act with the committee heartily here-
after.

The matter of the date of the President's
arrival was discussed, and statements made
by General Backus and Superintendent
Pratt, and it was finally arrived at that the
present plan of the excursionists is to arrive
hereon the -9th, but at what hour in the
forenoon is not now known, but willbe some
forty-eight hours inadvance. The desire of
the San Francisco and Oakland Reception
Committees is to have the party arrive at
Oakland at 11 A.M.,at the Sixteenth-street
station, where be will be received, Should
the party approach this coast at a date too
early for that plan, Senator Sharon will
escort itto Virginia;otherwise is willcome
on direct.

The meeting, by resolution, requested the
President of the State Agricultural Society
to act with and accompany its committee to
the State line to welcome the President.

Governor Perkins came in during the
meeting, and in response to the Chair, ac-
ceded to the request to accompany the com-
mittee to the State line, and act as its Chair-
man, and welcome the Presidential party on
the eastern borders of the State. That com-
mittee now consists of Governor Perkins,
Mayor Turner, Senator Booth aud President
11. M.Lirue.

Mr.Larue being called upon relative to his
visit to Governor Stanford, stated that sev-
eral of the officers and Directors of the State
Board of Agriculture had called upon Gov-
ernor Stanford, and requested him in behalf
of the Board and the citizens of Sacramento,
to act as special host to the Presidential
party during its stay in Sacramento. The
Governor replied that he felt a great delicacy
about doing so. He said ha had been spoken
to about it,and had given a qualified reply.
He did not wish to assume to himself to ask
the President .to be his guest. Mr.Larue
responded that the Board and citizens were

Prepared toreceive and entertain the party,
but none of the Board bad a mansion
adapted, and the request was made
by the people of Sacramento and
by the Hoard, because of the well-
known hospitality of Governor Stanford, his
known willingness to oblige, and because,
having been Governor o: the State of Cali-
fornia, and an old citizen of the capital city,
it was deemed eminently proper. Where-
upon Governor Stanford said that if it was
the request of the citizens and the Board, and
he was invited in their behalf, he would
cheerfully come to Sacramento and entertain
the Presidential party in his home, with such
hospitality as became a citizen of California
and the guests the city of Sacramento was to
receive. v f-_'-.

. Mr.McClatchy, at the conclusion of the
statement of Mr. Larue, moved, and itwas
adopted unanimously, that the committee, on
behalf of the citizens cf Sacramento, request
Governor Leland Stanford to act as special
host in their behalf tothe President and his
party, and entertain them at his residence.

The matter was then discussed as to whit
should be the procedure on the passage of the
party through the city on the 9th instant,

1and itwas finallyagreed that the public ac-
knowledgment of the coming of the Presi-
dent should be entirely informal, all cere-
mony being reserved until his formal recep-
tion on the 21st and 22d. Put itwas agreed
that if the hour of arrival on the 9th is ap-
propriate that notice be given and the people
requested to assemble at the depot, and th.it
the President be introduced to the people ;
that to that en 1 Superintendent Pratt be re-
quested to have the depot cleared of cars, if
possible, that the people may assemble there-
in ;that a band of mu-ic be euiaged to be
present, and proper salutes be fired; al o
that a car be prepared and properly decorated,
whichmay serve as a rostrum and that the
whole of these possible arrangements be com-
mitted to the discretion ol a committee,
which the Chair named as follows: gorge
Cadwalader, AlbertGallatin and T. M.Lind-
ley. it wa understood that the Welcoming
Committee, which goes out to the State line,
willgive tho President a cordial and informal
welcome to the State, and that no set speech-
making willbe expected, the welcome being
like that of a host who greets a coming friend
at the threshold of his home.

Allthe matters connected with the f.rmal
reception of the President on his visit to the
city on the '2Ut were postponed until the
next meeting, and an adjournment was then
had subject to the callof Mayor Turner.

The committee desire it stated that citi-
zens who wish to contribute flora! offerings or
California fruits to be presented to the Presi-
dential party, should send them to some
member of tha committee the evening before
the arrival on the 9th, or early on the morn-
ing of that day.

THE COMIBG Encampment.
—

A detach-
ment composed of one from each of the city
companies of the First Artillery Regiment
went down on the steamer yesterday,
accompanying the tents and to aid in
erecting them, and preparing the grounds.
Lieutenant Neary, who is to act as llcgi-

ineutal Quartermaster during the encamp-

ment, left on the afternoon train so as to
have the traps from San Francisco ready to
take over to Alameda with those taken from
here, upon their arrival. Three of the Na-
poleon guns were taken down yesterday,
accompanied by a detachment in Charge, and
one more Napoleon and two Gatling guns
will be taken with tha regiment. This
evening there will.bo a muster of the
various companies, to ascertain definitely
how many willgo. Itis expected that there
willbe at least fifty in each company who
will take pait in the encampment. The out-
ride companies, which are expected to arrive
on to-morrow forenoon, will be met at tie
depot by officers of the city companies, as it
would be impracticable for tl.e companies to
meet them as organizations in parade, since
they willarrive on different trains during the
forenoon. •The steamer Apache, which will
take the regiment to the Bay, willbe held
here til! 1:30 P. M., and upon reaching^ the
Bay willgo to her usual landing at San Fran-
cisco wharf, where allwill remain on board
tillmorning. Tliey will then take the Ala-
meda feriy to Alameda, where their camp
and first soldier breakfast willbe ivreadiness
for their reception and attention.

Sound Reasons ifob .;. Closing;Early.—

The closing of our stores at 7- o'clock P. M,

has given :riseito!some :speculation -as tc
our motive for so doing. Believing that the
public are entitled toan explanation, and also
believing that by thispublication wemay give
our thoughts and experiences to others to
whom they may be of benefit shall pro-
ceed. .Before doing so, however, we wish to
refute the erroneous opinions and speculations
of interested and disinterested persons, as it
willenable us to make ourselves more clearly
understood. In the first place, economy in
gas billshas been put forth as a motive. ;We
shall have no difficulty in proving this sup-
position to be without foundation. .For argu-
ment's sake, letus say that ourgas billamounts
to $250 per month, whichsum isnearly double
the real cost. Ifwe were to keep open 1until
say 8 o'clock p. M., we should burn gas on an

average three hours per night. . Multiplying
this amount by twenty-six (the number of
business days in a month), and we find that
we wouldin the course of a month burn gas
for seventy-eight hours. By dividing §250

by 7S, we ascertain that the cost is a
fraction over S3 20 per hour; but, as we

stated before, this is nearly double the real
average cost. To chow clearly that there is
no truth ia the assertion that we close our

stores because we would save on gas bill,we

shall continue :Divide the S3 20 between

the five stores, and the result is 01 cents to
each store per hour. Therefore, it is not
more than the cost of lighting any other first-
class retail store in the city. Now, does it
pay the others to keep open ': It certainly
dues, else they wouldclose. We believe that
itii scarcely necessary for us to demonstrate
that ifit pays other stores, which scarcely
have more than a customer or so in them be-
tween the hours of 7 and 8, that it would
pay us, especially when our stores are
visited by many people at almost all hours.
From statistics takeu during 1579, we ascer-
tain that in an ordinary week, when trade
was quiet, our sales between 7 and 8 o'clock
p. M. averaged §100 per night, omitting
Saturday?, making 8500 per week; $2,000
per month ;or $24,000 per year. Now, were
we to strike an average this year, aqd take
into consideration the better facilities, larger

space, increased stock and increased trade,
and not forgotting totake into consideration
tlie busy season, we repeat that taking all
these facts into consideration, the result, would
perhaps exceed the amount given to a con-
siderable extent ;thus showing that our gas
bills have no bearing whatever upon this
subject. The second assertion is, "that we
close because we want the sympathy of the

especially the workingmen, because
we wish to toady to their ideas of concession
to labor, etc" To this we reply that we, as
business men, study and aim to understand
the laws governing trade, we know that
dealing justly and giving the best value for
the money is a more profitable article than
pure sympathy.

We shall protect
your interests by establishing a just value,
and a just price, not alone in our ftore, and
in our city,but throughout the entire Pacific
cast. You sluill no longer suffer robbery,
extortion or swindling ; your hard-earned
money shall be of mure benefit to yon than
formerly, but you must come before 7o'clock,
or you will find our stores closed. The toad-
ies are those small, picayune dealers, who
willkeep their stores open for yon untillate
in the night ; in fact, who scarcely have a
day for themselves ;who will perhaps open
shop for you as readily as a bunko dealer ;
who are ready for a deal at any hour of theday
ornight. But. rays the laborer, how can I
buy of you. Yoa open your store at 7A. .v.:
at that timeIam already at work. . Atnoon
Ihave no time to spare. In the even-
in., before Icaa get ready to go
down to your store, you are closed.
This argument looks plausible, but is not con-
clusive ;because, first, our system i.f doing
business is such that you can purchase a suit
ofclothes, boots \u25a0 r shoes, dry goods, iv fact
everything which yon may need, in a com-
paratively short space* time. Youhave only
to select what you want, pay for it,and the
transaction is finished. You need waste no
time in bargaining or beating down of price ;
that willbeef no avail. Hence, as trailing
at our house meat's but selection and pay-
ment, you can readily select what you want
iaa much short.*' time at our house, than you
can io. a house given to bargaining.

surest guarantee that yon have, that itis for
our interest to it') what we claim, is the fact
that were we to do otherwise in such a small
community as Sacramento, a house of
our extent would be bankrupt ina month ;
whereas a small concern might do the opposite
fur years. Now, since we have shown
clearly that you can obtain your supplies__ . ...I-....... a A.t 4t™_. ._,„ km.
in a very short "space of time, we be-
lieve that you can readily find time
withou1; much loss or annoyance. Be-
side*, don't forget that even though it is
nut so convenient, you are helping to eman-
cipate a fellow workman from an unnecessary
hour's work ;but apart from that itshall be
our business to give you such good value for
your money that you will find itnot only
convenient, but of substantial interest to
come to our stores before 7 P. M., and should
itbe impossible for yon to coma during the
first live days cf the week, you can come
Saturday night, when we keep open until 10
I.M.;besides, we keep open on pay days at
the railroad shops, and at holiday times.
Now ifitis |in s'.ble for workingmen (whose

spare time is limited) to obtain their necessi-
ties at our hon^e, then itis as easy and per-
haps easier for those who have more leisure.
But are not the ladies put to considerable
inconvenience ? We answer no, not a parti-
cle ; for from the first day, January
2, 1883

—
when our stores were closed

at 7 P. M.
—

they were heartily in;favor
of it,. even thrse who were at first
disappointed athaving fonnd'o'ur stores closed
at 7P. M. When informed of our reason! for
doing so they I-.re in favor cf our actions.
That this is a fact is beyond dispute ;for
our increased sabs show clearly that the early
closing movement inaugurated by tv is a suc-
cess. We shall now give our reasons why we
close, and intend to continue to dose our
stores at 7P. M. In doing so it is necessary
for us to relate some of our person »l expe-
riences. One of the firm began to earn l.is
livingat an early age at the bench inAttle-
boro, Mass., and received pay at the rate of
»ix rents per hour. Iv erder to assist his
relatives, who were poor, he worked over
hours. The chances are perhaps one in
ten thousand, of ever attaining a higher
position than that of a poor fac-
tory band, unless the boy has a desire and
a chance for study ;this ha experienced even
then. Harness a boy to a trade or business
that gives him BO time for recreation or
study, you warp his mind, stunt his intel-
lect, kilihis spirit and energy, and in a few
years he becomes ahuman machine, fitonlyto
perform the routine work likeamule orhorse,
and such is really the case with the working
people of Europe.

We owe our success in life to the shortened
hours of labor, and applying those hours to
the improvement and cultivation of our
minds, hence we were determined to close
our business at such an hour that wouldgive
our employes these chances, and' we fee
that itis appreciated, and in time is bound to
resultfavorablytotheni. Some may say, Why
did you not do this before, seeing that youknew
it to be a necessary good ? We answer that
the fact became more' clear and apparent as
we gained practical experience.

We carry such goods
as are required and are bought by all classes
of people, nnd no one in Sacramento can
deny the fact|that our stores were crowded
densely with customers right after night while
we had our stores open. But now, since we are
right, we shall continue to persevere in our
course, no matter what the cost may be.
