CHINA.

The latest news from Hongkong is to Au-
gust 11th. Mosby, the United States Consul
at Hongkong, was charged on the 30th of July
withcommitting an assault with a spear on
an American seaman. After heariug the evi-
dence the magistrate cautioned Mosby and
dismissed the summons.

The Annamese, a steam gun vessel loaded
with 30,000 picuis of Government rice, was
captured by Chinese pirates iv the Gulf of
Tonquin.

Slight shocks of earthquake are still felt
. at intervals in Manila, but business is being

resumed. The destruction ofproperty inthe
city is estimated at $6,000,000.

Minister Angell arrived at Tientsin on the
4th ult. Commissioners TreECctt and Swift,
with the ladies of tiis party, remain at Cue-
foo for the present.

News from Pekin inreference to the over-
strained relations between Russia and China
is very contradictory. Itidreported that Li
Hung Chang, finding himself unable longer
to oppose the war party, ha. 1 given in his sub-. mission. Colonel Gordon visited Pekin, but
only remained two days, when he returned to
Tientsin. The latest advices are that Chung
How has been unconditionally pardoned, in
deference to the wishes of Russia, and that
Colonel Gordon has taken his departure for
Aden. This is significant, and would seem
to indicate that peaceful counsels have pre-
vailed.

JAPAN.
The dates from Japan ara from Yokohama

August 21st.
Politicalmatters are almost at a stand-still,

and with the exception of memorials being
frequently presently from various parts of
the country, calling fora National Assem-
bly, everything is quiet.

Copies of proposed new treaties have been
sent to foreign Governments, but nothing
definite is known in regard to the views held
by them inreference to the same.

AnEmbassador from Corea arrived here
on the 11th. The landing of His Excellency
and suite from the steamer was not imposing,
no salutes being fired and the party coming
ashore in small native boats. The Embassa-
dor, preceded by two trumpeters and two re-
tainers carrying the trident, was borne in a
sedan chair by four Coreans to Geyaimusho,
where he rested and received visits from
Japanese officials, and then proceeded to
Tokio. On the arrival there the Embassy

was met by officers from the foreign depart-
ment, and escorted to a place of residence.
The Embassador has not yet been presented
to the Mikado. The Embassy willremain
about six weeks, its object bein? toprocure a I
revision of several clauses in the treaty with
Japan. \u25a0

The United States steamer Richmond, after
conveying Minister Angell and Commission- I
ers Trescott and Swift to Taku, returned here I
on the 12th.

An extension of trade between Corea and
Japan has necessitated increased communica-
tion, and in addition to the usual semi-
monthly steamer, three sailing jvessels will
leave Nagasaki monthly for Fusan hereafter.
