munity livingin open defiance of the laws

of the country, but nevertheless a parallel
for their case can be found ia the Southern
State3. The question ofpolygamy is really
the one stumbling-block in their case,

and iti3a harder question than the
Chinese one. President Hayes is
not called upon to settle it, however,
and ho could not without needless and un-

warrantable discourtesy have refused to

hold interviews with men who after all
claim to be American citizens. It is
possible, too, that by talking with the Mor-
mon leaders he may have obtained valu-
able new light on the subject, and cer-
taiuly he must have learned more than if
he had held himself coldly aloof, as the
Geutilo residents of Utah seem to have
thought he should have done. The truth
is that the people who live too close to the
source of a bitter coctrovc-rsy are disquali-
fied for forming sober judgments in regard
to it. The Utah Gentiles are necessarily
partisans from their situation. They oc-

cupy a frontier, as it were, and they are
chronically at feud with their immediate
neighbors. The President, however, is
naturally uninfluenced by local acerbities,
and he ha3to determine what is due to all
citizens from the chief magistrate who
represents the whole of them, nu matter
what they call themselves.

RECOVERY FROM DROWNING.

Two young men narrowly escaped drown-
ingin an Oakland swimming bath the other
day, and when they were taken out of the
water insensible the humane bystanders
proceeded to roll them on barrels, and in
other ways administer the imperfect wis-
dom of our grandmothers. Now it would
seem that itought not to be necessary to
point out that these peculiar methods of
restoring half-drowned people belong to
the era when fever was treated with hot
(iresand piles of blankets, closed windows
and copious bleeding. To roll a half-
drowned man upon a barrel is a very good
way to send him the other moiety of the
journey to the Plutonian shore, but it
i3a very bad way to restore him to life.
Singularly as it may appear to some, it is
not judicious to hold persons up by the
heels to let the water run out of their
mouths, either, and infact the old-fashioned
remedies for drowning undoubtedly
made more subjects for the Coroner than
they rescued. At all public baths it is
proper that some scientific and well-
attested course of treatment Bhould be
adopted, and legible placards giving clear
directions for the application of this sys-
tem should be posted conspicuously in
various parts of the establishment. The
rules of the Royai Humane Society are
very good and safe, and there is also a
method invented by a New Yorkphysician
which has had good results. The superin-
tendents and swimming masters of all
baths ought to be furnished with some of
these methods of restoration, and the simple
appliances necessary to them should be
kept at hand always. There is no excuse
in tills age of the world for leaving |
asphyxiated persons to the tender mercies I
of the experimf nters who believe in roll-
ing them on barrels, and such like bar-
barous fetish.

THE SAN FRANCISCO ELECTION.

The San Francisco charter election
occurs to-day, which fact willdoubtless be
phasing to the readers of the press of that
city, far the contest over this instrument
for several weeks past has seriously
impaired their interest to the general
public. It13 impossible to tellbeforehand
how such an election willgo, but such
indications as arc available are certainly
not of a kind to encourage a belief in its j
adoption. Rightly or wrongly there ap-
pears to be a strong popular prejudice
against the new charter. This may easily
be due to its length, which 13 so great that
comparatively few voters ever have read
it, while stillfewer have comprehended it.
When an instrument is obscure it is sure
to be unpopular, it being human nature
always to suspect and fear that which is
unknown. A great agitation has been
stirred up on paper over this question, but
itis not so certain that a fullvote willbe I
polled. _______

The Vermont Election— The stale Goes
Republican U7 a Fine Majority.

Birlixgto?;, September 7th.
—

Intense ex-
citement prevails here and a fullvote isbeing
polled. Every indication points to a largely
increased Republican majority in this city.
Incountry towns voting does not commence
until 2 o'clock.

BJEWIHGTOH, September 7th. —A much
lighter vote is now being polled than was ex-
pected in this town, and in the country so
far as heard from on the south. The Senator
and Sheriff on the Republican ticket are
running behind, but the indications are that
the Republicans will win. Colonel Joyce,
for member of Congress, is running ahead on
the State ticket in Bennington town. The
Republican nominee for Representative is
running ahead of everything. The vote will
hardly indicate as heavy a majority as in
1878, when the county stood Republican 836
majority.

Concord, September 7th. —Returns are
completed as follows :Railroad Commission-

White River Junction, September 7th.

Returns of election are coming in as rapidly
as can be expected. One hundred and ten
town are heard from, and give the following
vote: In1870, Fairbanks (Republican), 25,-
--393 ;Biugham (Democrat), 11,670. In1880,
Farnum (Rep.), 26,572; Phelps (Dem.), 11,-
--677 ; Heath (Greenback), 802. Republican
gain 1,170, Democratic gain 7. Congress-
ional vote, First district, Joyce (Rep.) 8,645,
Randall (Dem.) 3,470, Martin (Greenb.) 305 ;
Second district, Tyler (Rep.) 9,385, Campbell
(Dem.) 4,000, scattering 391 ; Third district,
Grant (Hep.) 5,180, Currien (Dem.) 2,591,
Tarbell (Greenb.) 323. Representatives to j

There are 131 towns still to be heard from.

Montpelier, September 7th. —
Returns

from this district show Randall is far behind
his ticket for Congress. The Republicans
are gaining in the large towns and along the
line of the railroad. Joyce is undoubtedly
elected by a largely increased majority.

Brattleisoro, September 7th.—Notwith-
standing the hard campaign woik, returns
show three hundred less votes were polled
than were on the check-list, and the Republi-
can majority falls off six from that of four
years ago, Farnham receiving 445, and Phelps
290, a gain of 21 for Republicans and 26 for
the Democrats. Tyler, candidate for Con-
gress from the Second District, received 051
votes against upwards of 900 in 187*5. Tyler's
vote in the county is materially increased,
though he runs behind the ticket in every
town.

Rutland, September 7th.
—

Rutland gives
Farnham 1397, Phelps 1,148, and Heath 20,
a net Republican gain over 1870 of 23, and
over1878 of 354. Returns from seventy-one
towns, about one-third of the State, show the
Republican gain over 1576 to ba 2.0G2. This
ratio through the State will give over 29,000
Republican majority In the State.
