OUTPOURING OF THE PEOPLE.

Speeches of the President, General
Sherman and Others.

A HEARTY WELCOME IN SAN FRANCISCO.

The £treets of the Bay City Packed with
Enthusiastic Crowds.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THR RECORD-UXION. ]

Brn1014, September 9th. —The Presidential
party arrived here at 10 o'clock, and was
greeted by a national salute by a detachment
from the United States Arsenal. At least
2,000 people assembled at the depot, includ-
ing the pupils of the five Benicia schools.
The greeting was most enthusiastic. A
speech of welcome was made by Hon. L. B.
Mizner. The President andéMrs. Hayes and
party descended from the cars, and were
joined on the great ferry boat by the entire
assemblage, who accompanied them across to
South Benicia. The town and shipping in
port are gayly decked.

‘ OAKLAND IN READINFSS,
OAxRLAND, September 9th.—Oakland is
dressed in holiday attire, awaiting the arrival
of her distinguished visitors. The very
effective manner of decoration employed
when General Grant was received—that of
decorating the streets with evergreen trees—
has been repeated. Every post and pillar
along Broadway supports a tree, and bunting
is displayed everywhere. The banking, in-
surance and mercantile houses are trimmed
with the national colors; streamers of red,
white and blue are extensively uzed, and flags
droop from every staff. Private residences
also display buntinz and other decorations.

ARRIVAL OF THE GUESTS.

OAKLAND, September 9th.—The President
reached Market-street station promptly at
half-past 11 o’clock. The President was met
by Hiram Tubbs and a deputation of citizens
and escorted to his carriage. The other mem-
bers of the party were seated in carriagesand
driven to the Court-house, escorted by the
Oakland Light Cavalry as a guard of honor.
A dais had been erected along almost the en-
tire front of the Court-house. IL was deco-
rated handsomely with bunting and flowers,
as was the Hall of Records immediately op-
posite. When the party reached the Court-
house they were ushered in through the side
entrance and thence out upon the platform.
A crowd that blocked the entire street to the
steps of the Hall of Records met the gaze of
the visitors, Hiram Tubbs introduced Mayor
Blethen to the President, and the latter in-
troduced General Sherman and Secretary
Ramsey. The President was then escorted
to the front by the Mayor, who delivered an
address of welcome as follows :

ADDRFSS OF WELCOME.

Honored Sir : In behalf of the citizens of
Oakland I welcome you and tke distinguished
American citizens who have to-day honored
us with their presence. Oakland is proud to-
day in extending to you and your guests the
freedom of this city. You are the first Presi-
dent of this great commonwealth who has
ever visited these western shores, and in re-
turn for this compliment our State Uni-
versity, co.leges and seminaries of learning
located here, as well as this people, unite in
extending to you the right hand of fellowship.
We refer with pride to our schools, knowing
that education is the corner-stone of liberty
and correct government. In your visit to
these shores you will find the people loyal
and true, ever ready to uplift their strong
arms in the defense of this Union and in the
administration of honest laws. Oakland bids
thrice welcome to you, your friends, and to
your gallant soldiers. Fellow-citizens, I now
have the honor of presenting and introdacing
to you his Excellency, Rutherford B. Hayes,
President of these United States,

THE PRESIDENT’S REMARKS,
The President stepped to the rail and spoke
substantially as follows :

Mr. jMayor and Fellow-citizens: I am
glad to meet you. I was told that my pres-
ence was especially desired here to-day, be-
cause there is to be a celebration of the ad-
mission of this great State into the Union, 1t
seems to me that instead of being called upon
as a speaker, I should expect to be entertained
with something of a history of the State.
However, anyone inatructed in the history of
our country is expected to know something
of @he history of California. I find, though,
that I am expected to speak. I am not
sorry for this. It has been said that the man
who does not have much regard for his an-
cestors will not be likely to bhave much for
posterity. Though this State is too young to
talk much of ancestors, I am glad to see it
commeniorating the pioneers. We have a pi-
oneer among us—one of the oldest of them.
Geueral Sherman is one of the argonauts,
and as we neared California on our journey
he drifted from the stories of the recent war
to the early experience in California in 1848,
Not to be outdone by the General, Secretary
of War Ramsey is a pioneer, but of another
part of the country. He settled in Minne-
sota among the pioneers cf that section. I
am glad to join with you in this pioneer cele-
bration of the admission of California to the
Union. The trials of the early settlers and
histories of early settlements are all some-
what similar, from the settlement of James-
town, Va., and Marietta county, Ohio. In
early times they were surrounded by trials.

The President then referred to the frater-
nal feeling of the people in the East for the
people of this State. He continued :

They expect you to build up an empire
here that shall dominate the commerce of the
Pacific, and I doubt not that you will meet
their expectations.

The President spoke of how most of the
families had a son or daughter in California,
and the consequent interest taken in the
State. He also spoke of the prosperity ex-
isting and enjoyed by the great portion of
the country, and hoped that we would come
into that prosperity which is now blessing the
rest of America.

GENERAL SHERMAN INTRODUCED,
The President having concluded, General
Sherman was introduced and said :

When I was in California we used to do
these things ourselves, and picked up some
young lawyer to make a speech, and those
whao were invited sat and looked on. You
are the same generous, warm-hearted people
that were here then, or the sons of them, so
1 can speak to you as brothers. We all left for
California a week ago, assured that we would
be here at this time. Wae have come across
the plaing, over mountaius, under the earth
and over the waters of Lake Tahoe. I wish
somebody would make the speeches and let
us add postscripts. We will ride in pro-
cessions as long as you furnish carriages.
[\Laugh.ter.] We will go to your banquets.

Ve will even take some California wine
[continued laughter]. but you ought not to
expect us to make speeches with the sun
beating down on our heads. I was here
when Oakland had no existence ; when there
was nothing in Contra Costa. When some-
body built a wharf on the other side of the
bay we tyonght it was an enormous enter-
prise. Now we have the railroad across the
continent, and the railroad up the mountains
to Virginia City—a wonderful proof of en-
gineering in any country—and then down
to Lake Tahoe. I.ake Tahoe—I don’t be-

SECRETARY RAMSEY AND OTHER SPEAKERS.

Secretary Ramesey followed in a well-turned
speech, thanking the people for the reception,
and speaking cf his early experiences in Min-
nesots, and concluding with an eloquent
tribute to the people.

Governor Perkins was loudly called for by
the crowd, and he delivered a few stirring
remarks.

Hearty cheers were given for all the
guests,

General McCook was called for, and said :
Being an officer of the United States army,
I claim to be at home wherever I stand on
American soil. [Cheers.] I beg to thank
the Governor for the kind terms he used in
introducing me, but I can’t make a speech,
and never did in my life.

General McDowell made a few remarks,
and the party were then escorted to their
carriages, which filed into the line of the
procession.

While on the platform the President
chatted pleasantly with those seated around
him. In the carriage in the procession with
him were Governor Perkins, Mayor Blethen
and Hiram Tubbs.

THE PROCESSION.

The procession formed on the east side of
Broadway, and thence marched to the junc-
tion of Telegraph avenue, countermarching
down Broadway to Eighth, thence to Grove,
to Fourteenth, to Broadway, to Thirteenth,
to Franklin, to Durant, to Jackson, to Thir-
teenth. The following participated in the
parade : Police ; First Artillery Regiment, of
the Fourth Brigade ; C#ifornia Pioneers ;
Oakland Light Cavalry ; Veterans of the
Mexican War; Veterans of the Grand Aimy
of the Republic ; Ranlett Cadets ; Governor’s
Cadets ; Native Sons of the Golden West ; the
Haywards, San Leandro, Alameda and Oak-
land Fire Departments. (General Sheehan and
staff, Senator Booth, Congressman Page, Gov.
Perkins’ staff, and the municipal authorities
of Oakland also participated in the proces-
sion. The military companies and fire de-
partments made a very creditable appearance.
The Veterans of the Mexican war surrounded
the President’s carriage in its course throvgh
the streets. All Oakland was out on the
streets watching the distinguished visitors and
the procession.

MISCELLANEOUS,

The Presidential party lunched at the resi-
dence of General J. F. Houghton, corner of
Jackson and Thirteenth streets.

As the procession neared the point of dis-
missal the Veterans of the Grand Army of
the Reoublic, who were preceding the carriage
of General Sherman, opened ranks, and the
carriage passed through, the veterans singing
* Marching Through Georgia ” with all their
might and main. The General was evidently
very much pleased at this action.

RERIOIS ACCIDENT,
Fail of an Awning.

QAKLAND, September 9th.—An awning
on Broadway, west side, near Seventh
street, has just fallen with a terrible
crash of timber. Several people are seriously
injured, and some may be killed. There
were shrieks of womeg and children when
the awning fell. Men rushed instantly into
the cloud of dust and debris and carried out
fifteen or twenty women and children, some
of whom seemed to be badly injured. The
head of the procession had not reached the
scene of the accident when the awning gave

way.
[(SECOND DISPATCH.)

OAELAND, September 9th.—As far as can
be ascertained no one was killed in the awn-
ing accident. The people on the awning es-
caped with slight bruises. Those underneath

| were badly crushed and cut. The following

are wounded : Mrs. Kalis, of Alameda, leg
broken; M. Hansen, 1109} Montgomery
street, San Francisco, seriously injured in the
spine and left arm fractured; Mrs. J. H.
Ham, Oakland, Third street, near Linden,
slightly injured—two little daughters hurt;
Geo. W. Kellogg, Los Angeles, gash in the
knee. Several of the wounded, whose names
cannot be learned at this time, were taken
away, The awnings all along the line of the
procession are thronged with spectators.

AN EYE-WITNESS' ACCOUNT—THREE REPORTED

KILLED.

An eye-witness of the disaster, who was
standing on an awning near to the one which
fell, says there was a small party of eight or
ten persons standing on the structure at the
time. These persons were all precipitated
into the street. One of them, a little girl,
fell with great force on the ground and was
severely injured. @ Many of the persons
standing under the awning were struck by it
and crushed when it fell. Two men were
taken from under it dead, and a third, he was
subsequently informed, was so severely in-
jured that he died a short while after. Onpe
lady who was under the awning had her legs
broken. Others were severely injured. The
fentleman furnishing this information did
not know the names of any of those injured
or reported killed. The accident, it is be-
lieved, was caused by the pressure of the
people on the sidewalk against the wooden
pillars supporting the awning. The upper
fastenings of these pillars gave way, and they
were pressed into the street, the awning,
having no support, then dropped with a
crash,

AT SAN FRANCISCO.

The FParty Crosses the Bay.

Sax Francisce, September 9th.—The
Presidential party lunched in Oakland at the
residence of ex-Surveyor-General Houghton,
where Mrs, Hayes remained during the after-
noon receiving the ladies, while the Presi-
dent, at the termination of the ceremonies,
proceeded to the ferryboat, escorted by the
Reception Committee and the Oakland
Light Cavalry. Meantime throughout the
streete of San Francisco, on the line of
march, thousands had gathered, securing ad-
vantageous points to witness the procession,
while the space at the foot of Market street
presented a lively scene, being crowded with
spectators, amid which the police and a
sjuadron of cavalry with some difficulty
maintained an open space for the move-
ment of the cortege. The eity officials,
Consular representatives, officers of the army
and navy anc carriages, were admitted, and
the ferry dock and gates were closed to keep

h out the press of people. At twenty minutes

to 4 oclock the ferry steamer having the
President and party om board reached her
slip and a landing was effected.

THE ROUTE OF PRCOZSSION

packed the street cars, and the President,
standing uncovered in his carriage, was greet-
ed with a continuous roll of cheers, and with
the waving of handkerchiefs from windows
and house-tops,

AT THE PALACE,

On arriving at the Palace Hotel and enter-
ing the court-yard the President and party,
with but little delay, were conducted to their
rooms, to seek a much-needed rest, where
they will be allowed to remain undisturbed
till later in the evening, when a serenade will
occur. The same apartments which were de”
voted to the use of General Grant at his
recent visit have been refitted in elegant style
for the occupation of the President,

The weather during the day was most pro-
pitious—clear and warm, with a light breeze
—and the reception passed off in a mcst satis-
factory and enthusiastic manner,

PIONEERS ON THEIR MUSCLE.

The Society of California Fioneers left the
Presidential procession on Montgomery street,
and proceeded to their hall, near by, to enjoy
their usual Admission Day banquet. Dur-
ing the course of the day these veterans got
up a regular old-fashioned pioneer ‘entertain-
ment. Apparently they had been pretty well
treated during their Oakland trip, and this
mingling with the good cheer of their own
convivial board proved too stimulating for
these ancients, Something or other gave rise
to warm words. Blows followed, and in one
case a knife was drawn, The drawer was

bounced, his clothes torn off, and he was hus-
tled about roughly and run out of the hall. A
solitary reporter, who happened to be pre:cut,
incautiously attempted to take some notes of
the proceedings, when he was utilized as a
football by the bold Pioneers, and finding
discretion the better part of valor, took a
flying leap through a window, escaping
without serious injuries, but almost disabled
for a sedentary occupation. He attributes
the fracas to the pernicicus custom of mix-
ing liguors.
IN THE EVENING,

Sax Fraxcisco, September 9th.—During
the evening the streets around the Palace
Hotel and the great court and galleries have
been thronged with people, listening to the
strains of the band and awaiting the appear-
ance of the President. The court was beauti-
fully decorated witn flags, shields, banners,
festoons and evergreen, and with its six tiers
of arched gaileries flashing with gas and
electric lights, and crowded with gaily dressed
people, presented a Dbrilliant appearance,
About half-past 9 o’clock President Hayes
made his appearance on the lower balcony,
and was received with cheers and clapping of
hands, In a few words he thanked the
audience for the kind reception of the day
and evening, excusing himself from a speech
on account of fatigue. (General Sherman
then made his appearance in response to loud
cheers, and entertained the crowd for a few
mements with some of his dry humor, and
introduced to the people Mrs, Hayes, who
also bowed her acknowledgments and re-
tired. Demands were made for the Governor
and others, but no speakers appearing the
throng slowly dispersed.

MISCELLANEOUS

To-day D. B. Jackson, on behalf of the
Pacifiec Coast Steamship Company, invited
the President to make his voyace to Oregon
on the steamer State of California.

The President chatted at some length
with Congressmen Page and Pacheco, Sena-
tor Booth, Ex-Coneressman Bidwell, J. H.
Boalt, Frank M. Pixley, Ex-Governor Low,
J. D. Spreckels and others. He said that he
was not going to make epeeches, He did not
visit the Pacific Coast for that purpose, and
even if he so desired, had not prepared him-
self.

At every station where the train halted
the President received telegrams inviting
him to difierent towns and various forms of
entertainment. He accepted an invitation
from P, B. Cornwall to visit the Mechanics’
Fair some hour Saturday. He was alse in-
vited by Captain Goodall to hear Bishop
Simpson preach rext Sunday. He has de-
cided not to visit Yosemite until his return
from Oregon.

At many of the stations along the route
fruits and Howers were sent to the President
and Mrs. Hayes. Friendly messages, some
verbal and others in delicate handwriting, ac-
companied the tokens of regard. The ladies
at every station conveyed their desire to see
Mrs. Hayes.

Between stations the President and Mrs,
Hayes conversed freely with their visitors on
various topics. Mrs, Hayes is an exceedingly
interesting talker and a very close observer.
She already knows a good deal about San
Francisco, and had formed and expressed de-
cided opinions against the new charter. In
conversation with General Barnes she asked
how the election resulted. When informed
that the charter was beaten, she inquired if it
did provide that women should not hold of-
fice in the public or in the common schools.
The General replied that, as he interpreted
the charter, it did not place that restriction
on the employment of women. She said if it
did, it was a barbarous clause, and she hoped
that the charter would be defeated.

€an Joseans at Oakland.

San Jose, August 9th.—The San Jose
Zouaves, Captain W, T, -Adel commanding,
accompanied by Parkman’s band, returned
this evening from Oakland, whither they

went to participated in thecelebration of Ad-
mission Day and the reception of President
Hayes and his party. They took part
in the parade, and before the procession
was over a high compliment was paid to the
band. Their handsome uniform and fine
playing attracted the attention of Mrs.
Hayes and the ladics at Mr, Hughes’ resi-
dence, where she was stopping, and word was
sent to the Major of the battalion asking that
the band be permitted to come to the house
and give Mrs. Hayes a serenade. The re-
quest was granted, the band playing their
prettiest. An invitation to step inside was
extended, and the boys on eutering found a
table spread for their benefit. When it is
coneidered that there were seven or eight
bands of music in the procession, the compli-
ment will be appreciated.

FPreparations at Petaluma,

Prrarvma, September 9th.—Elaborate
preparations for the rcception of the Presi-
dential party are teing pushed forward. The
city is being deccorated, the decorations to
extend over the fair grounds. Thg party will
arrive by special train from San Francisco at
11 A. 3, on Fiiday, and will be met at tha
depot by the Reception Committee, military
and band, who will escort them to Agricult-
ural Park, where, from the grand stand, the
President. Genersl Sherman, Seeretary Rams
sey and others wiil be prezented to the peo-
ple, after which there will be a pirade, and
the party wiil visit the Pavilion and greunds.
At 4:20 the party will take the traiu for Sax
Prancisco. Telegiams have been dispatched
to 2ll the adjacent rowns, and Sonoma esunts
¥ill be well rope -ented at tle recertion of
the distinguched paty,
