Amidst the shrill scream of many eteam
whistles and the boom of a national salute,
fired from the

"
Union Boy." Flags were

observed flying from the housetop?. Abrass
band was located on the depot balcony, and
played national airs.

mother
partially attributed these characteristics to
several injuries received byhim on the head
at divers time.'. Only a few days ago the
last accident was received, a ball thrown by a
playmate striking- him on the head with such
force as to render him daz?d forsome time.
Since the last injury he has been unusually
irritable, and complained continually of dizzi-
ness. Yesterday morning he was "nagging"
his brother Emile. His mother, who says
that itwas his habit to annoy and plague the
younger children, remonstrated with him,
and caught him by the arm. :Emile was
then up a tree in the front yard, and Harry
was trying to get him down. • When
his mother touched him he pinched
her, and then she \u25a0 announced her
intention of taking the children and
goinkr to n neighbor** o*n a visit, wtere he
could not bother them. He neked where she
was going. She refused to tell him, and en-
tered the house, the children following her.
This was about 11:45 o'clock. Ashort time
afterwards Mrs. Ralston heard Harry on the
roof of the kitchen. She thought nothing of
the circumstance, as the children had been in
the hal itof climbing up from the outside and
playirg there. Ina tew minutes', when she
was washing one of th« children, he called
for Kmiie to come out, but the latter did not
go. Atabout 10 minutes after 12 o'clock his
mother went into the back yard for the pur-
pose of feeding the chicken*, when a horrible
spectacle met her gaze. A small cord had
been doubled and made fast to the chimney
above the roof, and by the other end, hang-
ing alongside of the kitchen, his feet nearly
touching the grjund, was the body of her
son Harry. As soon ?a possible the cord was
cat and the body taken into the .use, but
lifemust have been extinct several minutes.
