The Sack Question, to be Settled.

Ithas been a big question for California
wheat farmers how to get rid of the expense

of sending their grain to market insacks.
This expense ha 3been a burdensome one
when the farmers were obliged to pay a fair
price for sacks, but when dealers, seeing, a

short supply, clubbed together and put up a

job on the farmers, or in i.he more polite
language of the craft, made a corner on sacks
and compelled the payment of a heavy ad-
vance, simply because

'
they could, the bur-

den has become almost unbearable. The
farmers have been talking about trying to
bring about a change in this respect for

years, but each harvest has found them still

in the same helpless condition, and obliged

to pay round prices for sacks to put their
wheat in. Olten crop3have been sold when

the cost of eack3 has absorbed the last dollar

of profits in the production of the crop.

When the grange was started in Califor-
nia, one ofthe greatest inducements held out

to wheat growers was that of making a

grand combination of those who would hive

to buy sacks and order them direct from the
manufacturers in Scotland, or what was sup-
posed would be sti'l better, it was Slid by

.associated effort and capital the growintr of
jute and the manufacture of sacks in this
State could be made a success ;but the farm-

ers have still to buy their sacks and pay

whatever the creed of monopolists may de-

mand. Bat now the day is near at hand
when this sack question willbe settled, and
ina direction and by an agency least ex-
pected. The Southern Pacific Railroad is to

be the means and California capital the
power that is to relieve the farmers of this
burdensome tax on their enterprise and in-
dustry. When the Southern Pacific is com-

pleted through to the Gulf of Mexico the
route of the wheat crop of California to Eu-
rope will be changed. Instead of goicg

around the Horn it will go over-

land over the Southern Pacific to
Galvestun, and cot in sacks, but in bulk.

When there it willbe hoisted into elevators
from the cars, and from the elevators itwill

be carried 'by machinery into the ships and
delivered from these ships into the ware-

houses at Liverpool. The cost of sacks and
a large part of the present cost of handling

will then be avoided, and the growers will

get the benefit of it. In from two to five

years from tins date the great wheat crop of
this coast willgo in this way to its destina-
tion, and then we may expect to see a new
era in the development of this country. In
order to get some idea of this sack tare we

will state that the wheat crop alone in this

State this year willbe rot less than 33,000,000

bushels or 1G,500,C00 sacks. At ten cents
apiece these packs will cost the farmers the
sum of \u25a0-:,• . 00. Add this tothe profits of

the wheat producers each year aLd we will
soon begin to see prosperity where w»

now see constant struggle to pay interest and
expenses. Besid B this, other questions of
almost equal importance to the farmer 3of
this State are about to be settled by the com-

pletion of the Southern PacificRailroad. San
Francisco ha 3always been the most expen-
sive port in the world from which to ship the
produce of the country. The wheat of the
entire State willpass rijfhtby San Francisco
in the car.« of this road withoutpaying to that
city a cent of toil. The' cars will take the
grain direct from the local warehouses and

land itin the elevators on the Gulf of Mex-
ico, and from the lecal waiehcuie itwillonly

be reshipped once b»fure it reaches the ware-

houses in Liverpeol, and the .entire work of
this reshipment willbe done by machinery at
a small

Practical Knowledge for Fanners.
Theory and practice in farming often run

counter to each other. Theory is good, as it
is the result of thought and reason, but prac-
tice i.i better, because it is the result of actual
experiment. General practice, however,
sometimes has neither pood theory nor experi-
ment to support it, but is in opposition to
both. Ey this we mean that it i.< often found
that farmers of a whole, section are following
certain practices merely because their fathers
did, when both reason and experiment would
teach them tetter. As a rule, farmers are

among the ir.ost conservative people we have,
and this arises from the fact that they are

more isolated from each other and from the-
•centers of population than the generality cf
tradespeople and m<: mum, Hence we find
them following, more than any other classes,
in the footsteps of their forefathers, or
running in the grooves of those
that I..\u25a0

• cone beforo them. .For
these reasoii3 the practices of the farmers

generally are slower inchanging and agricult-

ural improvements are- generally behind
those of other industries. Befure the begin-
ning of the pretent century the agriculture

of the worldhad remained almost stationary

since the historic period. Tn rods ofyears
had passed away ar.d advancement hid
been rcade inmany of the arts and sciences,
but the art and science of agriculture had re-

mained unchanged. The innovations and
improvements inagricultural practices since

that time are traceable to tha organization of
agricultural associations more than to any

othtr or all other causes. There associations
have seemed to bring farmers together face to
face, toexcite in them a detire to improve
and a spirit of emulation. The fairs which
have been iairsJnced have been from '\u25a0\u25a0"\u25a0• ) be-
Kincinjr up to the present time amonsr the
most efficient me;cs yet discovered for im-
parting practical information, not only to
farmer?, but to allother cla*se3 of producers.
Since the original introduction of fairs they

have chanced very much in character. They

were originallymore of the nature of market*
than of fairs as they arc now conducted. Wo
find the original style of fairs »till inexistence
among the least enlightened and least civil-
ized cations. Even among the wandering
and savage tribes of Africa they have their!
stated days for meeting -• \u25a0! exchange of goods
and the common neceenariea of life. On these
days they also have their rule games and
amusements such as naming, wrestling,
jnmpinp, practicing with bow and arrow,
etc. From these rudiracntal beginnings
our present County, District State, Na-
tional and World* Pairs have grown up.
While the markets of the few tribes brought
together from twenty to fifty people, and
served as practical schools for this number,
the fairs of tha present day bring together

from one thousand to a million of people at
the same time. While the lessons that could
be learned from the original exhibitions of the
productions of primitive skill were limitedin
number and of the amplest order, those which
are now brought out are unlimited aa to
nnmber and variety, and involve the highest

and best application of all that 13 known of

the arts and sciences. Some of the best and
most valuable improvements of agricultural
and mining machinery have grown out of
necessities arising in the pursuance of these
ndustries inCalifornia within the last twenty
years. Indeed, the worldhas advanced mere
inpractical knowledge inmany of the arts
and sciences within the last twenty yean

than before since the days of Noah, and this
advancement has crown almost entirely out

of the opportunities that hare been afforded
ina practical way. ;Practical iknowledge fa
the popular and almost the only knowledge
that is recognized a3 of value at this day.

Fruit Destroyers at the Fair. ..
. The committee having in charge the exhi-
bition of insects injurious to fruit and the

modes of destroying them, have made arrange- ;

ments for a complete exhibitionof the codling

moth in allits stages from the egg to the per-

fect insect, with a conversational lecture on

its habits, how to find it, when and how to
destroy it, and giving all necessary informa-

tion as to how to keep itout of the orchards.
Allthe' various scale insects that infest the

different fruit trees, both in the north-
ern, central and southern sections of the
State, willalso be ob exhibition. The modes of
their breeding, and the ways in which they
attack and destroy the trees willbe shown,
and the application of remedies willbe illus-

trated. To render this exhibition more per-
fect and interesting the lecturer will be
well supplied with microscopes for the
use of the spectators, so that the eggs
and young insects may be teen and observed
a3 well as you can see and study the
forms and habits of domestic animals.
If the fruit-growers of the State willreally

and earnestly take hold of this insect study

and the means presented for their destruc-
tion, they may, within one year, save hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars, and the future
of the fruit business may be assured. The
phylloxera, the insect that is now destroying
the most valuable crop in all Europe, and is
seriously threatening the grape-raising and
wine interests of California, will also be
shown under the microscope, and the applica-
tion of remedies be illustrated. Here is
something promised of immense value and
interest to the whole State, and the oppor-
tunity to utilize the advantage! offered should
not be neglected by those interested.

Mere in Regard to the Grapes.
Ithas been expected that the grapes in all

parts of the State were going to be the most
abundant and the best Wfe have had for
years. As regards some varieties this ex-
pectation willbe and is being realized. The
Muscat of Alexandria is doing well, and
there will be a large and fine crop of this
valuable variety and many other kinds,
but some other kinds are not doing so well.
There has been an unusual disease developed
in some kinds of vines in this vicinity.
Within the last few weeks there has ap-
peared a, kind of mildew unlike the ordinary
grape mildew in appearance, but very sim-
ilar in its effects. It is first noticed
on the young growing canes, when they
are yet soft and tender. Black or
dark brown specks make their appearance,
and the pap Reams to be checked, and then
the fruit ceases to grow and crac'.:3 open, ex-
posing the seed?, thus destroying the crop. It
is also observed that in some localities the
Mission grape is not doing well at all. The
berries have ceased to grow, and do not take
on their natural blue color, without any ap-

parent cause, the vine showing no other sign
of irregularity. These facts we name in ad-
dition to the falling of the leaves from some
of the vines, which we noticed a few weeks
since.

Bring in the Big Squashes.

We would say to those farmers who are
engaged in the production of vegetables that
our Eastern visitors who willvisit the State
Fair have had their expectations excited con-
siderably inregard to the enormous squashes
and other things produced in California. We
have an opportunity now to prove to them
that th*y have not been told half the story.
Let us embrace the opportunity. Bring in
the big squashes, beets, potatoes, carrots, egg
plinta and tall corn. Let us have a demon-
stration that willforever net at rest the ques-
tion of veracity that has been raised as to
those Californians that dare to tell the truth

Ithas powerful
medicinal qualities, and milk is wellknown
to bo a specific for many poisons. The
manner of administering the antidote will
be learned by a perusal of tha following
history of thi3 simple and wonderful cure :
InChester county, Perm,, lived a German
named Joseph Emery, who used to be Bent
for far and wide when a: \u25a0 one had been
bitten by a rabid animal. Ho went to his
paticut, carrying something understood to
bo a root, which he himself dug in the
woods. He milked a pint of milk fre»h
from the cow, put the root in it,boiled it,
gave it to the patient fasti;.:; ;made him
fast after taking it;;gave ,isecond and
third dose on alternate days, and never
failed in effecting a cure. In some way his
isecret transpired, and tho root was known
to bo elecampane. The story current in
the couutry was that an old German made
the discovery in tho days of Teen, and ap-
plied to the Pennsylvania Lsgis liture fora
grant of $300 for making his secret public.
