MAYOR KALLOCH AND SAN FRANCISCO.

The action of the San Francisco people
in regard to their Mayor strikes us as
conspicuously inconsistent, tosay the least.
They have jaat been appealing to u.eu of j
allparty beliefs to joiu in welcoming the

'

President of the United States, and the j
argument they have employed is that re- j
spect is due to the office in any event, j
Yet at this precise juncture it has been j
thought wort.i wliilctoostentatiously insult
MiyorKalloch by excluding liim from the
\u25a0arrangements for welcoming the President.
The inconsistency of thia should Dot need to
be pointed out. Kalloch i3tho Mayor of
San Francisco. Whatever tlie people
may thiuk o£ him personally, they cer- |
taiuly owe respect to his office. As the
lawfully elected incumbent of that office
he represents the most sacred thing in
American politics, namely, the willof the
majority;and the snub admiuistercd to him
is consequently neither more nor less
than an insult t > majority rule, and a de-
nial of its supremacy. It would have
been in extremely bad taste at any time,
"but under tho circumstances itbecomes a
-conspicuous stultification of those who
are responsible for it. And itmust further
be eaid that it is a very unwise act, since
\u25a0whatever tends to diminish the respect of
the masses for constituted authority gives
a fresh enoonragement to all the anarchic
ngcncies which are at v-vik beneath the
surface of society, and at the same time
weakens the influence of those who Rup-
port law and order. The Mayor of San
Francisco oaght to have been assigned a
front place i;ithe arrangements for the re-
ception of the President, and depend upon
it his exclusion will hereafter react in-
juriouslyupon those v,);» have degraded
and dishonored the office, inattempting to
snub the man.

THE MAINE ELECTION.

The election' in Maine takes place to-day.
A Republican victory has been confidently
predicted, and the . indications hare been
such as to justify this expectation for some

time past. The Greenback fallacy, which

for some mysterious reason made more
headway in Maine than anywhere cl«a in
the country, has been declining during the
past ye.ir. The failure of allthe prophesies
made by its leaders no doubt bad some-
thing to do with this, but latterly the
shamelessness and dishonesty of the Green-
back managers, in effecting a fusion with
the Democrats, and in practically selling
the party out to them, has accelerated the
collapse of the movement greatly. The
Garcelon fraud created intense feelinj*
against the Democrats, and cumbers of
Oreenbackers have found themselves una-
ble to swallowticDemocratic party under
these circumstances. The Republican
party ha3consequently gaiued ground rap-
idly,»nd though many efforts have been

'made tobreak its ranks there is every rea-
son to believe that itgoes to th« polls to-

-day stronger than ithas been since ISTO.
As the Greenbackers polled 47,000 votes

out of a total of:135.355, two years ago,

the Republican vote then being .08,770, it

ia evident that even allowingforconsidera-

ble changes there is not likelyto be a wide

margin :for Republican majorities. The

most sanguine hope \u25a0 for 10,000, but half

that number willbe a satisfactory victory,

and anything over half willbe highlysig-

nificant.

THE OPENING OF THE CAMPAIGN.

The political campaign haß been opened
in this State, the Republican speakers
having taken the field energetically.
Among the issues which willbe discussed

Ithere is none of so much consequence as
the one which we analyzed on Saturday,

> nor is there any other which embraces so
many powerful arguments for the support

of the Republican party. This dominant
issue is the restoration of a common polit-
ical standard to all parts of the Union.
Iv a democracy the first requirement is
that every lawful vote shall carry it8 full
weight. That is the primary condition of
all just political contentions, and that
must be insisted upon with steadfast
pertinacity until it is established. Today

it is notorious that this equality in the
franchise does not exist. We are engaged
in a contest inwhich one party bases all
its hopes of success on its ability to cheat
a large number of voters out of their rights
as citizens. Ifthe franchise of the Southern
negroes and white Republicans was as

free aa that of all the Northern
people, the Democratic party would have
no hope -whatever of success. It is not
therefore a contest of principles. Itis not

a fair contest. It is not a division of
parties on the basis of differing convic-
tions. It is a deliberate and systematic
attempt on the part of the Democracy to

overcome the votes of their opponents by

the wholesale practice of fiaud. Speakers
and writers may discuss principles as

Imuch as they please, but every thinking
man must perceive that the reliance of
the Democracy is not upon argument, and
that iftheir plans are successful the result

]of the Presidential election willbe a

Inaked triumph of lawlessness over the
free franchise of the North and Wat.
The Democrats count upon receiving

138 Electoral votes at the South.
How do they expect to obtaiu them? Not
aj the results of honest voting, assuredly,

for Alabama and Mississippi and Georgia

and Louisiana and South Carolina would
be Republican to-morrow if the ballot was

free there. They expect to gain these 138
votes by suppressing the ballots of the
Republicans ;by counting them out after
election, as was recently done in Alabama,

or by terrorizing the colored vote, as has
been done repeatedly in nearly every

Southern State. Nowit ought to be clear
to all American citizens who are intelli-
gent enough to reason that this method of
maintaining political power is ruinous to

the whole country. No man, whatever his
political faith may be, can seriously be-
lieve in the possibility of preserving free in-
stitutions by such agencies. For though
at this moment the temptation to take ad-
vantage of these methods may appear very
strong to Democrats, they are certain to

suffer from the general adoption of fraud
into politics as much as the Republicans.
Theycertainly cannot hope or expect that
the Southern practices, ifsuccessful, would
be confined to their place of birth. On the
contrary, they would, in such a case, be
swiftly transferred to the North, and the

Democrats would then, perhaps, lind their
own weapons turned against them with
disastrous effect. Intruth, no party which
looks at allto the future can countenance

the violationof the franchise. which isnow
the sole dependence of the Democracy, for
victory under such conditions would be
onlr the precursor of collapse.

But though no intelligent man can
doubt the fatal viciousness of this po-
liticalmethod, it is clear that relief from
itmnst proceed from tho Republican party

ifit is to come at all. The Democracy has
already abandoned itscli" to the Southern
system, and is committed to making this
campaign upon it. It has no other re-
course, anil the feebleness of its patriotism
and the indifference it manifests towards j
the fundamental requirements of all or- j
dered government are exhibited in the
promptness with which it has as-
sented to the violation of the fran-
chise fur the sake of getting into
power. Nothing, therefore, can be hoped
from that organisation. It has declared
itself on the side of degeneration and Mtx-

icanizition. It .has
'
abandoned the only

conditions of legitimate political conten-
tion, and has identified itself with a policy ]
of fraud and anarchy. Should it winthe |
day no oce ian doubt that it willbe en- i

conraged to proceed still further in the
!s-,me direction, for it has already shown
1that it ia unscrupulous and without prin-
ciple. The Republican party is in fact
the only organization which now stands
for a free franchise and honest and equita-
ble political methods, and therefore it is !

the only party which stands betweeu tke I
country and Mexic3nization. The 6itcniri-
can -c of this fact is very great. Itmeans j
thit the Republican party is the only one

whose success can restore the eacredness of
the ballot, and thus replace American poli-
itics upon a:i equitable basis. The i

\u25a0measures which it will be necessary . to
urge in the near future must have for
their main object the protection of the
franchise everywhere. That necessity su-
penedea all others, for until the ballotis
Ifree everywhere, all our attempts at gov-
erning ourselves will be warp-.d and

perverted, and majority rule willbe a mere

empty pretense. The restoration of the
!rule of the majority is the watchword
of the time. Nothing can equal this
in importance, because it is necessarily
ithe tirst condition of alllegitimate expres-
sions of popular opinion. Tho great ques-

• tfon for the people to determine i«, whether-
every vote shall have its fulland fair weight
!throughout the country, or whether a
minority shall be permitted to thwart the
iwillof tho majority in ten States of the

\u25a0 Union, by violating the sanctity of the
• franchise. It ought to be easy to make
Ithe people understand this plainissue, and
also to show • that the Repubican party
a.one can be trusted to equalize the fran-

jchise throughout the United States

THE CHINESE IN NEW YORK

Itis stated that the member! of the Chi-
!nese Embassy at New York l.aye been'
subjected to so many insults and indigni-

, ties at tie hands of the roughs of that city
,that they Lave determined to return to
:their own country, naturally disgusted at
;this evidence of a barbarism so rarely'
matched out of China. These statements

:are the more curious because the press of
New York has for years been deploring the
abuse of Chinese in California, and because
;these journals have generally inferred a

!particularly low stage of civilization ou

ithis coast, from the current reports on tho
isubject. But while in California the close
competition between Chinese and white
men has often given the latter a realizing
sense of the objectionable character of

iMongolian immigration, and so at least
afforded them substantial grounds for
hostile sentiment, tho abuses practiced

!on the Chinese in New York appear
:to hare had no other inspiration than
:that spirit of hatred to foreign or
outlandish people which i* the common
accompaniment of dense ignorance and
brutality. In fact £he New York mob
seems to have acted towards the Chinese

almost precisely as Pekiu mobs have sev-
eral times acted towards Europeans. In
China they are taught to regard Europeans
and Americans as "foreign devils," and
to credit them withmany of the practices
which the pagan 3of old ascribed to the
early Christians. In New York there is
no Chinese competition with white labor
of a volume to bring home to the latter
the significance of such rivalry, ami there-
fore the lawlessness of the mob evinces a

lower civilization than has ever been
manifested in California. And if such
practices obtain now, when there are but
a few Chinese in New York, what might

be expected if fiftythousand of them were
settled in the city"? Apparently in that
case a repetition of the scenes which oc-

curred during the draft riots would be
not impossible. How brutal and cowardly
a New York mob can be was shown then,

and history contains uo record of more
fiendish cruelty and blind brutality
than that black episode furnishes.
On the whole, and judging from the treat-
ment of the Chinese Embassy, it is in
order for the guides, philosophers and
friends of the New Yoik people to engage
in some active missionary workat homo
before they again venture to point morals
upon California!! relations withthe Mongo-
lians. A curious feature of the case is
that the insults to which the Chinese offi-
cials have been exposed are presumably of

the same kind with those which so often

have been heaped upon Americans inChina
and other (as we call them) semi-civilized
countries. Now when they happen iv the

latter we point to them as indications of
bad government, and pity the countries in
which they occur, superciliously. But in
the present case it would seem that they
must equally justify the inference of bad
government, and that therefore the Chi-
nese would have a right to retort our own

taunts upon us.

THE SPANISH BABY.

Queen Christina has a baby, and Spain
is shaken to its foundations. The little
stranger is a girl, and therefore a disap-
pointment, and also, if it survives, a sure

source of difficulties, political and other-
wise. Its birth was a very solemn and
ceremonious atfair, and the mother must

have been wretchedly uncomfortable amid
allthe fetish Spanish court etiquette holds
to be necessary on such occasions. The
affairis chiefly interesting because itgives
the civilized worldan opportunity of wit-
nessing an example of the follies and
mummeries which hedged about royalty
everywhere a few years ago, but which
have almost disappeared from all countries
but Spain, which ia the most nearly

medieval of any pretending to civiliza-
tion. It is very doubtful whether, the
Spanish Infante willlive to exercise any

important influence upon human affairs,

for the disposition of mankind to be gov-
erned by divine right is rapidly vanishing,
and the growth of the democratic spirit
menaces the most presumptuous and
archaio institutions. Meantime there is
nothing unrepublicau in the expression of
a hope that the young mother may come
safely out of her trouble, and that the baby
may take kindly to its Andaiusiau foster-
mothers, of whom, we believe, there are at
least three in waiting.

AN ENTERPRISING REPORTER.

That was an enterprising repoiter of
whom our dispatches speak, and who was
so tiljedwith zeal for his calling that, in

default of news, he turned burglar him-
self, and having despoiled his neighbors,
proceeded to writeup the robberies. It
seems, however, that the ruling passion of
allgood reporters, whichi3to get ahead of
tli'ircontemporaries in the news, proved
his ruin, for he was co eager to secure the

i first account of his own burglaries that he
'

wrote them up sometimes before either tho
victims or the police had found them out,
and the consequence was that sus-
picion began to be directed towards
him, and finally he was caught in
the act of making news for hi3 paper.
We think that in such a caae the law
should be administered as leniently as pos-
sible, for itis evident that the young man

| fella victim to excess of zeal, and that
j he had no other purpose in his burglaries
! than to secure forhis journal the reputa-

tion of a' "livepaper." On second thoughts,
however, we fear that his example might
be imitated ifhe was notpunished severely,
and since unscrupulous publishers might
in time come to employ professional burg-
lars, or even as3assins, on the journalistic
staff, perhaps it is desirable for the protec-

i tion of society that this person should
! be dealt with in an exemplary way.
