REPUBLICAN MEETING.

SPEECHES BY GENERAL JOHN F. MILLER
AND LEONIDAS E. PRATT.

A Republican mass meeting was held on
Second streey, between J and K, on Saturday
evening. A more inconvenient piace for a
meeting could not have been chosen, as up to
half-past 8 o’clock the street cars ran through
the crowd frequently, with jingling of bells
and rattling of wheels. There were blowing
whistles on the river front, the pushing of
omuibusses and hacks through the aundience,
etc., until General Miller, after frequentand
annoying interruptions, remarked: **If this
thing is to go on, it will be rough work speak-
ing here; but I suppese I can stand it if
you can;” and at another point he said, *‘There
ars more noises, and of greater variety, to
embarrass a speaker here, than I ever heard
before.” The meeting was also disturbed by
the surgjng of the crowd on the walk back of
the stand, the bustle about the restaurants
there, and the laughing, chatting, and some-
times whooping crowds about the saloon
doors,  In short, not more than half of the
speech of General Miller was heard by people
more than ten feet from the staqd, and the
speaker was disconcerted and discouraged.
The meeting was a-good one, though not so
large as it would have been but for two other
large assemblages in the city—at the circus
and at the camp meeting grounds—and be-
cause of the fact that Saturday 'mght here
is inopportune for a street weeting, as on
that evening only the shops are all open, and
many hundreds that would a!qeuni, give up
the time to shopping, marketing, and to
social pleasures incident to the close of the
week, But the audience that assembled was
large, representative, gave good attention and
applanded approved sentiments warmly and
deeply. Bon-fires blazed on the street cor-
ners, the stand was handsomely decorated, a
good band was in attendance, and earlyin
the eveping the Boysin Dlue, seventy-six
strong, and weating their neat new uniform,
in red, white and blue colors, march-
ed to the stand under the leadership
of Vice-Commander John Dougherty.
