Tbe Demonstration Postponed.
Cosstantixople, September 11th.

—
The

naval demonstration has been postponed for
a few days, as the Embassadora of the Pow-
ers recognize the good will of the Porte and
the difficulties besetting the surrender of
Uulcigno. The Austrian and French Em-
basaadora pointed out to Abeddin Pasba,
Minister of Foreign Aflairs, the dangers for
Turkey which miijht result from a naval de-
monstration, and the consequent absolute
necessity of a burrender of Dulcigno. Kusaia
favored immediate action against Turkey,
but was induced by England to share the
more moderate views of Austria, and accede
to a postponement of the demonstration.

Raocsa, September 11th.—The Albanian
volunteers having momentarily quitted their
positions near Dulcigno, they were occupied
by the regular Turkish troops. The volun-
teers afterward endeavored to regain their
position, but were repulsed with a loss of a
few wounded.
