HALL OF RECORDS CASE.

Tho Board of Supervisors Sustained ana
the Case Dismissed.

Judge Denson yesterday gave hi? decision
in the case of Samuel Blair vs. the Board of

Soperrisora, which was brongh't to set aside
and have declared void the action of the

Board inrelation to building a Hall of Rec-
ords. [The following!is the ;decision in full,

and which wiilbe found t-> fullyEustain the

prucee of the Board inthe premises :
This iia special proceeding under the Code

to test the vaUdity of the proceedings of the
Board of Supervisors in relation to buiiding
a Hall of liecord3 for Sacramento county,
and ia authorised by Sectiou IOCS, Code of
Civil Procedure, which reads as follows:
"Section lOGS. A writ of review may be
granted by any Court except a Police or Jus-
tic's Court, when an inferior tribunal, Board
or i fficsr exercising judicial functions has
exceeded the jurisdiction of tuch tribunal,
board cr officer, and there Uno appeal, nor,
in the judgment ot the Court, any plain,
speedy and adequate remedy."

At the very tuieshold of this investigation
cornea the question: "Was the. Board of
Supervisors exercising jndicial fanctiona in
ita proceedings relating to a Hall of Rec-
ords?" fur upon the answer to this query
depends the power of this Court to review
the proceedings of the Board ia any event.

The books are fullof allusions to •'judicial
futctious" and "ministerial functions," but
Iam not aware ot any decision or comment-
ary in which a technical definition of either
phrase in attempted, or in which any definite
and distinctive line is drawn between "judi-
cial

"
and "ministerial

"
functions. How-

tver, those terrca are well understood, and
perhaps it i» easier to understand and act

npou than tv clearly define them.
\u0084

Ican discover no elementof "juaic:al func-
tion" in the matter of determining that a
Hall of Eecords is a necessity for the pre-—

'iun of the public record*. Judicial
functions are exercised when an issue is raised
upon the decision of which parties have a
right to be heard and" when an officer or
Bi:uJ ia charged with the peiformance ot
some paiticular duty, or empowered to act in
some rpecitic sphere not involving any ques-
tion between parties npoii whichi3given a

ri^ht to be hear 1, although the exercise' of
souud discretion be requisite, the jurisdiction
ii•'ministerial."

The Board of Supervisors hare jurisdiction
to purchase supplies for the County Hosj iia1,
and much good judgment and discretion are
essential in properly determiiiicg the particu-
I.irkinds and qualities of fnod and other sup-
plies to be provided for the support of the in-
digent sick of the county, but itwould be ab-
surd to iv that in exercising such discretion
the Board acted judicially.

And bo, in almost every act of the Board
of Supervisors, sound discretion moat be ex-
ercised, and their actions can be reviewed on
ccrtiorari only when the jurisdiction to act
partakes of tlie nature cf a trial of some is
sue, or of some matter wherein some person
ha.s the legal right to make an issue and have
the same tried.

Subdivision 9 of Section 404Cof the Polit-
ical Coda confers upon the Board of Super-
visors the power

"
to cause to be erecUd and

furnished a Court house, Jail, Hospital and
such other public buildings as may be neces-
sary."

The duty of determining when any public
building is necessary devolves entirely upon
the Board, and no other person ha* any right
to have notice, or to be h:ard, either infavor of
or ag linst ihe proposition, and the duty of
the Board in such regard has no resemblance
to nor element of judicial functions.
Itdearly follows that this Court cannot in

the proceeding review the proceedings of the
Board of Supervisors complained of, and the
ease might well end here, but since other
questions were argued by counsel, and since
this is a matter of considerable public con
cern, Ideem it appropriate to dispose of
some of the other questions presented.
Itwas claimed upon the argument that the

Board proceeded irregularly in not following
the provisions of "An Act to regulate the
erection of public buildings and struc-'ir-s."
approved April1, 1872. (Statutes of 1371-2,
p. 925).

But upon a critical examination of that
Act1 a:ii convinced that it appli lonlyto
cases where there i-< a specific amount of
money appropriated by &o!:;3 special orgen-
eral i»\v for the erection of aparticular struc-
ture, and not to tie erection ot' any building
or 3trr.cture winch might be erected in tho
discretion of any regulaj offiperor Board, aud
whero no appropriation therefore had been
made. Ananalytical discussion of this sta-
tute would render this opini n of much
greater length than Ihive time or i iclinatim
to make it, aod [i Ltent myself by giving
my con< lusion only.

The Bj.-irdof Supervisors is vested, ai ha 3
]>e*n seen, with fullauthoiity to dete.rmi.-ie
when a public building is necessary, tnd t i

ciu<cit tobe constructed
"

under such limi-I
tations and restrictions a< are prescribed by |
law." iSecti in 4046, Political Code.) And the
only limitition u;.<i:i their jurisdiction and
power, as far ai1 can discover, is that plans
and specifications most l»e prepaied before
ihe contract U mad*, anl thU was done.

But counsel cay thecontract wasnot award-
ed to the lowest biddsr, and in this respe t
the Board acted beyond iU jurisdiction.
There is n> requirement in the Co or other
law of thU State making it the duty of the
Board of S rpervisi rs toaward any conti to
the lowest bidder except Section -ri!7 of the
Political Code, as enacted April1, 1>7.-;,which
reads:"

I'll Supervisors must contract for :"
First

—
Allcounty printing.

"Se nd- VU books and -tationery.
"Third

—All supplies for county institu-
tions.

"Aniall contracts must be made with the
\,iv: ttbidder, and after ten days public do-
tice thit such contract wiil be let. The
biddinj must be by ealed proposals."

And no reasonable nstro tion of this sec-
tion could make itapply to the erection of a
public building or structure ;and such an in-
tent certainly cauld ii"t have existed in ti.e
legislative mind. And besides, itis a matter
of grave doubt \u25a0. bether tbi stc.ion cvea is
tii'A- t\ij>;

In the orUinal Code there is do S3ction
r.urobcred 4047, but in1874-5 ft new s-'cti.-.n
nearlj iikothe one quoted was enacted, and
igiven that number, aed at the same session
another section numbered 4U17, upon an en-
jtirely different eu! ject, was enacted. Then
!in 1878 tho amended section above quoti d

waa cnacttd as an i aended Section 4047.
Theu a>ia the Legislature of 1879- SO
amended Section 4047, so as to male > itre-
late to i'.ie power of the Board to r>quire the

(riff to lw pr .— tat their -. -i .-. la d pre--
rve order. It ii somewhat difficult t-> cay

jnst what tho Legislature intended, but prob-
ably the £ ffect of the last amendment was to
make that the only section bfaring that nuai-
btr, mid t>> T'ical the section quoted.

In the absence of any legislative restriction
the Supervisors would not be bound to award
the contract to th« lowest bidder, notwith-
standing it wouldbe thtir moral duty go to
do, other things being equal. We may
r.'ulily conceive of circuiKst.ir.ces under
which no prudent man actil ; for his
owa intercuts would awar ! a contract |
to tho lov.-<;>t bidder. The lowest bid might
1o *» low that it would Ivappsretit that the
contract could not be performi Ihone»tly
without great I\u25a0- to Ine contrac'-i-r, or it
might come from• notoriously incompetent
l>enoz>, or frora one who was known to be I
dishonest and mcli.fito cheat by using unfit
material, etc, and in such ease any pruilent
man would decline to aooept a bideven ifit
veemetl to be the lowest. Or two bids nii.'ht
be nearly <<]<ial, and the person advertising I

Ifor bids should be well acquainted with one :
;bidder and know him to be competent and j
always honest, upright and punctual indoin™
bit work, and fair ar.'l reasonable in making !

t.eltlen ainl have no knowledKe of the j
other bidder ;he would not hesitate to pay '

j the flij-htly larger amount for the security |
jhe would foc-1 from the possibility of uufaith- i

iful work or disaireetnent and litigation.
Tho lowest bid was 5399 lower than the !
one accepted in tliH instance, and while
the reasons actuating the Boird are j
Dot before tho Court, and not proper to be
inquired Into here, the difference iv amounts i
is so iMghtas t> preclude any presumption I
of fr»nd, and tho B«rd probably saw reasons :
sufficient to can them to believe the beet
interests of the county wouldba promoted by
