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British Ship Ashore.

Say  Fravcisco, September 13th,—The
British ship FErin’s Star, from Antwerp for
this port, with 1,900 tons of railroad iron,
went ashore eight mailes north of Point
Reyes, twenty-eight miles from San Fran-
cisco, in a heavy fog, at’d o'clock this morn-
ing. The steamer Senator passed and took
off the Captain’s wife and brought her here.
The ship was lying easy when the steamer
passed, with but little sea. A tug was imme
diately sent to aid the ship. A heavy gale
prevails this afternoon, and the vessel, unless
got off, must be in a serious position.

Fatal Accident.

PeNRYN, September 13th.—John Owen of
this place met with an accident which caused
his death at 5 o’clock this morning. On Sat-
urday evening he went into the woeds to cut
a bee tree, and not returning, parties went in
search of him. He was found about 12
o’zlock under the tree, from which he had
fallen, in an unconscious condition, and re-
ma’nad so until his death. He leaves a wife
and two small ciildreo.

Attempted Suicide with Strychnine.

SAN RararL, September 13th.—At 12
o’clock to-day a young man was discovered in
the waiting-room of the railroad depot at San
Rafael Jurction, writhing in pain from the
effects of a large dose »f strychnine, evidently
taken with suicidal intent. He was removed
into San Rafael, where he is lying in a critical
condition. He is a man about 30 years of
age, little finger on left hand gone, picture
of a locomotive, with the letters A. P. R, R.
in India ink on the right forearm, and also a
Masonic square and compass. He wore a
striped shirt, with the letter P. J. on the
bosom, a black coat, pants and vest, and black
hat, and had a plain gold ring on the little
finger of the right hand. Oa his person was
found a Morocco pocket-book, which con-
tained a lock of hair carefully folded in a
paper, upon which was written, * Rhoda's

love-lock, When thi

n this you see, remember me.”

A Serious Fall.

WoeDLAND, September 13th.—John M.
Ward, a carpenter, fell a distance of 30 feet
to-day, from a new belfry he was erecting for
the Catholic Church, sustaining very severe,
if not fatal, injuries. The rizht thigh-bone
was broken, and his shoulder and shoulder-
blade badly crushed, besides many severe
bruises, The doctors think he may recover,
if he is not injured internally, which they
hope is not the case.

The Freda's Search for the Castaways,

VaLLrso, September 13th.—The log of the
United States schooner Freda, which arrived
Saturday from her unsuccessful search for the
castaways of the wrecked Mathilde, shows
that she arrived at Socorro Island August
11th, and after a thorough search, finding no
trace of & human being, headed for Mazatlan,
While at Mazatlan a rumor was sfloat that
an English man-of-war had picked up the
castaways and carried them south, but it is
hardly possible. The Freda left Mazatlan on
the 18th ult. for California.

On Trial for Murder.

SAN BERNAERDINO, September 13th.—The
trial of Jack Riley, for the murder of D. C.
Sargent at Ivaupah, commenced in the Supe-
rior Court, before Judge Rolfe, this morning,
and will probably consume most of the week,
The attormeys for the prosecuticn are Dis-
trict Attorney Rowell, Satterwhite and Car-
tis, and for the defense Hunt, Willis acd
Waters.
