appeared. The election for Governor may
he thrown into the I. _ ature, or ifit is
not, the majority of Plai \u25a0'..\u25a0 .i illevidently
bo oxtremely small. Tiio Republicans
have carried three out of t!.c five Congres-
sional Districts, .ilil they have the Iogis-
lature. Of course there are innumerable
reports explaining the election, but itmay
be doubtei whether any of them are en-
titled to much confide! Stories of
Democratic corruption are rife, bnt it re-
maine to bo thown wliy this corruption
\u25a0was not sovered until after the i-lection.
Ifit existed it must havo been practiced
nuder the eyes of the Republican man-
agers, and therefore they most have Leen
0 ilpably negligent not to discover it. It
id far rs)c,TC probable the fight was lost
by underrating the strength aud per-
sister: \u25a0 of tLo ene:ny. Ithad been given
out. and not mtradicted by tho Demo-

THE BUSINESS BAROMETER.

The New York Tribune said yesterday :"
What the buaiaegs men think of the pos-

sibility of a Democratic victory was
"clearly shown yesterday in "Wall street.
"

Leading Democratic bankers aud brokers
"were fairly tumbling over each other in
iltheir haste to sell securities. There was"

not much disposition to resist, and at"
every effort to sell prices declined rap-

"iJly. The opinion was freely expressed"
that Secretary Sherman might not feel"
that it would be safe-io spend the reserve" largely inJhe purchase of bonds, as the"
Democratic Congress, encouraged by suc-

<:cess, mightplay the mischief withthe en tire"
revenue system next winter, and leave"
the Treasury without adequate reserves

"to meet the bonds maturing next year."
The business barometer responds swiftly
to such iniluences as that of the Maine
election, and though in this instance
the perturbation on Wall street is doubt-
less premature, it is none the less
a trustworthy indication of the effect
which a Democratic success in November
wouldhave upon the material interests of

the country. The fact that the Demo-

cratic bankers and brokers are the lirst to

manifest alarm ia explained by the assump-
tion that they "best know the dangerous
"elements with which they are politically
"associated." The national Democracy

adopted a platform this year in which it
pledges itself to honest finance. Itis pos-
sible that its action on thi3 head may
hive deceived conservative Democrats, and
that they may h.-.ve relied upon this
promise for immunity from mischievous
experiments. Uut tiiosewho have watched
the progress of the canvass know well that
the Democrats have seized every oppor-
tunity to form alliances with the Green-
backers, and that when the latter, as in
Elaine, wera numerically the stronger,
they have even allowed them to put
forward their own candidates for Congress
and State cilices. The result of all these
arrai gements is that the Greenbackers are
committing the Democrats to their linan-

-1 cial theories, and though the Greenbacker
element may not be anywhere sutHeiently
strong to impress itself forcibly upon the
canvass, it is quite possible that by concen-
trating upon Congressman it may gucceed

in introducing to the House a formidable
faction. Where the fusions have been
effected the ostensible result may be to
strengthen the Democratic representation,
but whenever the subject of finance is
under consideration these men willbe the
advocates of Greenbacker doctrines. The
practical outcome of course must be in
such a case, the control of the Democratic
Congressmen by the (ireenbackers, and the
consequent abandonment by the former
party of all its recent pledges. The Maine
election will, of course, recommend the
fusion policy still more strongly to the
Democrats, and if they can findGreenback
factions in New York and Indiana, Con-

necticut and New Jersey, they will hasten
to effect alliaiicea with them. The utter

indifference of the Democracy throughout
the country to all considerations of con-

sistency and- principle has already been 1

made apparent. Itis clear thit they are ]
prepared to cut loose from alltheir pledges j
and to violate all their professions, for the

sake of capital, and therefore itmust be
expected that no nienaca to the miteriul
interests of the country is at all likely to

deter them from making whatever fusions

are possible t) them.

The Grtenbaekers are -shrewd enough to
take advantage of the necLEtities of their
allies, acd to make their own terms, and
as their programme vcomparatively simple
they willhave no difficultyin having their
own wry. Thus the national Democracy
i-j rapidly sloughing off its recent profea-
Biona of regard for honest money, and is
indinj; itself to the support of the most

wildand p irniciona measures which themoit
reckleu am', foolish element in the 0 entry
advocates. It is in fact reverting to

i..-i old Copperhead po!icy in finance,

and it is doing this with the less com-

jpane tionbecause its hostilityto resumption
and -the honorable discharge of public obli-
gations has never been really abandoned,
bit was only concealed for the reason tl.at
itdid not promise to pay. What the busi-
ness men of the country must realize now,
therefore, h,that the Democrats are willing
to sacr Bee the stability of the national'
finances and the publiccredit and currency

I for the sake of gtttin^ the offices, and that
v > dependence can Le placed upon them
for protection against the most outrage-
ous and fatal propositiocs that can be
mado in thi3 direction. Democratic
business men can no longer deceive
themselves withthe belief that the material
interests of iha country would be as ssfo
in tho hands of one party as in those of the
other. They must recognize the f2ct that
the Greenbackera aud Democrats haye
already v.ale common cause, and that
b.)th are bant on the same m?a3iire3. The
Democrats hive uo longer an honest money
programme. That plank was torn cut of

their platform by the Maine- fusion. Nor
dj they care for this loss inthe least. All
tl ey want i.ivotes, and itis nothing to
them what principles they adopt
for the purpose of petting them.
They henceforth stand for all the

hensfble doctrines their allies
have advanced, Grcenbackers or
:Democrats, it matters not what they call
themselves, for they arc all one party. No
wonder that Wall street, appreciating the
significance of thii ominous union, re-

sponded to the Mime doction with an
outbreak of panic. This shows what view

:is taken thcro of a posaiblo Democratic
Inational victor}*,and it proves how much
Ireliance business men, even of their own

'\u25a0 faith, have in Democratic guarantees r.nd
:profeskions. The believers in honest
ifinance willhave to take their stand with
! the Republican party inthis contest, forlo
other refugo remains to them.

000,000, or ia excess of tho eutire national
j debt. This renders the refusal of Ueiural

jHancock to followTilden's example the
\ more remarkable, but the Cincinnati On-

j Mfte boldly declares that he willnot write

nomination to a syndicate of claim agcnla
|"having its headquarters at Washington,

description. Itremains to be Ecen whether
General Uancock is really afraid to com-
mithimself inthis matter, but it is certain
that ifhe delays to express himself much
longer the presumption of hi3implication
in the manner alleged by the Oaz^llt- will

ba greatly strengthened. The reality, the
extent, the audacious persistence of these
Southern war claims, render the subject one
of rirst-elass importance, and no Presiden-
tialcandidate whose dependence is upon a

solid South cau afford to refuse to declare
his view3and purposes concerning them.
No one can doubt that the belief in a pur-
pose to look leniently upon these claims
wouldraise such a storm of public indig-
nition as no party could withstand ;but
a great many people entertain very serious
doubts whether the Democratic leaders
would possess either the courage or the
ability to resist tho contemplated raid
upon th.9 Treasury if they were inpower.
For this reason it is of considerable im-
portance that General Hancock should say

what he means in the premises.

THEY MUST SPEAK OUT FOR HONEST
MONEY.

One conspicuous lesson of the Maine

election 13 that the Republicans must
henceforth cast aside allhesitation on the

Ifinancial question, and stand up boldlyfor

Ihunest money and honorable discharge of
jthe public debt. There id no longer any

justification or excuse for trimming on

jthis subject, if there ever wa3, which we

jassuredly do not admit. But the Green-
;bickers have now cast their lot with the

IDemocrats, and whoever f.ivowtheir ideas
willcertainlynot go to the Republican party
for aid and comfort. On the other hand
there are many Democrats who are honest
money men, aud who willnot follow
their p^rty into the Greenbacker camp.

\u25a0 These may be gained by the Republicans if
the latter have the courage of their con-
victions, and willboldly take up the ga.ne
flung down to them by the Treasury

wreckers. There lias been far too much
vacillation and timidity on this subject
hitherto. Politicians, knowing nothing
themselves of the true principles of finance,
and therefore iucapable of distinguishing
between good and bad policies, have acted
as though it were a matter of indifference
what linancial measures were adopted,
aud for fear of causing opposition have
shirked and evaded questions which
because of their vital importance must
be discussed fully and frankly, and
cannot be thrust out of sight. And
we desire to point out to the Republican
managers that the time has now come

when it is necessary for them to take a
manly and unambiguous position in this

Iregard. Nor can they hesitate for a mo-'
men: as to which side they shall take.
Arrayed against their party are the Demo-
crats and Greenbackers, and both these

latter represent practically the same finan-
cial follies and absurdities and knaveries.
The Republican party will bo forced to
champion honest finance in the future as it

has done in the pa&t. It willthereby at-
tract to itself all who realize the gravity of
this issue, and are sound on the main
questions connected with it. The follow-
ers of vagaries and fantasies have already
1.it its ranks an 1 worked their way over

to the Democracy, aiiii there they willstay
uatil the Democrats onco more discover
that the sense of the nation is opposed to
repudiation and depreciation and fiat-
money and all the rest of the roguery

proposed. When that discovery is made
the Democrats willonce more profess them-

selves a bard-money party; but the Re-
publicans are by inheritance the guard-
!iani of the national honor and interests in

!this connection, and the time has come for

thorn to recognise their responsibility.

Mr. Tklicnor, the ingenious but too con-
fident individual who undertook to per-
suido the people of California that he

1 could extract gold from mineral spring?,

has been exploited by the State Mineral-
ogist, I>r. Hanks, who insisted on seeing
his process, and who at once detected his
clumsy introduction of chloride of gold to

the water. Mr. Tichenor is evidently
nothing like so ingenious an impostor as
many of his predecessors in that line. The
old alchemists and those who traded on
the pretense of alchemical lore knew
several tricks worth any quantity of these.
Tho notorious Dr. Dec w.is an adept in the
alleged transmutation of metals, and he
never allowed himself to be caught. Even
Doaatcrsvvivel, Walter Scott's creation, was

n;oro subtle and cunning that Mr. Tiche-

nor appears to lie. The truth in, however,
that he is evidently not Emart enough to

be a successful knave, whatever his inclina-
tions may be in that direction. Aman

who wishes to impose upon the publicnow-
adays must possess some knowledge of
chemistry, and must at least be able to in-
vent a, plausible theory. Mr. Tichenor has
no knowledpjo of chemistry, and his theory
is merely ridiculous. He should have
stayed at home.

THE SENSE OF HEARING IN BIRDS

When we arrive at the Becse of hearing
we come to the point where proper esthetic
fcelir.gs begin. It ia quite impossible to
doubt that birds are fond ofmusical sounds.
The song of our own nightingales anil lin-
nets, the deep notes of. the South Amen-
can bell-bird, the incesflaut cooing of the
dove, the noisy chattering of the parrots,
the ringing cry of the whippoorwiil, all
lead to the same conclusion. Here, a:*ain,
these sounds are of precisely the same na-
ture as those employed by the crickets,
kat\ did?, cicadas, and othermusical insects,
as wellas byman himself inhis vocal and in-
stiumcntal music. Something of the same

Ititle is displayed among the quadrumanaby
the howlers and other monkeys. But it is
a noteworthy fact that a lar^e majority of
these presumably pexual calls, inbirds, in-
sects, and other animals, are true musical
sound?, not '

mere noise*. Ihave pointed
!out elsewhere the probable rtason for this

preference ofpure tones iv the case of man-
kind;and the same argument willapply,
mutdlis mutandis, to other animals. Cut
there is certainly a singular analogy inthis
respect ,between sounds and color?, most
animals preferring tho relatively pure and

jM.nji'f! musical tones to confuted noises ;
aud the relativelypure and analytic colors,
led, blue, green and yellow, to confused |
mixtures such as brown, gray and

'
mud-color. Atany rate, a bird evidently
pays far more attention to the musisal
class of auditory rcoptions than to mere
noise. A canary will t.ike no notice of or-
dinary confuse Isounds in a room ;but, if
ono begins to chirp or whistU to it,it im-
mediately responds with another chirp in
emulation. ..\u25a0 SSto t \u25a0 too, when :a piano :or
other musical instrument is played in the
neighborhood of a singing-bird, it will
often show its recognition of tho musical
character bypouring out its fullest Hood of
sonc, as if to conquer its unconscious rival.
Of "coarse, the singing-matches between

|birds themselves are too familiarlyknown
to call for separate mention.
