Uuixeas's Patent Sprixg Filter.—One

of Guincaii's patent spring filters has been on

trialinthis office for the past two weeks and

gives entire satitfaction. The usual objection

to filter?, that inclearing the water of its im-
parities the life of the water also U takeu
from it, Joes not obtain in the present case.
The principle eitned at by Mr. Guineun in
the construction of hia filter was to overcome
this objection, and in which lie has been suc-
cessful. The filter consists in the ordinary

receptacle for the usual filtering material,
with a perforated air chamber at the bottom,
through which the water passes. This cham-
ber Ucun-tantly supp'iel with fresh air, by
means of two tubes extending fromitto above
the top, of which one is somewhat the long-
est, to cause the air to pass in through the
shortest and nut of the other, something in
the nature of the siphon. The pressure of
air upward through the chamber into the fil-
tering material also prevents the sediment
from working downward and causes it to re-
main upon the top, enabling the easy removal
of all foreign substances whenever necessary,
without the necessity of the trouble and ex-

pect of exchanging all the material and re-
packing the filter. This improvement will
be appreciated by all who have had experi-
ence in that Hue.

THE STATE PRINTING OFFICE.

A Description cf Changes Made and Pres-

ent Appearance.

The State Printing Office building, which

has stood so bug as a monument of the failure
of former intentions, has recently been com-
pleted in its outward architectural design,

and received such attention with the bru=h

as to take it from the position of beisg a

standing rebuke as a State institution, and

made it an acceptable a-xiiiary for its pur-

pose at the east cud of the Capitol grounds.
The building has successfully maintained the
appearances upon its outeide,^ ever since its
cjnstiuction, of having reached the end of its
appropriation at an unfortunate and awkward
juncture, and that ithad been left like many
private residences at a point where itcould
tie occupied, and the finishing touches post-
poned "tilltimes are easier."

,THE OCTSIDE OByAMENTAL WOBX ,

Of i..jmain building has now been com-
pleted. The completion of the approaches
and bringing the surroundings into pioper
shape has not been attempted, and Unot im-
mediately so much demanded under tae pres-
ent uses of the building, except to bring it
into harmony with what thetast part of the
Capitol Park is intended in the near future to

be. The unsightly board fence, however,
which iuclosed the building on the srmth, has
been removed, and the front now sUnds open-
ing into the Capitol ground. The orna-

mental railings and fiuish over the win-
dows and portico have

-
been completed.

Also interior changes have leen made
to bring the spaca into greatest u'ility
and -convenience as a State printing estab-
lishment. The doors at the main entrance
on the south have jbeen changed from solid
panel work to glass frame-doors, adding much
co their appearance and increasing the light
on the main rlooi. The building has been
given a thorough paiulin*.'. Upon theoutside,
the brick basement < r firststory, fa painted
in imitation of granite. The body of
the building, from its former white, is given

a cream shade of white or very li^ht drab,
while the trimmings, which are very
elaborate, are of a darker shade, also upon
the rlrah, which brings them strongly iato.
relief and causes the structure to have the
appearance ofbeing very amply supplied with
ornamentation. Tlie ceilings of the portico
and porches are of sea-green. _ ,

Entering upon the main floor, itis fonndto
have been recently very much changed. The
partitions have been removed, the ceiling
supported with pillars, and the whole floor,
with the exception of the foreman's room in
the center of the wes>t side, id occupied as
the

COMPOSING DEPARTMENT,

The inside of the building has a'so been
thoroughly repaired throughout, and given
an exceedingly neat and pleasant appearance.
The waiU on the mail) floor are waiiisoted to
the hi-'ht of about five feet, which Ugrained
in walnut, and corresponds with the frames
and cases in the room, which are all made of
wall v. Above the wainscoting the walls
and ceiling are white. This, with the great

number of large windows with which the
building ia lighted, renders it as light and
pleasant a3 could possibly be desired. There
are facilities in the main composing-room for
40 men, allowing a full frame to each man,
and in case of necessity 80 men
could easily work at the cases.
The former diminutive wash-closet for use of
employes lias been removed, and an elab-
orate flue marble bank for five basiux takes
its place. Itis cut ina single piece of mar-
ble ten feet in length, with another of similar
proportion standing at the back for protec-
tion of the walls.

THE FOREMAS'B BOOM,

Is 20x22 feet, taking in one of the

bow windows, and v cut off from the
main room hy means of frame aDd
«Uss partitions. It is neatly done,
and painted to correspond with the room ad-

[ joinine, and is petfect inall its appointments.'
The floor is covered with a new linoleum
carpet, and the room is well supplied with
desks, book-cases, tables and othtr appropri-
ate furniture, and all in allitwould be diffi-
cult to improve upon it.

The foreman's room is connected by tele-
phone with tha Superintendent's officein the
IState Capito!, tbti3 enabling the Superiu-
itendent to personally direct the entire affaire
of his office with greatest facility aud dis-
patch.

Adjoining the foreman's office a neat cloak
room, 6x20, has been provided, supplied with
conveniences for it*purpose.

Tae jobdepartment occupies the north end
of the main tl «t of the building, opening <,ut

from the north Bide of the foreman's and the
composing rooms. Ithas casee and appoint- !

m?nts f.r 15 workmen, and ir complete in
every rrspect for the execution of the best
c!a>s of workmanship in any style itmay be
calledupor. to £11.

His
speech was an exhortation for united action
and thorough work by Republicans, lie re-
feired to tiie content in Maine, aud pointed
out that the Republican party is the
dominant party there, and that close voting
on local issU'g and government does not in-
dicate the political status of tbe people, who
are l&l&elyRepublicans.

A?*e:nblyman ElwoodBruner wa3 the next
speaker. He was frequently applauded.
lie referred at length tj the history of the
Republican party, and the debt created by
the aeta of the Deracciacy, by whom the na-
tion was -burdened with a great debt. He
took up the Criim-se question, and said that
the Democratic paity at heart to-day be-
lieves in the natural servility of the negro,
and that his proper condition is that of a
slave. They want in the South slave labor,
and failing that, they want the next most
servile, and that is coolie, or Chinese labor.
That,- he said, accounts for the silence of
General Hancock, in his letter, on the Chi-
nese question. He was afraid to pledge him-
self to a positive opposition to Chiuese immi-
pration. But, on the' other hand.' General
Garfield has pledged himself in the strongest
manner, and announced the reason for the
faith iv himin resisting the Chinese flood
that threatens to overwhelm the country.

George, E. McStay of Stockton was the
next speaker. He said he was limited to five
minutes to tell allhe knew about Republi-
canism in San Joaquin, but it could not be
done in such a time ;but he would say that
the Republicans of San Joaquin are up and
doing, are uni'ed. working shoulder to shoul-
der, and troubled withno dissensions. They
are organizing all over the county, and are
daily gaining recruits from the enemy and
adding to the rollsof the party hourly. He
concluded withan eloquent appeal for united
and earnest work for the success of the ticket.
His remarks were < ften applauded.

At the conclusion of the pp^aking the
meeting a'jonrned with three cheers for Gar-
field and Arthur.

A DEMORALIZED BOARD.

Tha State Board of Equalization yester-
day, just prior to the aft*moon session, was a'
thoroughly demoralized ors ai""ti°n- The

iSupreme Conrt decision had apparently taken
!allthe starch out of it. The room*, for weeks

the scene of the most lively activity, TVore a

dejected and deserted air. The member
straggled in and dropped into chairs in a 1

limp sort of way,like unto the lifeless de-

scent of a well wrung dish-rag into an empty
pan. The desks were littered with bits of
paper, which the nervous fingers of the un-

settled members hail torn as an accompani-
ment to their muddled cogitations. The
Clerk, heretofore so active, bustled about in
an aimless, hopeless sort of way, with his
hands full of statistic*] papers that had lost
much of their interest Mnce the coup d'etat of
the Bupreuie tribunal of the land, by which it
had takeu the Board into the judicial camp
and squeezed its life out. But the Clerk
was kept busy ntvtrtheless making cal-
culations en which to ba«c the tax levy
that is to be n.ade to-day. One uf the mem-
bers got his heels away up on a chair-back
and swore he\l got a judicial rest now, and
proposed to draw his salary with the utmost
regularity, while another presented through
an open window to an admiring city below x
fullview of the breadth 1f sole that adorns
his boot*, and vowed he'd goto t!;e races next
week any ho*. The President, with
a half-amused aud half-troubled expression on
his serious face. Fought consolation in the
statutes, Political Code, Section 3ti'.)3, which
reads :

Section 3003. When, after a ceneral investigation
by the Board, the property is found to be assessed
;ihove orbelow its fullcash vulue.the Boaid may,with-
out notice, so determine, and must add to or deduct
from the valuation :1. The real estate. 2. Improve-
ments ujwmi s»:h real estate. 3. The personal prop-
erty, accept nK.ney, such per centum, resiK'Ctively,
as is sufficient to raise or reduce it to its full cash
value. [Xcursection, April6, USO.]

From this he argued that the Board, under
the powers leftitby the Supreme Court, can
raise or lower the aggregate assessment roll
of a county by classes, either on realty, im-
provements or personalty, except money.
That the Constitution isnot a grant of power,
but only restricts legislative power, and that
in the absence of any prohibition the statute
stands giving the power he claimed.

Butto this a piou3 member objected in terms
positive and forcible, laying that the Supreme
Court had knocked the everlasting stuffing
out of the eternal law, and laid the eternal
Board on its blasted eternal back, iucon,pe-
tent to do anything but raise or lower a roll
by the eternal lump job.

The Piesiuent held as warmly for his view,
maintaining that the statute deh'aed the
method of arriving at the judgment necessary
to determine the raising or loweiing process,
and that the increasirg c.r reduction of classes
of property is not meddling with individual
assessments.

The Controller held with the positive mem-
ber, firmly but less forcibly.

The Attorney-General had already advised
that to test the matter the Board act on the
proposition of the President, but gave the
Board to understand tint in the light of the
Supreme Court decision he entertained Bmall
hopes of the position receiving judicial sup-
port. He thought it.ought to bjdetermined,
however, and a case scut up.

Bursted Burke wandered in and straggled
out, apparently broken in allhis equalization
hopes and aspiration?, and chipped innow and
then withradical views.

At
this juncture the Board concluded to go into
formal session and settle down to the serious
in life. The session did not result in the
Hoard arriving at any positive determina-
tion as to what it willdo.
