Bands called
“ Avengers” have formed in the chief Bul-
garian centers and assassinated within the
past six weeks a number of Moslems, includ-
ing one Bey and two functionaries. Mussul-
mans retaliated, and many Bulgarians have
fallen victims. The Bulga-ians are, unfor-
tunately, stimulated to these excesses by em-
issaries from the Principality of Bulgaria,
and are encouraged by armed bands hovering
about the frontier, on the Bulgarian side.
