THE STATE FAIR.

TWENTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL FAIR OF THE
CALIFORNIA STATE AGRICUL-
TURAL SOCIETY.

THIRD DAY.

Yesterday was a triumphal day for the di-
rectory of the State Agricultural Society, in
that it was marked by the largest at-
tendance at Park and Pavilion known
for years, and was honored by the pres-

ence of President Hayes and party. The
receipts were in excess of the great *‘sham-

battle day” of last year. It is estimated
that at the Park at 2 . M. yesterday there
were assembled not less than 16,000 people.
This great congregation in gallery, stand,
lobby, quarter stretch and paddock was a
sight worth a long trip to see.

AT THE PAVILION.

Last evening the Pavilion cpened at 7
o’clock. At an early hour the halls were all
well filled. At 9 o'clock the Presidential
party arrived, and at that time the upper
hall was so densely filled that it seemed im-
possible to have packed another person in.
During the evening the music rendered as
heretufore announced, was frequently en-
cored, and pieces had to be repeated ir sev-
eral instances. At half-past 10 o’cleck, when
the Pavilion closed, the crowd was still very
large, and only departed when notified by the
ringing of the bell that the hour for closing
had arrived.

All persons who have been requested to
serve as members of committees at the Pa-
vilion are desired to meet at the office of the
Secretary at 8 o’clock this morning.

AT THE PARK,

The Park opened at the usual hour yester-
‘day morning, The wing-shooting tourna-
ment was the attraction of the day up to tto
time of the arrival of the President., After
the reception of the President the races coms
menced, and were continued until quite lato,

all the stock on exhibition. President Hayes
and party will be present and witness the
parade. At the conclusion of the parade
Sherman’s trained horses will be exhibited in
front of the grand stand.

The members of the District Boards of
Agriculture, and all persons who have been
requested to serve upon committees at the
Park, are requested to report at the cffice of
the entry clerks at the Park at 9 o'clock
A. M. to-day.

The two-year-old filly, Sweetheart, will on
Saturday trot for the Society’s gold medal.
Tkis medal has been offered to the horse that
will make the best time trotting that has ever
been made by any animal of the same class
in the United States. The trot will take
place at 11:15 A. . If Sweetheart wins this
medal she must beat 2:31. On Tuesday she
made 2:313.

RECEIPTS.

The receipts yesterday were as follows: At
the Park, $3,144 45; at the Pavilion, $1,234.
On Wednesday of the Fair last year the re-
ceipts were $1,576 at the Park and $650 at
the Pavilion ; and on the best day last year
(the day of the sham battle), the receipts
were $3.827 25 at the Park and 8538 50 at
the Pavilion,

THE RACES.

The Park was a socene of great animation
and brilliancy yesterday as the bell sounded
for the first race. The grand and special
stands, enriched and glowing with the varie-
gated colors of the costumes of the ladies
and children, made a brilliant picture, while
in the inclosure there were a dense mass of
equipages, with horsemen following the
steeds or scudding across the sward to catch
them on the homestretch. The programme
was not a very lengthy one, but comprised
two races, in which were entered some first-
class trotters, on the merits of which the
sporting community were greatly at variance,
and as such a state of affairs leads to specula-
gion, the pooling was very heavy during the

ay.
The first race was for the 2:25 class, for a
purse of $1,000, in which there were nine en-
tries, of which only four made their appear-
ance at the start, namely, Elaine, Gibraltar,
Reliance and Echora. Elaine, on the strength
of her Eastern reputation, she having made
a heatin her five-year old form in 2:24}, then
the fastest time on record, was made a favorite
at $120 agaiost €30 for Echora, $15 for
Gibraltar and $12 for the two others, and the
pools would probably have been seld with
Elaine left out, had not the very krowing
ones had an inkling that she might be worsted
through a strained tendon on her off hind leg,
that is said to show feverish symptoms after
a hard heat or two. Of a real race there was
really no appearance, Marvin bolding kLis
pretty mare well in hand, and actiog on Tal-
leyrand’s maxim, * Especially no zeal,” he
let her trot with her splendid gait, and was
never headed throughout the race. In the
first heat Reliance was only a length behind
her at the half-mile, but Gibraltar,
who had made a pcor break at the
first turn, came up very fast in the home,
stretch and secured second honors, Echora
being last. The time, 2:211, was received with
a greatdeal of enthusiasm. The betting was
noweven, except with those lunatics who take
losing odds in the chance of the favorite being
overtaken with a fit or with the thumps, as
was the case with Clay on Tuesday, and
Elaine was again in a jog, Gibraitar being a
poor second and Echora third in 2:22}, and
then in the final heat she railed to the
front, and this time it was Echora
that secured second honors, Gibraltar
occupying the third ition, Time, 2:24,
This victory of the Palo Alto stable elicited
much enthusiasm, and its owner, ex-Governor
Stanford, when he was presented with the
gold cup by the Association, was received
with rounds of applause.

This invention promises fair to supersede the old
style of axle entirely, as no oil or lubricant enters
the hub. The wheel is solid on the spindle, «..d
the arm extends within the hollow axle, provided
with boxings, which greatly reduce the friction
compared to other axles. An interposed strip of
rubber, forming a cushion, rests on top of the hol-
low axle, upon which rests the axle-bed, thereby
breaking the concussion when striking a stone or
other object in the way, thus saving the vehicle or
occupant any sudden wrench or jar. The rubber
cushion acts in breaking the concussion on the same
principle as the ** gristle” in the joints of a man's
arm, in striking a blow. The axle is very bandsome
when finished, and is equally adapted to all road
vehicles. Bugbey also exhibits Wible's newly-
invented drawbridge, which does away with the
turn-table now in use, and reduces the cost of druw-
bridge building nearly one half. The bridge divides
in the center, and opens something on the principle
of two large gates set together and swinging frem
each other. Both are compelled to move at the
same time, as the heel of each longitudinal section
is connected by cogs and cable. The draw is sup-
ported by adjustable hog lines or chains, which
cause the bridge to balance at all points while open-
ing. This is believed to be the best plan of ‘‘ draw”
in the world.
