Proceedings have been commenced to

expose the gigantic frauds perpetrated by

the Democrats in Alabama at the late elec-
tion. In Eutaw, Green county, the returns
showed that 717 votes had been cast, and
the Democratic ticket was given a major-
ity. Bat when a United States Commis-
sioner was sent down there to inquire into
the facts, on the strength of representa-
tions of fraud which had been made to the
authorities, 621 men came forward and
made affidavit that they had voted the Re-
publican ticket, thus demonstrating that a
Republican majority of more than 500 had
actually been polled. The reception
given by the Democrats to the United
States Commissioner is thoroughly charac-
teristic of the region. It is stated that he
was first grossly insulted by some prom-
““inent Democrats, and afterwards five
“rifle shots were fired at him and his
“friends as they sat under a tree in the
“ Court-house yard, Fortunately they
““were not hit, but a mule standing near
“‘them was killed.” The person who gives
this information, Mr. Alexander H. Byrd,

| next Monday. What is anticipated from
it the Powers are careful not to reveal.
| Common sense, however, suggests that the
x effect of the spectacle of a number of war-
| ships steaming in circles or lines along the
| coast, upon the Albanians who occupy the
| hills, or who have taken possession of Dul-
| cigno, 1s not likely to be overpowering,
| especially as it is announced beforehand
| that Dulcigno will not be bombarded.

more serious. The Powers appear to think
that they have reached a happy medium
between inaction and coercion, however.
They now intimate that unless the Porte
fulfills its engagements—which it is evi-
dently quite incapable of doing—they will
blockade the Dardanelles, and depose the
Sultan. Now to blockade the Dardanelles
is comparatively easy, and may be done
probably without firinga shot. But to de-
pose the Sultaninvolves a great many steps
which the Powers have not secmed as yet
prepared to take. They will have tb land
a large force, for they must expect resist-
ance. But they have not a large force to
land. The Saltan can certainly rely upon
the support of 50,000 veteran troops to
keep him on the throne, and as certainly
the fleet now at Ragusa cannot mus-
ter half that force. If, however, the
Sultan were deposed, his successor
would have to be appointed, or the
Ottoman Empire would have to be put in
Commission, and if that were done it
would probably not require more than the
experience of three months to show that
no accord between the Powers was possible
in regard to the mode of government to be
adopted. In fact it would be difficult to
devise a line of procedure more certain to
be prolific of those causes of quarrel
which bring about great wars, and as
most of the Powers are even now with dif-
ficulty restrained from flying at one an-
other’s throats, it is easy to see that this
method of settling the Eastern Question
promises o create more compiications than
it unravels. It may be that the admin-
istration of the Sultan's estate cannot be
deferred any longer, but if that is the case
it would be easier for the Powers to face the
situation firmly, instead of pretending
to settle it by appliances which cannot
even serve to postpone the most serious
causes of difference, and which may pre.
cipitate the evils they are ostensibly in-
tended to remove.

Mexicans claim 18 not only contrary to their laws,
but is especially insulting to them, and will, in case
the plan of the new town is carried out, ruin old
Guaymwas, as all the trade and commerce will go to
New Guaymas. They also charge their own agent,
Colonel Monean, the engineer appointed by the Mex-
ican Government, with aciing in concert with Mr.
Morley, the enzineer of the company, al eging that

besides the salary paid him by the railroad
company—$400 per month-—they have given
him a  valuable coutract - for  grading

a portion of the road, thus making him body and
soul an instrnment of the railroad company. These
are a few of the charges rung out by the new paper.
The Mexicans at the port of Guaymas are excited,
and at Hermosillo alarmed. When the stage left
Hermosillo it was r ported that the azentsof the
company had applied to the Governor of the State
for guarantees fur protection to life and property.
The Americans at Guaymas are iuclined to the be-
iief that trouble may arise. Our informint met at
Hermosillo an employe of the company, who gave
up his pozition and left Guaymas on that account.
