TWENTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL FAIR OF THE
CALIFORNIA STATE AGRICUL-
TURAL SOCIETY.

SIXTH DAY.

The State Fair closed about 11 p. M. Sat-
urday night with the closing of the Pavilion.

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

[From San Francisco exchanges# of September 26th.]
The public schools closed on Friday for
a week’s vacation.

There were about 500 registrations yes-
terday up to 5 o'clock, making a total to
date of 23,000.

A Japanese dwarf tree, 66 years old, and
but three and a half feet in hight, has
been presented to the Park Commissioners.

Ninety election officers were sworn in
yesterday, making a total of 350, leaving
120 yet to qualify as judges or inspectors.
All the laborers on the streets, number-
ing about 180, were diseharged yesterday,
the money in the Street Department Fund
having become exhausted. Work will be
resumed on the 1st of October.

Of the 7S deaths recorded at. the Health
Office for the past week, 52 were males, 26
females, 68 whites and 190 copper colored.
There were 3 casualties and 14 deaths in
public institutions. There were 89 deaths
the week previous and 78 the correspond-
ing one of last year.

It is observable that less bankruptcies
are recorded since the passage of the new
insolvency law by the last Legislature,
about half as many insolvency petitions
having been filed in a given time as there
was wont to be under the old laws. Sev-
eral causes may tend to decrease the num-
ber of petitions, DBusiness is better, money
easier, and the expense of going through
insolvency is much heavier than formerly.
