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POLITICS IN NEVADA.

Nevada politics have been raised to fever
heat by the announcement that James G.
Fair has consented to enter the arena as a

candidate for the United States Senate in

opposition to SeDator Sharon. Colonel Fair
does not pretend to know much about pol-
itics, and . quite probably he has no ideas
on the Bubjcct of governmental science.
But he is "in the hands of his friends,"
and allhis ignorance is more than compen-

sated by the size of his "bar'l." The
prospect thus opened up to the Com-
stock politicians is iudeed an alluringone.
With Sharon on one eide and Fair on

the other the "boys" cannot possibly
miss a

"
good thing." They are not at all

in the bewildering position of Buridan'a
ass, which et&rvcd to death between two
bundles of hay because it never could
make up its mind which one toattack. On
the contrary, the Comstock politicians are
only likely to be embarrassed by the su-
perfluity of those elements of "enthusi-
asm" which mean so much more on "the
."Lode" than anywhere else. It is per-
haps hardly in order to din-usj Nevada
politics seriously, or as though principle
had much to do with them, but it is evi-
dent that this new move in the game
must add greatly to the dilliuuhics of the

. Republican programme in that State. The
Democrats have undoubtedly done a very- shrewd thing in persuading Colonel Fair to
become a candidate for the United States
Senate, and in this they have once more
shown their readiness inreeortiug to meth-
ods analogous to those which have made
the South solid. Their present aim is of
course to secure the Electoral vote of Ne-
vada, and they could not have entered
the field in any other way. with the

least hope of success. The case of
\u25a0 Nevada has btcn for many years a pe-
culiar one, and it would be hypoc-
risy to pretend that the Democrats are

more responsible than the Republicans for
• it*political condition. Ithas long been a

mere rotten borough, and eiucc the people
h»ve been familiarized to regarding itin
that light, scarctly anything inits called
politics surprises the country. The ulti-
mate danger of playing with fire may,
however, at no distant day be illustrated
in thi* case. There are plently of people
who would be quite content to accept the
rottenness of Nevada politics so long

as one party derived all the bene-
fit from that state of thing* ; but
when it becomes evident that be-
cause of this rottenness the Electoral
votes of one State ef the Union are likely
to be pnt up to auction as the Praetorian
Guards put up the throne of:Imperial
.Rome, it is quite possible that these slip-

shod nibralisU may change their impres-
sions of the situation. The fightinNe-
vada is to be a fight between money-bags.

That much is evident, and that much will

C delight the impecunious political hangers-
on of the Comstock. What bearing this
fight may' have upon the Presidency is,

however, quite a different consideration,

and unfortunately itmust be impossible to

form any estimate about it,under the cir«

cumstances.

HANCOCK ON THE SOUTHERN CLAIMS.

At last General Hancock has been forced j
to follow the example of Tilden, and write

h letter in regard to the Southern claims, j
His letter however is by no means so ex- ,
pliuit and conclusive as was that of the j
statesman of Gramercy Park, nor can itbe j
safely regarded as putting the question at ;

rest. He sets out by belittling the sub- j
ject in a way which the facts donot justify, j
In his remarks about "rebel claims, or I"

claims inthe interest of persons who were
"inthe rebellion," he displays a disingenu-
ous and almost an evasive disposition. It {
has never been asserted or imagined by
anyone that the Government would be j

called upon directly and brazenly to
"

pay I
a debt or grant a pension or reward of
any sort for waging war upon itsown exist-
ence," yet the possibilitythat pensions may

be asked for rebel soldiers has already been
illustrated, as proved in these columns not

long ago, by the putting forward of an

actual claim of this kind in at least one
case. General Hancock however knows,

or must be presumed to know, that the
claimß of which there are already bushels
on fileare so covered up that the real sig-

nificance of most of them would probably
be missed by the uninitiated. When

General Hancock proceeds to say that
"nobody expects or wants such unnatural
"action," as the payment of Southern
claims, he flies in the face of the record, for
that demonstrates beyond the possibility of
doubt; that a great many people do expect
and want just this unuaturil action. It
Ureally preposterous for the Democratic
candidate for the Presidency to adopt this
flippant tone ia the teeth of the evidence
already before the people that not less than
§1,500,000,000 of Southern claims have

actually been prepared and put in the
hands of agents, while measures have been

introduced to Congress for so changing
th^ composition of the Supreme Court of
the United Scate3 that all barriers to the
prosecution of these claims would be
removed. But itmay be said that General
Hancock settles the question when he
siys : "IfIwere President Iwould veto"

all legislation which might come before
"me providing tor the consideration or
"payment of claims, of any kind, for"

losses or damages by persons who were
"in rebellion, whether pardoned or not."
Comprehensive as this looks atfirst sightitis
easily perceived that itmight be construed
to cover only such claims as were put for-
ward by persons who had aided rebellion
with arms in their hands, and that a very
large class ot claims would slip through it.
But it is quite possible to concede that
General Hancock really means to declare
himself inopposition to allSouthern claims,

and yet to show that such a concession has
littleor no significance. In the first place,
we allknow how ready candidates are to

say whatever will help their interests, be-
fore election, and how easily they find ex-

cuses for repudiating their pledges after
election. Iv the second place, we must

consider that General Hancock, if elected
President, would not have the destinies of

the Republic inhis hands. No pledges on

his part, for example, can secure the coun-

try against the passage of Southern claims
bills over his veto, by a Democratic Con-
gress, and nothing more likelythan this
can happen if he should attempt to stand
between the South and its programme.

The plain truth 13 that he can give no

real Eecurity in the premises. The
danger of Southern claims is one which

proceeds from the temper and tendencies
of the Democratic party, and no one man,
however determined, can successfully re-
sist the willof his party. It is the men

who surround Hancock, who ifhe is elected
must control his government, who even
now dominate Congress, and who are

themselves entirely ruled and guided by
the South, who are to be feared. The
danger in this respect is that which is j
inseparable from a Democratic victory in

allother regards. General Hancock was
nominated because it was hoped that his
personal character would mask thit of
hia supporters. The same purpose

and hope underlie this letter, in
which, for the second time, ho i3put
forward as a scapegoat for the Democ-
racy. It is therefore necessary to point
out, as we intimated before this letter was
written, that it is out of his power to give
effectual guarantees in the matter. Per-
haps, but by no means certainly, he may

speak with assurance for himself. But
however that is, he cannot give any security

for his party ;and the country has seen
too much of the disposition of that party
to believe that it has any loyalfeeling be-

-1 hind it,or that it is capable of withstand-
jiDg the pressure of its Southern elements.
The only trustworthy evidence inregard
to Southern claims consists in what has
been done, and in what is proposed to

be done. The public records show that
these claims are not only extensive and
real, but that those who hold them be-

lievethey willbe favorably entertained. The
records of Congress show that billshave
already been introduced which are . ob-
iviously intended to pave the way for the'
consideration of these claims. It is de-
monstrated that . a powerful capital his

been embarked in the business of urging
the claims, and it is in evidence that '.
Iconsiderable progress has already been I
made in bringing them to the . front.
Against all this testimony, we now have
the single circumstance of Hancock's dis-
claimer. Under the circumstances, we say j
it would be mere fatuity to attach any im- I'
portance to this disclaimer. General Han-
cock is in the hands of the South, and if

he does not do willinglywhat he is called
upon to do, it willbe done despite him.
That is what the country has toapprehend,
and that consideration takes allkigoiticance
and cunclußiveness from his letter.

willno doubt be duly inquired into when j
i his murderer is brought to trial. That he j
i believed himself to be performing a clear j

duty to the community in denouncing the j

i nomination of Gray, however, oannot be :
, doubted by those who knew him. Mr.j

Glancey was an enthusiastic Republican
'

| and a man of perfect candor and integrity.
.' He ha1 faced the rebels in arms
I1 throughout the war, and his courage

was of the highest character. In
fact he was brave to rashness, for though

i inhis journalistic career he always wrote
' with unhesitating bluntness what he be*

lieved to be the truth, without regard to |

the consequences, he could never be induced
to adopt any precaution against personal
assault, and so at la-t he was shot down
unarmed. His last words, as reported by
telegraph, were thoroughly characteristic
of the man. "Ttllmy friends," said he,"

that Idie likea man
—

die fora principle,"
and would not go back on it now ifI"
could." The principle for which he died

was the responsibility of parties for the
character of their nominees. He refused
to be silent when, as he believed, a dis-
creditable nomination hid been made.

!Almost the last of his journalistic utter-

ances was an article on
"

party fealty,"in
whichhe maintained withhisusual earnest-

Ines3 the duty of all.Republicans to put the
honor of the party before its success at the
polls, and the obligation which conse-
quently rested upon them to defeat unfit
nominations no matter what the conse-
quence. Itwillbe seen from this that he
was not a politician. He had undertaken to

conduct the Press as an aid to the Repub-
lican party of Santa Barbara, and he was
already engaged in fightingone of its nom-
inees. But he has nevertheless, as he said
withhis last breath, died for a principle,
and it is one which every honorable man
must respect. In regard to the manner of
his death there is some room for remark.
It is evident that ifGray was the law-

breaker and ruffian Glancey represented
him to be, such a man could nat be at-

tacked safely. Itmay be a duty to society

to hunt tigers, but society cannot be bene-
fited by hunting tigers withnaked hands.
He who undertakes to denounce a des-
perado may be doing a public benefit, but
he neutralizes that benefit if he exposes
himself rashly to the vengeance which the
desperado regards as the only admissible
kind of redress. Mr. Glancey had allthe
courage of his convictions, but he failed to

realize that discretion is as needful
as intrepidity in carrying on per-
sonal warfare through the press.
He has fallen, however, in the
discharge of his duty, as it appeared to

him, and as it may appear to the world
when all the facts are known. That his
strictures were not very wide of the mark
is indeed demonstrated by the method
Gray has taken to revenge himself. His
killingof Glancey was a cowardly assassin-
ation, beyond a doubt, and should the re-

sulting investigation prove that the mur-

dered journalist has been slaughtered for
no more heinous offense than telling the
plain truth about a ruffian who had
secured a mischievous influence in party
politics, it is to be hoped that Santa Bar-
bara will see that stern justice is meted
out to the assassin. The county has cer-

tainly sustained a serious loss in the death
of Mr. Glancey. A bright and talented
journalist, a man of high character and
stainless integrity, a warm and faithful
friend, abounding in public spirit, gallant
as liiyanl and possessed of unflinching
resolution, he promised to become one of

the most useful and valuable citizens in

the community which has now fastened
upon it the obligation of at once vindicat-
ing its own honor and avenging his foully
spilt blood.
