from the railroad accident at Oakland wharf j
on Sunday lait, tookplace fromhis late home

and the residence of hU parents on Eighth,
between E and F streeta. :Members of the

First Infantry Regiment, under grateful re-

membrance and respect for the deceased, for j
the catastrophe ,to their command, averted

jby his heroic adheience to duty at hia post,
were desirous tobe represented at the funeral

iand to have a detachment of the regiment
\ attend and act as a military escort, but they
icould not reach here in time to attend yes-'

terday afternoon. A dispatch was received j
from Colonel Dickinson _ asking ;that - the
funeral be postponed tillto-day, inorder that
a detachment of the First iItegiment might
attend, bet as all arrangements , had been
made it was . decided not to make
the " postponement. :* Another dispatch
waa received from Colonel \u25a0 Dickinson
by the commander . of the

Fourth Brigade,'

requesting that appropriate floral offerings
be prepared and placed on the coffin and
grave as a testimonial from the First Infantry
Regiment, which was done, aud beautiful
floral testimony bestowed, consisting of
crosses, anchors aud othtr designs wrought
inrich and rare flowers.

The commanding
officer of Company A will,forEuch purpose,
detail hilf <f said company as a funeral es-
cort, and place the same under the command
of a Lieutenant, who will be charged with
the execution of tho funeral honors." ;In
compliance withthis order, Lieutenant Eisen-
mecger and a detachment of 20 men of Com-
pany A,First Artillery, were detailed and
performed the duties of escort. • .They took
the advance of the proces3ion, marching with
reversed arms, aiid fired a military salute of

THE SANTA BARBARA TRAGEDY.
The Oakland Tribune referring to this

matter thus remarks :
Was the provocation of such a nature as

to justify the assassin's deed ? Did the
murdered editor vilely slander the assas-
sin ? The Republican County Convention

| was held in Santa Barbara on the 15th in-
j atant, and Gray was nominated for District
, Attorney, against the protest of the betttr
jelement of the Republican party. He had
!rendered himself obuoxious to the ltepub-
ilicans by bis quarrels, his fights, his slan- [
ders and his bad character. The d?,y after
the Convention Glancey, the editor of the
Republican organ, jealous of the j;oud name
of his party, sketched the general traits of
all the nominees of the Convention, and
said :

"
For District Attorney, a man who

goes by the name of Gray, with how many
aliases it is impossible to say, was nomi-
nated. The charity of our silence is more
than he can expect." The truth, thus
plainly spoken, touched Gray to the
cjuiek. It was the truth th.at
stung, not the more publicatisn of
it. After reading it, he met the
editor of the Pret*, and threatened that if
anything further of a derogatory charac-
ter appeared against him iD the Press,"

the town would not be large enough to

hold them both." He had silenced others
by his threats, but the editor of the /V.$»

was made of sterner stuff. He had a duly
to perform to his party and his country,
and he performed it fearlessly. He kuew
by exposing Gray he would incur the dead-
ly enmity of a coward and a sooundrt-l, but
he shrank not from the exposure.

* *

For exposing the character of a;candidate
'"chosen from among the hoodlums and
the law-breakers," the editor was shot
down in cold blood by the cowardly assas-
sin exposed. By his aot Gray stands con-
victed of the truthof Glancey's strictures.
Gray proves by his act that

"
his nomina-

tion was disgraccful in every respect," and
that he is a

''
law-breaker." It was a de-

dibtrate, cold-blooded murder, and .13 such
he should receive the fullpenalty of the
law. His escape with less would encour- j
age his brother assassins. Itwould be I
dangerous for the public press ;editors
would stand in constant dread of being
murdered, were they to denounce rowdy-
ism, hoodlumism and law-bre.ikiug. It is
time to assert the supremacy of the law,
and punish its offenders. Let an example—speedy, fulland inexorable

—
be made of

the assassin of Theodore Giancey, the
nqartyr of decency, respectability and
honor.

DYING FOR A PRINCIPLE.

There 'are daily illustrations of the fact
that the worldhas its heroes beside those
of the battlefield. A mouth ago there was
published the account of the death of a St.
Louis fireman who deliberately braved the j
flames with full knowledge of|the danger, I
in the vain effort to rescue some burning
children. Now we have a journalist wan-
tonlyand cruelly assassinated for daring to
assert that his party convention had neg-
lected its duty jin nominating a known i

criminal character for.District Attorney.
Mr.Ulancey, of the Santa Barbara :Press,
who was thus brutally murdered, was a
soldier inthe war of the rebellion. As one
of the "Boys inblue" he had faced death
many husdred times. He occe told the
writeritoften required more courage for a
journalist to perform his duty |to the pub-
lic than to take part in a charge on the bat-
tlefield. The ono is done under excite-,
ment and impulse ;in the other the step is
never taken without calm and deliberate
judgment, based upon conviction.''\u25a0'" In his
dying moments Mr. Glancey declared that
he wrote his article from principle, and
that he would do the same thing over
again. The people of California have had
enough of this ehotgun-rc\'olver vindica-
tion. The man. Clarence Gray, who did
the shooting, itappears, is wellknown'asa |
d.sperado. liewillletried for the offense, i

and if the circumstances are as narrated,' r
he should suffer thefu'.l penalty of the law. j
Mr. Glancey was one of the most conscien-
tious journalists in the State. Although
he had, but 'ntly taken charge of the
Santa Barbara Press, it was, at the" time of
his assassination, one of ths best papers in
Southern California. Althouji itmay:be
a poor eatisfaction to the bereaved widow,
ye: she has this consolation, that her hus-
band died in discharging a public duty as
much as though he had met his death
while fightingunder the stars and stripes.
