Deer are very numerous Bear New Ta-
coma, W. T. Afarmer who resides two
or three miles from town is so much an-
noyed by their visits to his field of oats at
night, that he has been obliged to harvest
the crop before it is ripe, in order to
save it.

Horses brought from the great valleys of
California to the high regions of the Sierra
are so much affected by the rarity of the air
that thpy can do little work for several
months. Men and women from the coast
are frequently distressed in breathing the
thin air about the mountain lakes.

The Government telegraph line has
reached the summit of the Ccrar de Alene
mountains, coming westward. Within a
month there willbe telegraphic communi-
cation between Oregon and the Atlantic
Coast, via Idaho, Montana and Dakota, to
the western terminus of the Northern
Pacific Railroad, thence along the road to
St. Paul, Minnesota.

The severity of last winter has betn the
cause of a great deal, of discouragement
among Southern Oregon stock men, a num-
ber ot whom are making preparations to
leave.

The western sky was illuminated at in-
tervals last evening, about S o'clock, by
sheet lightning—

a rare occurrence in this
city.

Dividends have been paid by local cor-
porations this month to the amount of
$675,016, against $C>Hs,4Gti for the same
month last year. The mining divideuds
for September, ISSO, show an increase of
350,200 ever September, 1879.

California wheat exporters are at last
settling down to business. There were
three cargoes cleared on the 27th and two
on the 29th. Other ships are known to be
full, and willget off as soon as sailors can
be secured. It will be remembered that
only three ships were cleared in July, and
twelve in August. We therefore com-
menced the third month of the harvest
year with only fifteen cargoes dispatched.
This month we have averaged nearly a
cargo for each secular day, having cleared
twenty one up to last evening, making
thirty-six from July Ist todate.

The Santa Barbara Murder.—The
San Francisco shootings seem to have
given courage to men elsewhere to commit
murder on accoiiDt of words written or
spoken. The Santa Barbara murder may
be one of the results of this demoralization.
One Gray, whose real name is eaid to be
McGinnis, shot the publisher of a news-
paper for mentioning the fact that he bore
an assumed name. Had the statement
been false and libelous it wouldnot have
justified even a blow, for in genuine cases
of libel the Courts afford substantial relief.
With what seems to be indecent haste he
was admitted to bail in a moderate sum,
and his victimdied the next day. But a
short time ago a murderer was let off in
San Jose with a short term of imprison-
ment, on account of the stupid or corrupt
leniency of the Grand Jury. This business
willnot last. The score or more of mur-
derers now in jailmay slip through the
meshes of the law,but a reaction is sure
to come. It willburst upon the public
with the force of a revelation that there ia
no safety for human life on account of the
many failures of justice that have occurred.
People willbegin to realize that they are
not safe unless they demand the rigiden-
forcement of the Uws. No matter how
exemplary a man may be in his character
and habits, he is inperil from the bullet of
some brutal fellow who may have a stupid
suspicion, or of some criminal wretch
whom he may have antagonized by the
performance of a duty.—[Oakland Times._
