GOVEENOR'3

(Giovernor Perkins yesterday prepared his
proclanation, and it will be sent out to-
day calling for a general election, to be
held Tuesday, November 2, 1880, to elect six

THE LEPERS.

A White mephaﬁ{‘o;_the Hands of the

City Board of Health.

The question of disposing of the two cases
of leprosy now in Chinatown is still in pro-
cess of solution, but does not secem to be read.
ily solved. Some time since the Board of
Health examined into the case of a leper
then reported, and resolved that it should be
removed from the city. Shortly after the
Mayor, accompatied by a representative of
the REcorn-UnIoN and an interpreter, vis-
ited the leper at the place where heﬁt&_y‘s, un-
derneath tte Fairchild rookery, at Third s_nd
I streets, and a full account of his condition
and the case was given in these columns,
There was then but one there sffiicted with
the disease, but his case was the most forbid-
ding and abject both as to his phy.slcal con-
dition and the pestilential surroundings. At
that time the Health Officer had been io-
formed, and it was understood by the Board
of Health, that the leper would soon leave
the city of his own accord, and one object of
fhe visit of the Mayor was to ascertain how
soon he would leave. Upon conversation
with him, through the interpreter, he stated
that he would go as soon as he could collect
in mones—some three or four hundred dol-
lars—which he had loaned out to Chinatown
merchants, and promised that if he was al-
lowed to remain three or four months he
would then leave the city. The Mayor
urged the necessity of his guing sooner, but
he said he could not, but would promptly at
the time specified. The representatives of
two of the Chinese companies were also con-
sulted, and the one to which the leper belongs
promised to do all Le could to get him re-
moved in less than the ninety days. It
seemed to the Board clearly advisable to get
rid of the case, if possible, by letting the man
co away of his own motion, as he had prom-
ised to do, and further action was postponed.
Meantime sanother leper came upon the
scene and took up quarters and companion-
ship with the former one, The disease in the
case of the last one is not so advanced a
stage as the other, but it is active and fast
doing its deadly work, When the period of
three months had nearly expired they were
visited by the Board of Health, to see that
the promise of leaving was carried out, and
when the time had arrived they did not go,
and sought for further delay., The Board then
sought to compel them to go, and ordered
them to leave within t¥o weeks. At the end
of that time they were still here to receive
another notice, and this time they were
ordered to leave within ten days, or they
would be arrested. This was given cut with
an authoritative air and firmness that was in-
tended to carry dismay into the leprous
camp, and as thelast resort, stimulate toaction,
but it proved only a double back-action joke
upon the Board; for the lapers they not
stayed as usual, but noone would dare to take
the fatally diseased beings in hand, and there
was no places to put them after they should
be arrested. Arriving at this condition of
affairs the Board of Health sent a communi-
cation to the Board of Supervisors at its ses-
sion last week, requesting that it provide a
place and means for their maintenance and
care. The Board of Supervisors asked the
opinien of the District Attorney as to_the
power and duty of the Board in the premises,
which was given as follows:

To the Hon. Board of Supervisors—Gentlemen :
Iam in receipt of your official communication ask-
ing for information concerning the proper disposi-
tion to be made of the cases of two Chinamen re-
ported to the Board of Heaith as being affected
with leprosy. In reply, I respectfully submit to
your honorable body that under Section 2052 of the
Political Code ample power is conferred upon
Boards of Supervisors to provide quarters wherein
persons affected with the disease known aa leprosy
may be confined, and thus be prevented from living
in ordinary intercourse with the people of this State.
The portion of the Political Code to whieh reference
is had is quoted, as follows, to wit : ** It shall not be
lawful for lepers, or persons affected with leprosy or
elephantiasis, to live m ordinary intercourse with
the population of this State ; but all such persons
shall be compelied to inhabit such lazarettos or
leprous quarters as may be assigned to them by
the Board of Supervisors of the city or county in
which they shall be domiciled or settled ; and the
Board of Supervisors are vested with power and are
required to make all necessary provisions for the
separation, deteution and care of lepers or persons
affected with leprosy or elephantiasis setiuled or
domuciled in their respective cities or counties. The
superintendent or manager of all lepers’ quarters
under this chapter thall forward quarterly state-
ments, showing the name, age, sex and birthplace
of each leper in such quarter to the Secretary of
State, who shall keep a proper record of snch mat-
ters for the information of the public.” In addition

VIL of the Political Cude, confers upon the Board
of Health of the city of ramento power to estab-
lish and locate pest hou es, and cause to be removed
thereto pe 18 affected with coatagious or infec-
t ous diseases ; and this Article having been by the
Board of Trustees re-enacted in the shape of a city
ordinance, fully empowers the Board of Health to
establish separate quarters for the care of lepers.

CARELESSNFSS AND INJURY.—Last evening,
