LOGAL INTELLIGENCE.

HARDENED BOY.

A

Cyrus McClintock, a boy young in years,
but old in criminal experience, in this city,
wag convicted on Monday, in the Superior
Court, of grand larceny of some jewelry, the
property of Mrs. Gravich. It developed dur-
ing the trial that he had frequently been an
inmate of the local jails, and while on the
stand, testifying in his own behalf, he un-
blushingly acknowledged that he was a fre-
quenter of Chinese opium dens, and an
associate with criminal characters. On Tues-
day McClintock was called up for sentence
before Judge Denson, his mother being in
Court. She exhibited considerable emotion,
and her evident sorrow excited the sympathy
of the numerous spectators witnessing the
scene. Judge Denson, in pronouncing judg-
ment, said : *‘The duty devolving upon the
Courtin passing jidgmentin such a caseasthis
is of the most painful and unpleasant nature.
There is, however, this satisfaction in this
particular case, that the verdict of the jury
was fully justified by the evidence adduced
at the trial. The only question that dis-
tresses my mind is to determine just what the
penalty ought to be. The law fixes the term
of imprisonment at not less than oue normore
than ten years—givinga considerablerange, ac-
cording to the circumstances of each particular
case. I cannot refrain on this occasion from
saying a few words te this young man, not
because I have any desire to volunteer advice ;
but what I shall say to him is not for his ben-
efit alone, but for the benefit of others also.
The punishment of those who transgress the
laws is for the prevention of crime by others
and for the reformation of those who are
punished. This young man had the misfort-
une to lose his father some years ago, and
his mother was left with a large family of
small children. He has now arrived at an

age when he ought to bring support to those |-

at home, but instead of that he simply has
brought disgrace upon them, He brings sor-
row and suffering where he should have
brought comfort and joy. He admits upon
the stand, and it is nndoubtedly true, that
his associations have been with those who
discuss the matter of robbing houses, and
who infest opium dens and smoke opium with
the vile and loathsome Chinese. His hours
have been idle and his career has been marked
by absence from school. This has not been
in accordance with the advice of his mother,
and I want to call his attention at this hour
to the fruit which his course has yielded.
When young men start in life with the as-
sumption that they will live without honest
and legitimate work the Sfate Prison
or the gallows will be dheir lot as
sure as =ffect follows cause. Idleness is
the foster-mother of erime, and it leads to
nothing but misery. I would say to every
young mar, ‘ By all means do somethiog; be
employed at something.’” There is an old
adage, which is as trus as homely, that ‘the
devil finds work for idle hands.” There is a
world of meaning in it. Any man who starts
out in a life of idleness is sure to bring up in
a life of crime; and I would say to every
young man, ‘Do something; saw wood,
peddle newspapers, b boots, groom
horses, run errands—anything that is hon-
est.’ Itis honorable, it is high-minded, to
earn an honest living, The career of this
boy is well known in this community. The
jury have recommended that the Court ex-
ercise mercy in pronouncing the judgment,
and that recommendation I have seriously
considered. They recommend it on the |
ground of his extreme youth, and I have con-
sidered that fact, but I cannot help consider-
ing to some extent, as against that recom-
mendation, that this boy’s extreme youth and
sympathy for his family has heretofore kept
him out of prison. If you, eir, had felt as
kindly and as humanely towards your own
mother and towards your own flesh and blood
as others do, you would not be here to-day.
In this case I cannot find it in my conscience
to impose & merely nominal punishment. 1
want to recommend to you, in all kindness,
that when you go to State Prizon, as now you
must, that you be eareful about your associa-
tions there. You will be thrown among the
worst characters in the State, but place your-
self under the protection of the officers,
be kind and eourteous in your deportment,
and keep away from the association with bad
men. Leave crime behind you, and go there
with the intention of making this a lesson of
reformation, so that you will come cut a bet-
ter man, Devote your idle hours to reading,
Read books of soms account—not the yellow-
backed literature of the day, for it would be
better for the world if all such literature were
gathered up and burned in a huge bonfire,
Read moral and intellectual books. Improve
your mind and your character, and come out
with the resolve that you will be a man.
There is yet hope for yov, and if you ¢ nduct
yourself properly I can safely say that before
the end of your term you can hope for Ex
ecutive clemency.” During the pronouncing
of the jundgment MecClintock remained per-
fectly stolid and unaffected.

James Grimes, G. W. C. T.: Grand Lodge of Cal-
ifornia, in session, returns cordial greeting to Grand
Loige of Kansas, with earnest hope that Kaunsas in
the coming contest for prohibition will set a splen-
did example of success that will lead California and
the world to speedy victory.

The (}uestion of the standing of the P, G,
W. C. T.’s was raised, and the Committee on
Appeals were instructed to formulate a law
to govern such cases.

The Tru-tees of the Orphans’ Home pre-
sented their annual report. The expenses
of the Home for the past year have been
$15,962 74, being $2,973 90 in excess or the
receipts, while the expenditures for the com-
ing year are estimated at $16,000.

A short recess was had, and on calling to
order a long list of questions was presented
from San Francisco, which was referred to
the Committee on Laws and Usages.

The Finance Committee’s report was read.
The financial accounts of the various officers
were found in all respects correct, In refer-
ence to the endowment funds of the Orphans’
Home it was recommended tkat they be in-
vested in certain county bonds. After dis-
cussion, it was decided to invest only in
United States *securities, The recommenda-
tions that the per capita tax remain at 25
cents per quarter, and the salary of G. W.
S. be $150 per month, were adopted. The
expenditures for the coming year are esti-
mated at $16,590, of which sum $6,000 is
appropriated to the lecture work. The ex-
cess of assets over liabilities is $3,641 58;
same on Orphans’ Home accouant, $2,593 76 ;
value of Home property, $43,000 ; total as-
sets of Grand Lodge, $49,235 34,

The Committee on Appeals submitted a
report, action on which was postponed, and
the Lodge adjourned until 1:30 p. .

AFTERNOON SESSION,

After opening the Lodge, on motion, a re-
cess until 4 o’clock was taken to visit the art
gallery of Mrs, E. B. Crocker. Nearly all
the delegates availed themselves of the op-
portunity of examining this fine collection.

On resuming business the Grand Lodge
Trustees made their annual report, which was
referred to the Finance Committee.

The Committee on Good of the Order then
made their report.

The recommendations that the suggestions
of the G. W. C, T, in reference to open-
Lodge meetings be adopted, and that the
question of lectures be referred to the Exec-
utive Committee, were adopted.

The recommendation that hereafter the
Order shall only recognize the Bands of Hope
as the juvenile work elicited considerable dis-
cussion, but was carried with the proviso that
Juvenile Temples now in existence shall be
permitted to continue on the same as at pres-
ent.

The subject of the vielation of the State
law by the sale of liquors within two miles
of the State University, came up on the re-
port of the Committee on Petitions that it be
referred to the Executive Committee with
full power to act, was fully discussed and the
recommendation of the committee adopted.

The constitutional amendment in reference
to the relation of P, G. W, C. T.’s to the
Grand Lodge came up for action, but after
an animated debate the subject was made the
special order for to-morrow morning.

Special committees were appointed on the

TEMPLAR RALLY—A TEMPERANCE MEET-
ING LAST NIGHT.

A public temperance meeting was held in
the Sixth-street M. E. Church last evening,
under the auspices of the Grand Lodge of the
Independent Order of Geod Templars, which
is now in session in this city, There was a
large and superior audience in attendance,
The meeting was called to order by G. W. 8,
George B. Katzenstein. An invocation fol-

lowed by Grand Chaplain W. H. Tubb of
Martinez. A hymn was then sung from a leaf-
let distributed among the auditors, on which
scme fourteen temperance songs were printed.

The Grand Worthy Chief ‘T'emplar, Judge
Robert Thompson of San Francisco, was then
introduced. He was glad the meeting was
held ina chmeh. It was appropriate. The
Church leads in the great moral reforms in the
world. Generally he found ministers to be
total abstainers ; when they are not they ex-
cuse themselves, and whenever one does it
may be set down that his practice is not what
his preaching indicates as to temperance.
The temperance work is going on, the Church
has one end of the yoke and the temperance
people the other, and if one is at any time
a little ahead of the other in the
pull it is all right. The temperance
cause is extending as few suppose., Templars
lodges are being set up in Kurope—in Ger-
many and France. The time will come when
the world will look back on this age of drink-
ing as we look back on the dark days of
slavery, . There is much to encourage the
temperance workers, Just now all the tem-
perance people are making a strong pull
together, and are getting into & posi-
tion where they can speak to politi-
cal parties with a hope of being heard and
feared. The time iz coming—not far dis-
tant—when the political parties will be forced
to yield a law by which the voice of the peo-
ple may be heard and obeyed, as to whether
liquors shall be sold at every corner or not.
The speaker was warmly applanded. A
quartet composed of Messrs., Crandall, Put-
nam, McNeill and Bruner then sang *“The
Farewell.” In response to a hearty encore,
they sangfthe glee, *‘ Trust Her Not.”§

Mrs, Emily Pitts Stevens was next intro-
duced as one of the missionaries of the cause.
She =aid she had been talking temperance all
the year, and she was proud of the Order of
Good Templars, proud of its work, proad of
that splendid monument to the Order and the
cause, the Templars’ Home for Orphaus,
whose doors are npever closed to the little
waifs cast upon the cold charities of the world.
That ** Home” was a present to California
of which the State may well be proud. She
related some of her experiences during the
year in the temperance mission work,
reciting some very interesting facts, in
which she alleged that the people are
not aware of thefact that the Good Templars
are 13,000 strong here, and that they are be-
coming a power to be felt, She concluded
her address with a feeling appeal to young
girls to exercise their influence for the
temperance cause, and intensified it with an
affecting incident. The address was received
with warm applause,

Levi Leland, Grand Lecturer of the Order,
was the next speaker. He had traveled three
years in the State, and could report a marked
advance in every county in the temperance
field, which is so notable that in some coun-
ties the liquor interest is taking fright, and
the business is declining. He referred to the
great influence the Templars’ Orphans’ Home
is exerciging, and gave instances of the feeling
with which it is regarded by the people. He
expected to see the day when he could say,
‘¢ the liquor license system will make a hand-
some corpse and it is about to die.” The
Lecturer’s wit kept the audience in a merry
humor. An ode was then sung.

Rev. T. D. Bushnell of San Jose was the
next speaker. He had been doing missionary
work for the Order, and indorsed what had
been said regarding the encouraging outlook,
and in illustration recited some of his experi-
ences in this State while out on his mission,
which were very interesting. He concluded
his recitals witk an eloquent appeal to tem-
perance laborers to stand up still for the or-
ganized work in the cause of total abstinence.

A glee was then sung.

Dr. Merritt of San Francisco was next in-
troduced. He believed in standing up for
temperance, but it must be to some purpose, .
and the ballot will be found to be the final
and effective weapon to accomplish the pur-
pose. Talk as they piease, temperance peo-
ple can’t keep the cause out of politics and
the system of law-making, which is the method
of crystallizing and making effective public
opinion. The people are responsible ; they
make the license laws and invite men to avail
of them. The law does prohibit liquor-selling
in a certain section arcund the State Uni
versity, and if it is lawful for those acres, it
is a sancticn of the theory of legal prohibi-
tion in a larger territory, and commits the
State to the lezality and necessity of protect-
ing the youth from liquor-selling, and so the
law cannot be justly denied for the Normal
school, all High Schools, all Grammar Schools,
all Universities, and o on tiil the ** chart ”
covers the territory of the State,  On these
points he dwelt at length, pointing out how
in time this result is possible of attainment,
After the singing of another ode the meeting
was dismissed with a benediction by Rev. Dr,

Bentley.
