WORTH THINKING ON.

The Xa/ion, referrin£ to the position
of Federal officials while a Presidential
campaign is proceeding, observes: "The
"timewillcome when the American peo-"

pie willlook back with horror to their"
permitting or authorizing the agony of

'\u25a0suspense and anxiety in which tens of"
thonsands ofpersons intheir employ pass

"the six months previous to the Prcsiden-"
tial election. The mere barbarity of the"
thing, even if it worked no injury to the

"state, ought tocondemn it in the eyes of"
any Christian, or even civilizedpeople. No

"<Jovcrnment which allowsan efiijientand"
upright servant t-» be torturod before every

"election in order to make the politicians'
'\u25a0 game more exciting ought in our day to
"call itself enlightened— without a cer-
'•tain bashfulness of manner, at ail
"events." This ia a viow whichi3seldom
taken, and the fact that it is not more
generally perceived ia of itself a standing
proof of the hardening and demoralizing
effect of partisan nolitica upon the public
mind. Every four jsars we condemn
nearly a hundred thousand citizens to the
torture described by the Nation, and
though it is pcifcctly apparent that
thie ordeal must largely incapaci-
tate them from performing their
dntiee to the state, and though

the dread of itmust tend to keep many of
our best men out of politL-3 altogether, wo

go on year after year with the vicious,
cruel and wasteful system, and even ilatter
ourselves that we arc better than the reft
of the world. It is certainly time an or-
ganised effort Mas made to clear away the
fog which has so long obscured the public
intelligence inthis regard.

OHIO.

The struggle in Ohio is apparently as
fierce as in Indiana. The fact that the
republicans obtained a majority of 17,000
there last year baa really proved unfortu-
nate for them, since that was a very ex-
ceptional occurrence, yet is now taken as
the test of their strength. The average
Republican majority in Ohio for several
years past has not exceeded five or sis
thousand, and if that is reached this year
the victory willbo sufficiently emphatic.
We do not think it at all likely that Fos-
ter's majority of hot year willbe reached.
The Democrats arc making a desperate
fight, and spending money lavishly, beyond
«*oabtin the purchase of votes, since there
r«no other way in which money can bo
•pent lavishly at elections. As usual at
euch times both parties pretend an equal
confidence, but the Democrats have not
the ground forhope inOhio which they have
inIndiana, and if the truth was Known it
is rerjr improbable that they have any idea
of baißgabla to carry the State.

The Nation, in"a dispassionate article on

while tbe Republicans have by no means

And
the Nation thinks that there is nothing in

the attitude of the Democracy to invite
confidence iv this connection. It says :

Democrats on these grave subjects dur-"
ing the past four years, and we have not''
found in any of them any assurance oa"
which a business man would be justified"
in relying that the position of the party''
on them was such that no great financial''
disturbance need be feared from its ac-

cession to power." This is a- much
milder way of putting the case than the
Democratic record justifies. Had the
Nation gone behind the national platform .
of the party and the utterances of its ,

stump-speakers, it would have found am- .
pie evidence of a very positive character
tending to prove that the Democracy
is practically committed to the mischiev-
ous and dangerous propositions it enume-

rates. It says "we believe it is"
something new in the history of consti-

tutional government for a party in op-
"position to seek power on financial i"

issues without producing a financial pro- i

"gramme, and this the Democrats are i

"doing." As a matter of fact the Demo- .
crats have a financial programme, and it is i

as different as possible from the pro- <

fessions put forward at Cincinnati. One \u25a0

of the most remarkable features of the i

campaign has been the general ignoring of <

the Cincinnati plank in favor of honest ;
money and strict maintenance of the pub- t
iic faith, State and national. These issues <

have simply been thrust out of sight, and j
left untouched on the stump, and the

Now let us see what these State plat-
forms show. The Democrats of Indiana,
in1880, resolved that

"
paper money, like"

coin, sliouldbe provided by the United"
States." The Michigan Democrats, in

1879, fused with the Oreenbackers, and
resolved that "all money, whether paper"

or metallic, shall be issued by the Gen-"
eral Government," and that "green-"
backs shall be substituted in place of"
national bank bills." Tlie Democrats of

Ohio in 1870 demanded
"

the gradual sub-"
stitution of Treasury notes for national"
bank currency." The Vermont Demo-

crat in187S said
"

We oppose the present"
national banking system and recommend

"the gradual substitution of greenbacks
"for national bank bills." The Demo-
crats of Tennessee, Pennsylvania, New
Hampshire, Missouri, Kansas, Indiana,
Illinois and Connecticut have adopted
similar platforms within the past two
yeare. Itis, therefore, a just and rational
assumption that this financial policy would
be pursued by the Democracy ifit gained
control of the Government, and,
indeed, in the face of these facts
it would be absurd to doubt
it. The financial policy of the Demo- j
cratic party consequently is less dubious
than the Nation seems to think, nor can
its silence on financial issues in the present
canvas* be regarded as indicating the oc-
currence of any change in the positions it
has hitherto occupied on these questions.
Wo might indeed go much further back in
our examination of its record, and show
that all its tendencies have been compati-
ble with a fullacceptation of the most pro-
inouncud Greenback theories. The Green-
] backers, iv fact, derive all their ideas from

moormtic sources, and they only under-
took to start a party ot their own be-
cause they thought their late colleagues
were too slow in carrying out their finan-
cial views. We cannot, therefore, indorse
the Fation't assertion that the Democrats
have no financial programme. They have
one, and it is a very bad one. The
analysis of their positions makes it mnch
clearer than tho Nation has done that
business men can repose no confidence in
them, but on the contrary must apprehend
serions financial convulsions from their
political success. They have earned the
reputation of being opposed to resumption
ami to the honest discharge of the national
obligations, and it will not do to forget \u25a0

this now, however much they may wish to
have it forgotten and covered np. It is
under them alone that fiat monoy, reckless
inflation, repudiation, expulsion of coin,
and all the evils advocated by the Green-

Ibauktr3, would have a chance of success,
for all their past history shows them to be
well-disposed lvmeasures of this character,
and utterly unfit to be trusted with the
control of the national finance.

MUTUAL AID ORGANIZATIONS.

Among the subjects to be determined
by the Grand Lodge of the Order of Good
Templars, now in session here, is a propo-

sition to establish a mutual aid, or insur-

ance plan, after the model of the many
j.rovident associations which have sprung
ip of late years. The principle of all
these societies Uthe same. At the death
of a member an assessment is levied apon
all the survivors, and the sum collected,
amounting, according to previous arrange-
ments, to oue or two thousand dollars,
is paid to the family of the deceased.
This principle has found great favor among j
the masses because of its economy and j

simplicity. Each member pays, on at

average, one dollar for every death, and
such a sum is not felt to be a burden,
while the aggregate collection constitutes
a seasonable relief to tbe afflicted family.

It is also approved because it gives to
many struggling people an assurance o!
provision for their families in case oi
death which they are too poor to secure
through the ordinary insurance machin-
ery. It must of course be apparent
that the principle is one which
may be defeated by carrying it too far.
Itis possible, for example, to conceive ofa
state of things in which the plan would be
neutralized by being made to include the
whole community. In that case every-
body would be insuring everybody, and
the net outcome would be the same as if
nobody was insured. And there are some
drawbacks to the arrangement, though
whether they deserve to be regarded as
formidable will depend upon individual
opinion largely. Allproject* which tend
to cultivate dependence upon some external
agency, tend, to the same extent, to
weaken self-reliance. Experience abun-
dantly proves that the best way to make
men self-sustaining is to compel them
to depend entirely upon their own
resources. When by any patent method
some of the contingencies of life are
provided against, and the necessity for
present exertion in regard to them is
obviated, the inclination to put forth so
much energy is destroyed or weakened.
Inthe case of insurance the provident dis-
position may be thus diminished, and too
much reliance be placed upon the artificial
prop. When, however, we consider the
extreme uncertainty of life, and the fre-
quent futilityof the best-ordered arrange-
ments, we must conclude that the advan-
tages ofmutual-aid schemes more than coun-

terbalance their disadvantages, and that
the benefits they produce are worth allthe
risks incurred in securing them. The mu-

tual-aid system is necessarily temporary,
is we have indicated, but it willno doubt
remain practicable for many years, and
there is no sufficient reason why the Good
Femplars should not avail themselves of the
principle for the good of their Order.

OSTRACISM AS A POLITICAL WEAPON.

Governor Perry, of South Carolina,
recently wrote a letter to the Darlington
(S. 0.) South t-nirr, from which we extract
the followingremarks :

"
The poor, miser-"

able, unprincipled whiteman who tries to"
restore the Radical party topower inSouth

"Carolina should be socially ostracised,
"and not even spoken to on the streets.''

The colored man should be told that his"
leaders are making a toolof him onlyto

"gratify their pitiable ambition, and to
"have a chance of stealing his hard
"earnings. Ue should be told, too,"

that if he will vote to put negroes and"
scoundrels into odiee and power, no"
honorable Democrat willemploy himin

"anyway. This should be resolved on"
and adhered to throughout the State

—
"

social ostracism for tlt<: white man, and no
"employment for the colored man." Un-
happily iti3only too notorious that both
these methods have been employed at the
South, and to the fullest possible extent.
It appears to be beyond the capacity of
the Southern miud to realize that the
use of such methods is equivalent to the :
employment of intimidation or force. I
They say, we willnot shoot or whip the j
negro as formerly ;we willmerely threat- I
en him with starvation. If the negroes !
were in a position to retaliate in kind, and j
if they were to refuse to do any work for j
t'^e planters who hold this language to-
ward them, the Democrats would ob-
tain a realizing sense of the nature of the
intolerance they practice. Allpretense of
free choice in politics is of course
neutralized by the adoption cf such argu-
ments as ostracism and the refusal of em-
ployment. These are only other ways of
suppressing the franchise, and in the case
of the negroes they are probably as effect-
ual as bulldozing. The naive way in
which Governor Perry classes all possible
Radicals as necessarily

"
rogues and scoun-

"drelß"is also characteristic, and showa
how incapable he and his class are of rea-

soning en partyjpolitics. Sectionalism con-
trols them absolutely, in fact, and they
refuse to recognize any good in those who
willnot think as they do, and support their
theories.

"
Ostracism for the white man,"

and no employment for the colored man,"
ia their notion of politics. Itis essentially
identical with that of the old English Tory
landlords who used to turn their tenants
out of their holdings unless they voted as
they were ordered. There is nothing
American about it, and nothing free.

MORE HANCOCK LETTERS.

What Mr. Blanton Duncan expected
from the publication of Hancock's old let-
ters it is difficult to understand. What
they indicate is that Hancock baa had the
Presidential bee inhia bonnet for several
years, and that while ho has thought it
prudent toaffect a certain coyness so long
as a nomination aeemed distant, he has
been consciously posing and poeturing to
that end. That he would have accepted a

G-reenbacker nomination if no other had
been obtainable iseem3 evident, but we do
not know that this is of much interest or
consequence now. To those who look be-
neath the surface it is entirely a waste of
time for any one to try to demonstrate the
sincerity and highmindedneas of a man
wbo, while lending himself to the solid
South, and knowing that his every hope
of success depends upon the fraudulent
suppression of the franchise throughout
that region, yet had the effrontery to de-
clare himself as believing in "a full vote,
"a free ballot, and a fair count." That
one instance of cant and demagogism
stamps the man as a worthy successor to
Tilden.

Convention ofShipowners nud Merchants.
$Boston, October 7th.—At, the Convention
of shipowners and merchants ;to-day, W. H.
Lincoln, from the committee to which was re-
ferred the resolution .and billrelating to the
shipment and discharge of jseamen, reported,
recommending the passing of the billwithan
amendment providing that the first and sec-
ond officers, as well as captains, of American
ships -\u25a0be 'f Americans, :making :a - technical
change in the clause relative to the discharge
of seamen in foreign ports, and an amend-
ment favoring the employment of apprentices
on ships of the United States. :.

\u0084 ,•.-.."•\u25a0 .John; Roach, of *Chester,' Pa., "
gave his

views upon the present condition of the car-
rying trade of the country, and the best way
to revive its former prosperity. ;After pay-
inghis respects to Congress by saying itwas
made up of too many lawyers and not enough
merchants and business men, he came to the
question of subsidies, and said he hoped the
Government would never give a cent to any
individual or.'.private parties, but ithat sub-
sidies be broader, extending from Maine to
Texas, allowing allAmerican shipowners to
share alike. He did.not .want any subsidy
himself, but the difficulty was how to drive
Great :Britain - out" of: the carrying; trade.
During the last ten years 040,000 ,tons: of
shipping has disappeared from the United
States. . Taxation.and -\u25a0 otheriburdens have
put itunder foreign flags.- Entering into the
discussion of ship-building incomparison with
that of locomotive building, he said every-
thing that enters into the construction of
locomotives also enters into the construction
of ships. We build locomotives \u25a0 and send
them to allparts of the world.

Atthe conclusion of Roach's speech the1 committee of nine reported, and upon their
recommendation the following resolutions
were adopted :That permission should be
granted to take goods of foreign production

1 or manufacture out of bond free of duty,, when such goods are to be taken as stores on'
board any ship bound from a port in the'
United States to a foreign port, or to any. United States port oq the Pacific ocean ;
that as property invested in shipping derives
its protection from the Government of the
United States, and as said property is sub-
ject to taxation by the Government, itshould
be exempt from all local municipal taxation
by a special act of Congress, deriving a net
income only subject to such taxation ;that
the Government assist in the establishment
and maintenance of American lines of
steamships, built and owned in the United
Statex, from our own ports to important for-
eign ports, by the payment of proper Rums

of money for the transportation of mails to
such lines as will render the most effective
service, and without such substantial aid such

jlines, so important to the progress and pro*-'
perity of the nation, cannot exUt in competi-
tion with the butwidized steam fleets of other

Icountries.
The discussion of the day was upon the

advisability of free ships, and William H.
J Lincoln opened with nlong speech, in which
Ihe took strong grounds in favor of putting
Iour shippirg upon an equal footing, both as
Iregards original coat, expense of equipment
Iand support at sea, with that of foreign na-
itions. Iv1850 there was carried inAmerican
ivessels near three-fold the amount taken by

foreign vessels, and in1879 the position was
reversed. Ships and barkibuilt in the United
States in 1855 numbered 381; in1856, 300 ;
in187H, 81 ;in 187'J, 37. Itis most remark-
able that despite the boasts made that iron

I ships can be built at the fame price in this
i country as upon the Clyde, that there is not
I a fingle iron bailing ship under our own flag.

While other nations are privileged to buy in
j the cheapest market, we are excluded, and
for the purpose, we are told, of protect-
ing American industry. The grain fleet
dispatched from New York last year num-
bered 2,987 vessels, carrying 102,312,008
bushels. Of the vessels, l,o7swere steamers,
carryiug 42,42G,.">35 bushels, the remaining
1.822 being eailiug vessels, carrying 59,891,-
--033 bushels. Allthis tonnage included not
one American steamer, and only seven sail-'
ing vessels were American. Itis estimated

Ithat over $100,000,000 per annum are paid to
i foreign vessels for the transportation of our
produce. Give us ships as cheap as other
nations furnish them, and the same advan-
tages in regard to maintaining them,

jand that is all we ask. Some timid
persons tear that if any breach in
the wall of protection is effected
itwillinvite assault upon the whole tariff
system, but our shipping occupies a different
position from all other interests of the coun-
try. Our vessels must be brought into com-
petition with tho-e of every other nation, and
the desired changes relate only to our foreign
trade. The parties foremost in urging the
removal of restrictions upon navigation would
as earnestly oppose any measures that would
cause the great industries of the nation to
suffer.
