Terrible Shooting affray
—

Indian Oat
break Imminent.

Seattle, October Bth.—Particulars of a
terrible shooting affray which occurred on
the Skagit river on Tuesday last have just
reached here. It seems that between a
rancher named Anderson Evarts, living a
the mouth ofBaker river, and two Indians
respectively Bill and Tom, residing in the
same vicinity, an old feud has for some timeexisted, as Evarts claims, on account of sun-
dry petty larcenies committed by the Indi-
ans. On Tuesday morning Evarts went into
the woods for timber, taking along an ax and
a rope. Returning to dinner he left the im-
plements behind, and going back soon after
found that they were missing. He immedi-
ately suspected the Indians in question,
and going to their cabin instituted a
search for the • articles during then-
absence. The Indians returning afterwards
were informed by their squaws of what had
taken place, and thatEvarts accused them of
stealing the articles. The Indians at once
proceeded to Evarts' house, armed withdirk
knives, when Evarts again accused them oftheft, whereupon they advanced upon him,
threatening his life, when Evarts seized a re-
volver from a shelf, and ordering a friend
named Cobb, present at the time, to standback, covered the foremost Indian with the
weapon, warning him not to advance fur-
ther. The Indian, paying no attention to
this admonition, Evarts fired, the ball taking
effect inbis breast This brought him toahalt
fora moment, but, recovering from the shock,
he made another lunge at Evarts. Evarts
dodged him and fired a second shot. This
time the ball penetrated tbe region of the
heart, causing him to stagger and fall, where'

counsels prevail a general Indian outbreak is
