This is an admirable collection of literary
masterpieces. It is freely illustrated with
portraits of leadi.ig poets and writers. Itis
a text-b.. k tor hi;:h and normal schools and
seminaries, and is a lesson on every page,
each selection ie'iu aialyzad as to style, his-
torical relation, rhetoric, etc. This is not, as
v too often the case, a text-book of cram, nor
does it require reading about literature
only, but compels reading in literature as

will. Prof. Swinton has desi.ri.ed this vol-
«me of

"
to occupy a place at

the meeting-point of literature and rhetoric
—

to restore the twain to their natural and fruit-
fulrelationship. On the side of literature it
is intended as the accompaniment of any
class-book on that subject, furnishing a body
of texts to be carefully read in connection
\u25a0with the biographical and critical study of
particular authors, as pursued in the class-
book. On the side of rhetoric it supplies a
woikiigoutfitcfdefinitions and principles, thus
teaching the pupil to

name his tools ;" and,

further and more important, it applies the
canons of tne literary art to the analysis of
texts here presented. To this study he has
given the name

"LiteraryAnalysis," as a con-
veniently elastic designation under which may
be brought a great variety of exercises, gram-
matical :;ii'l rhetorical, logical and etymo-
logical. The literary analysis is a new
feature, and itis one from which most valu-
able results are anticipated. Snch studies as

His waa a ministry at large
Hot only for the Church of which he was the
child, bat for the country he loved, and his
affection for which, and devotion to which,
stood next in bis love for God. This book
willbe found to be a more composite work
than is commonly the case with a biography.

This is an elementary course, a littlehigh-

Itmay seem at first as if the music should
mi*, be arranged, as it is, in four parts. A
snt of high school, or academy, or seminary

can sing but little. Hence it would seem'aat but one or two parts should be carried.
Yet it is wise to print four parts, which,
\rhen played, make an excellent accompani-
ment. But itmust also be considered that
m<#t voices, daring the period of life in
which they attend the higher schools, change
and take nearly the pitch which is to be
theirs during the rest of life. It is a very
favorable time, therefore, to learn tosing the
soprano, or alto, or tenor, or bans, which is in
the future to be the part belonging to the
voice of the young singer.
