SaN Fraxciseo, Octoberd0th—The demon-
stration by the Garfield Invincibles and their
escorts last night was one of the graudest
torchlight processions ever witnessed in San
Francisco.
Uk1aH, October 9th.—C. P. Berry spoke
here last night to a large gathering of people,
the Court-house being comfortably filled.
The speech was listened.to with profound in-
terest, and frequently applauded.
Sax Luis Osispo, October 9th,—Captain
J. H. Hollister, Judge Steele, nominee for
the Assembly, and ex-Governor Pacheco, ad-
dressed a large audience here last night.

Woobraxp, October 9th.—The Greenback
meeting to-night was a slim affair. Messrs.
Musselman and Elliot spoke from a dry
goods box on the sidewalk, to less than fifty
people. There was no organization and no
enthusiasm,

Soxora, October 9th.—Sonora this even-
ing is in holiday attire and handsomely
ilfuminated, in honor of H. F. Page. One of
the largest and most enthusiastic meetings
ever held in the county was held. Mr, Page
addressed a large audience, the hall being
tightly packed.

Perarvyma, October 9th.—Determined to
keep the ball in motion, the Petaluma Dem-
ocrats got up an open-air meeting this even-
ing on short notice, and utilized focal talent.
J. W. Congdon, T. J. Geary, George Pearce
and Judge F. Shattuck, spzxe.

Suisty, October 9th.—The Democrats held

a meeting at Union Hall to-pight. Dr, J.
C. Shorb, of San gFrancisco, spoke, The
Democratic County Committee met to-day,
and effected arrangements for a vigorous
campaign, which will be commenced next
week by the Assembly nominees and other
gpeakers. The committee also deemed it
advisable to run a full county ticket, not-
withstanding the recent decision of the Su-
preme Court,
_ Sax Josg, October 8th.—Colonel Godireay,
Greenback candidate for Congress for this
district, addressed a large audience from the
stand in front of the Auzerais House to-
night, He dealt chiefly in statistics, There
was little enthusiasm.

TRUCKEE, October 9th. — A Republican
Club was organized here to-night with 135
members. J. L. Levison was elected Presi-
dent. Senator Sharon, who came down from
Tahoe on his way to San Francisco, was
preseed into service by bis friends here and,
made a short address.

J. Watson also addressed the meeting, A
Garfield and Arthur Glee Club enlivened the
meeting with campaign songs.

The State Grange.

OARLAND, October 9th.—The State Grange
reassembled this morning, when the debris
question was taken up and discussed, but no
action taken in the matter. The proposed
amendments to the constitution of the Na-
tional Grange were rejected. The next an-
nual session will be held in Sacramento. The
exercises closed in the evening at Odd Fel-
lows’ Hall by what is termed a Love Feast.

The Presbyterian Synod.

the Presbyterian Synod this morning the con-
sideration of the complaint against the action
of the Presbytery of San Francisco was re-
sumed. After a full discussion, the Synod
voted not to sustain the complaint by a vote
of 40 to 13,

The committee on the proposition of Dr.
McDonald, econsisting of Messra, A, S.
Fiske, H, H. Rice, Elder Graham, E. B,
Conklin and A. S. Evans, made a report re-
commending the plan, and recommending
that the Synod appoeint a committee of seven,
four ministers and three Elders, to act in
conference with committees of other denomi-
nations appointed or to be sppointed for a
like purpose, with power to act as circum-
stances may require, until the next meeting
of the Synod. The report was adopted.

Rev. Thomas Frazer was unanimously
elected Synodical Missionary,

In the evening & meeting was held in be-
half of the Freedmen and of Home Missions,
when addresses were made by Messrs, Fiske,
F. W, Donald and Grabam.

Murdered while Intoxicated.

MARYSVILLE, October 9th.—The man found
dead yesterday has been fully identified as
Richard Nickless, and has a brother and sis-
ter residing near Hapsonville, The body, as
it lies at the Morgue, exhibits slight abrasions
on the scalp, as if made by a heavy boot. The
head and neck have a suffused appearance,
indicating death by suffocation in the slime
near where found. He was last seen in the
vicinity about 9 o’clock on the morning of the |
7th, in an intoxicated condition. The verdict
of the Coromer’s Jury is'that deceased was
knocked down and held in the slime of the
gutter until suffocated by some party un-
known, The remains will be takea in
charge by his brother, who is expected to-
night, The deceased was a member of the
Forbestown Masonic Lodge.

Third District Fair—Accidental Skooting.

Caico, October 9th.,—The Third District
Fair closed this evening, when the premiums
were awarded. The Directors say that it has
been an entire success, although but few of
the counties in the district have been repre-
sented. The speed programme for three
days did not amount to much, being confined
mostly to local horses. The gathering to-
night at the Pavilion was large.

Last evening two men named Mitchell and
Wilrich were trading for a pistol, Mitchell
owned the weapon, and Wilrich was about to
buy it. Mitchell was showing him how it re-
volved, when it went off, and the ball lodged
in the abdomen of Wilrich. He lingered in
great agony until this morning, when he died.

Sax Josg, October 9th,—Harry Lambert,
residing near San Jose, has been arrested,
charged with an assault “to murder Peter
Fischer. Fischer alleges that when trying
to collect a bill from Lambert the latter fired
two shots at him, Lambert says that he
discharged the pistol on the ground. Fischer,
the man who shot Diamond, says that he will
yet live to walk over the grave of the man
whose testimony sent him to San Quentin.
He says he may go up for a long time, but if
he ever escapes he will kill McClellan,

Surveyors Driven Out by Indians,

Oryypia (W, T.), October Oth.—The fui-
lowing telegram has been received at the
Surveyor-General’s cffice from Dudley Henry,
Deputy United States Surveyor: *‘The In-
dians have stopped the survey on the Skagit
river. They threaten to kill the whole party.
Everett and Baker were attacked yesterdav,
and in self-defense shot two Indians., The
upper settlements are in danger, We cannot
work unless protected by the Government.”
General McMicken is now at Salt Lake City,
attending the council of Surveyors General,
A. B, Cowles, Chief Clerk, te{egmphed to
Vanccuver, to General Howard, and received
a reply, saying the surveyors should be pro-
tected, but that the killing of the Indians
would make it more difficult, Mr. Henry
was engaged in a survey in the same locality
last year, and the Indians threatened then to
kill him if he did not stop work, but he con-
ciliated them by making them presents of
provisions, etc.
