A? committee canvassed the congregation
for names of those who willcontribute bread,
doughnuts, cookies, baked beans, cooked
ham, corned beef, etc., and enrolled a large
number of contributors. Itis probable that
to-day the committee will arrange to canvass
among the Republican families not repre-
sented at the meeting.
