THE UTE DIFFICULTY.

The present Ute diilioulty,like allwhich
preceded it, has undoubtedly grown out of
the eovetousness and dishonesty; not of
Indians, but of white men. The history
of the relations between the Utcs and the
Government has resembled nearly all In-
dian affairs.' The Government made a
treaty withthe Utes, and deeded a large

reservation inColorado to them, pledging
its word that they should be unmolested.
The word of the Government was as usual

worthless. White men saw that the Utca
had good land. Miners found minerals
upon other part 3cf it. Then fol-
lowed invasion, breach of treaty
stipulations, remonstrances, and presently
a proposal from the Government to pur-
chase a part of llijreservation, After
much discussion the Indians, finding they
oould cot help themselves, consented to
tk;s sale. Hut they were only at the bo-
ginning of their troubles.' Toe Governors
cf Colorado, wilt) appear to have been
mostly unscrupulous demagogues, and of
whom the present Governor, Pitkin, is de-
cidedly the worse, set themselves to make
capital by favoring new aggressions upon
the reservation. The border ruffians, who
were mixedup with contractors and other
Bcoaters of plunder, were encouraged
in their hostility to tho Indians,
and when tho . latter had been
exasperated beyond ondurance the tioops
were called in, as usual, and it was doubt-
less hoped that they would be destroyed.
T. \u25a0 massacre at the White River Agency
last year, and the attack on Major Thorn-
burgh's command, were heralded as acts of
wanton atrocity ou the part of the Utes.
In truth the Indians had suffered their
young men to bo killed, and their women
and children to be etolcn, before they
went upon the warpath. Judging fromGov-
ernor Pitkins' abominablomisre presentation
»'. that time, we are indisposed to place
any confidence in his present statements.
We do not believe that the Indians pro-

voked a conflict with the teamsters, as
stated. Itis not even proved that they

have killed the teamster they are said to
have taken from his guard. All this is
ir re unsupported assertion, and it comes
from sources which are notoriously un-

tr istworthy. Governor Pitkin appears
t-r. be a great braggart, gifted with
little or no judgment, anxious rather to
\u25a0tiiid well with frontier bullies and roughs
than to snstiiu the dignityof his office;
*nllie is altogether too friendly to the
conscienceless scoundrels who havo been
seeking to rob the Utcs of their lands
ever ..\u25a0••\u25a0 the reservation was made
crer to them. We hope therefore that
Secretary Bcharz will stand firm, and
that he will not allow his agent
Berry to be bulldozed by the brutal
border maims who want to get
as excuse for "'cleaning out" the
Uteg, and who are quite capable of in-
venting the whole story to servo their foul
cads. The United. States has suffered
enough disgrace through yielding to white
thieves whose greedy clutches it had not
the nerve to wrest from the lands of the
Indians. Itis time that itshowed •little
resolution in support of it*own honor and
the Hres and property of its wretched
wards, and a better opportunity than the
present may not occur.

A SOUTHERN VIEW O FTHE CLAIMS

QUESTION.
The Cleveland Herald publishes a letter j

written by a prominent Southern bueiness
man to a friend in that city, and as it con-

tains an evidently truthful and cand:d
statement of the Southern view of the i

claims question, some extracts fromitmay I

be instructive. The writer says :

as you know, a native of the South ;was |"
educated and have been engaged inbusi- J"
ness here all my life. Am now nearly ,

sixty years of age. Was in the war, and"
a friend of General Hancock. Itellyou"
the Southern people do not intend to"
abandon the Southern claims. General j"
Hancock speaks for himself alone on that j"
subject. Ue cannot get the assistance of"
a single Southern man of position to aid"
Mra in defeating the Southern claims."
General Hancock is grandly mistaken if"
he supposes these claims are 'bugbears

'

anywhere in the South. They are not'' '
bugbears

'
in the estimation of the"

Democrats of the North. The records"
will show that Bragg, of Wisconsin, is"
the only Democrat who ever set bit face"
strongly against Southern claims. No"
Southern man ever askod a Demo-"
cratic Presidential candidate to com-

"
mit himself against such claims. It"
was left to the dough-faced Demo-

l:crats of the North, who were for"
a vigorous prosecution of the war

"against the South, and who fattened
':and grew rich out of contracts and"

sutlers' permits, to orge a Democratic
"candidate to writea letter reflecting on"

the integrity of Southern claims. Itell
"you the Southern people do not feel any''

more kindly to General Hancock after"
his writing that letter than they did to-

"ward Samuel Tilden. They will,how-"ever, vote the ticket to get the control of"
affairs. Mr. 1: 6 i«h is well thought of';iu the South. His public record shows

'\u25a0 that he has at all times been ivsym-
pathy with the South. No Northern
"doughface could have gotten him to"

write a letter against Southern claims."
Thi3 is a frank and outspoken presentation
of the prevailing sentiment at the South
on the claims question. The Southern peo-
ple do not like Hancock's letter on the
question, but they will vote forhim

"
to

"git the control of affairs," feeling confi-
dent that if once they can accomplish that
the resistance of Hancock to their
claims will be easily overcome. That
this letter represents the Southern view
Eaithfully cannot be doubted, because itis
at once evident that it fullyharmonizes
with all the positive action taken by
Southern men in this connection. The
Northern Democrats have endeavored to
make it appear that General Hancock was ,
right in referring to these claims as
"bugbears," but it is certain that the (

bills which have already been introduced
to Congress, and the claims which have

-
been already carefully drawn up and
placed in the hands of Washington claim
agents, were not manufactured for the
mere sake of amusement, nor was that
scheme for increasing the United States
Supreme Court embodied in Manning's
bill,devised for any such purpose. All ,
these proceeding?, systematic, regular, and
purposeful, indicate the existence of a
powerful and far-reaching popular deter-
mination behind them. Like the Southern
practice of keeping registers of Eiave prop-
erty, they reveal a vigorous and sanguine
expectation of reimbursement, and it
would be simple imbecility to shut our

eyes to these speaking evidences, and to
refuse to behove what has in fact never
boon concealed.

The Southern people, tays the corro-
sp.indent we have quoted, do not intend
to abandon the Southern claims. Why

should they, viewing the case from th'jir

standpoint? They hold, and have alv.ays
held, that they had a perfect right to
secede, and that the North had no war-
rant for making war upon them. Tney
regard themselves as the victims finally
of a snperkxity of physical force, and

though conquered they have never been
convinced. They view the United States
Treasury as a mino from which they may
extract compensation fortheir losses. They

do not look upou itas the North doe?, as
tho agency whereby the national affairs,

in which all American citizens are equally
interested, are to be oarriod on. If the
South should got its hands upon the
Treasury through the election of Hancock
it would at ones utilize the opportunity to

raooap ita losses as fully aa possible.
This i3 the eerious purposo of
a majority of the Southern people, and
they think themselves justified in pressing

it. While, therefore, they resent Han-
ooek's attempt to curry favor with the
North by "reflecting on the integrity of
"the Southern claims," they do not for a

moment doubt their ability to compel him
to abandon all opposition to the»o claims in
tho event of his election. They know that
in that casi 1 h Bltut fall into their hand*,
and that the Northern Democrats willh*va
to stand aside aii soon as the Brigadiers
come to the front. Ti:crt*is nothing imag-
inative about the outlook, as the lutter we
have quoted shows. Tho South docs not
attempt to deny the claims. Even the
.Southern press has not done this, but on
the contrary wren] Southern journals have
expressed surjiri&o and mortification that

Hancock should have been bo hasty in taking
mistaken ground iv the matt r. Tosuppoie
that tin Nuuthirn claims will \xy aban-

doned because of Hancockja* letter, would
be fatuous. In a case of this kind it is
the feebler icflucnoo which must yield to

the stronger, aud the feebler is undoubt-

edly Hancock's. Should he become Presi-
dent, ho would find himself powerless to

resist Southern pressure, and that itwould
be exerted no Bane observer can doubt.
Tho Democr»ts, with their usual reliance
ujmn subterfuges, thought that Hancock's
letter would put an end to all apprehen-
sions on this subject, but in fact it has

merely served to show how impotent the
writerof that letter would bo to resiet the
claims certain to be presst-d upon tho Gov-
ernment by the section to which he would
owe everything, and which consequently
he could refuse nothing to.

|ciunati Convention. The Democrats there-
ifore have merely endeavored to deceive
and cajole the voters of California, and
particularly the Paciiic coast members of i

Itheir own party. They were asked for
jpositive assurances onthe Chinese question,
and they have given a plank which means
nothing at all. They have said in effect :
"No more Chinese immigration except
"such as pleases to come." If the De-

A CRITIC CORRECTED.

The Santa Barlara Independent (Green-

backer) criticises some statements uadeby
Mr. l'acheco in a recent speech. Itrepre-
eeats him as saying that "there never was"

any paper currency in our country a full
"legal tender or at par with gold until"

Sherman made it so by receiving it the"
same as gold.

To this the Independent

replies that "the first £^0,000,000 of
"greenbacks were a fulllegal tender, and"

never fellbelow gold, as they were re-

"ceivable for revenue and all debts." This
is a common Greenbacker assertion, and,

like most assertions of the kind, it is un-
true. The first $00,000,000 of greenbacks
was not a full legal tender. Neither the
tiratnor any other issue was a full legaj
tender. What the Greeubackers are flonn-
dering about and misrepresenting in their
accustomed muddle-headed fashion, is that
at the beginning of the rebellion $50,000,-
--000 of demand notes (not greenbacks) wera

issued, and subsequently increased to SGO,-
--000,000. These demand notes, however,
were not full legal tender when issued.
They were made receivable for all dues to
the United States, including duties on im-
ports, but they were not legal tender in
payment of private debts. The de-
mand notes were made redeemable
in gold coin, and that is what kept them
at par. The first issue of greenbacks was

of s 150,000, 000, and shortly after their
issue the demand notes wero made lei^al
tender for all obligations. They were,
however, uot made legal tender untilafter
the greenbacks had depreciated, and they

were certainly not kept at par by being
receivable for customs' dues, but by the

fact that they were redeemable in gold.
The greenbacks, not being redeemable, de-
preciated, and the demand notes, being the

superior currency, at onco passed out of
circulation, and were thenceforth used only

in the payment of import duties, when
they were interchangeable withgold. Their

par value was based on thoir rt-deemabilify,
and upon nothing else, and tho Ureen-
backcrs arc as much at sea upon this ques-
tion as they arc upon all other financial
topic". Tho Independent had better over-
haul its information another time before it

undertakes to criticise public speakers.
No currency haa ever b«on kept at par with
gold in this country withoutbeing redeem-
able in gold. That is tho fact, and tho
Greenbackers willhave to admit itwhether
it suits them or cot.
